Thespians Depicted With

Realism

THEIR WORTHY OBJECT

Profits of These Polish Troupes
All go to Providing Orphanages
and Village Schools — They
Travelin Cattle Trains and Live
Cheaply

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Warsaw, June 5—There has been a sur-
prising increase in the number of peasant
theatres which are making their appear-
ance in every part of Poland. These

institutions are run almost entirely by the
peasants and are made to pay. Of course
only pieces dealing with their own life are
attempted, and the result is most realistic,
especially as the Pole has a strong dram-
atic instinct.

Any hall in a village does for a theatre,
as the scenery is of the most primitive
kind, and the audiénces are not spoilt
by more elaborate ‘productions.
carries conviction is'the ertirely natural

play their parts. For the foreigner they
give a far deeper insight into national life
than all the pieces produced in the larger
cities. The actors mostly trdin themselves,
choosing one of the cleverest men in the
village to coach them, and they bring
with them a whiff of the &table and the
cow-house which other managers have
vainly tried to introduce into their rustic
plays.

None who have seen she farces,—broad
as “The Merry Wives of Windsor,”—or
the stern tragedies of Wyspianski, or ‘of
Kasprowicz, the first of whom was mar-
ried to a peasant woman, ‘and the second
of peasant birth and Poland’s greatest lyric
poet today, would ever care for the rus-
tic play on the ordinary stage, played by
actors and actresses whose sole knowledge
of peasant life is an occasional visit to
the country. Their farce is the best of
its kind to be seen in Europe, whilst their
more serious plays and dramas are mark-
ed with a sincerity which resembles that
of the Sicilian players, who have taken
by storm most of the cities of Europe.

Though these troupes never tour abroad,
they visit large towns like Warsaw, Pos-
en and Cracow, and are capable of thril-
ling in the larger theatres as well as in
their more homely ones. They use all the
money left over, after expenses are paid,
for village schools or orphanages, for the
Polish peasant is terribly in earnest about
education, and gets no state aid from the
Russian government. The working ex-
penses of such a troupe are below the
wildest dreams of economy of English
managers for the company travels in a
cattle train, lives almost wholly on bread,
potatoes, barley and milk, and can sleep
anywhere, including a bamn or a kitchen,

Their costumes they earry on their

backs, as they always wear them, and the
few spare things they want are packed
in a bundle and slung-‘over their should-
ers. Even the property boots, high ones
being worn by both sexes, last a long time,
as when, as often happens, the troupe foots
it, everybody goes barefoated, slipping on
the boots only when they stop to say ves-
pers or matins at some road-side church.
Their clothes are spun -and made up at
home, and last half a life-time.
These troupes are of comparatively new
growth, none of them having existed for
more than fifteen years; but there are
others which . confine themselves .to a
crude kind of miracle play, performed at
Christmas, and dating from the earliest
days of Christianity, played yearly with-
out a break, and superintended by the
priests and nuns. The Russian govern-
ment attempted to exterminate them at
one time, fearing that they encouraged pat-
riotism; but they always managed to
evade the police, and now aré not so strict-
ly watched as they used to be. Various
Bible stories form the theme, but the fav-
orite one is the birth of Christ. The
crowds at their performances always look
on with religious attention  and respect
amounting to awe.
