THE PRINCE OF PEACE

A Grand Address to.a Large
Opera House Audience By W.
J. Bryan

A large audience greeted Wm. Jennings
Bryan in the Opera House last evening to
hear his address on “The Prince of Peace.”
W. C. Cross, secretary of the Y. M. C.
A.:acted as chairman, -and in introducing
the speaker, told of Mr. Bryan’s long as-
sociation with the Y. M. C. A, his sym-
pathy and interest in that body, and said
they were proud to acknowledge him as
a member.

Mr. Bryan was cheered enthusiastically
as he advanced to speak, He thanked the
large audience for the hearty reception ac-
corded him and said that he had expected
people would be more interested in other
matters at ' presemt than religion. Mr.
Bryan made a fine impression in his able
address, and commanded the. attention of
the people in the audience threughout his
whole discourse. a4l .times, swwhen he
made a particularly; strong: point,! he' was
nterrupted by an outburst of 'cheering:

It was necessary, in dealing with relig-
ion, the speaker said, to begin at the be-
ginning, so’ he therefore  went back to the
creation, and disagreed with the theory of
evolution.  Referring to the - Darwinian
theory, he esaid that ome of the reasons
for its acceptance was that many escaped
thereby frem accepting the miracle. Some
doubted that Ged 'had or would 'perform
miracles, but the more he tliought of it,
the more he was inclined to answer af-
firmatively. . Because the speaker did not
know why He did it was no reason to
doubt that He had performed miracles.
