It has
been shown that there was most reck-
less extravagence in the mode of carry-
ing on the work, that the officers
charge of it were incompetent and that
Mr. 8y. Louis, the contractor for the
labor, charged for a great deal more
Iabor than was ever performed on the
work as well as for a,great many men
who did not work at all. All this how-
ever, had been already brought out. by
the commission appointed by the govern-
ment to investigate the matter in
Mountreal, and also by Mr. 8. Louis’
{ own evidence in the Exchequer Courg
in & case brought by him agsinst the
government for the recovery of the
balance of about $67,000, said to be
duie ‘him, and the cross suit by the
government sgainst him, claiming sonie-
thing like 146,000 dollars as ' being
overpaid.

FRANCHISE AND INSOLVENCY.

Dominion representation as Mr. Laurier
and his friends are.
