The council met and decided that the town
ought iteelt to own the franchise wspesially
in view of its intending to provide itself
with a water system, in copunection with
which a lightiog plant might be eco-
vomicslly ran, He had obtaiced a report
from aa expert on the value of the local
company’s plant snd estimates on a vew
plant for street lightiog as well as for a
general electric plant.

His Worship proceeded $o read the report
snd estipate referred” to. It plased  the
‘valae of the Chatham Company’s plaat—ex-
oepting the station land and buildings—at

the atreet lights could be run in conacction
with the proposed pumping station. After.
the water works were established it would
be time enough to umdertake the lighliugg
plant and by that time the council would
know better just what to do. The .amount
named woald not be enough to buy out the
present company or to estabiish & new
general plant bat it would be solely for a
street plant, :

The chairman read the resolution and re;
minded Mr. Nisol that it was quite broad,
in its scope snd did not cootemplate s street
lighting plant only. There were now ocalls
for Aid.

He eaid
he would at a faic price, although he was
not offering it for sale, Many present khew
that his brother had established the business

Ald, W. 8. Loggie coancelled caution and
made quite a lengthy speech on about ‘the
same Jines a8 ald.

He uoderstnod thet the
company was now clearing 7 on & capital
of §30,000. If the town lighting were taken
fmm it ite earning power woald be lessened
aod its other costimers have to maks up
the deficiency. - As the town could borrow
money at 47/ it oughbt to be ableto run the
light business advantageously ; and if the
town bought the whole plant it might have
to expeod less in ocoonection with its
proposed power house for the water worke.
At all events the $10,000° could be voted
and before it was to be experded further
developements might mske the -couditions
more favorable from sn economical stand-
poiat. While not wishing to hart amy
private interest be desired, first of all, to
look after the public interest.
