Death of the Piimate of all England.

A London despatch of .23rd
the d¥ath of The Most Reverend Freder-
‘ick Temple, Archbishop of Canterbary
aod primate of all England, who has been
ill for some time past.

The Archbishop passed away quite
peacefully at 8.15 o'clock Tuesday morn-
ing in the presence of his wife and two
sons. Huws death was anticipated for some
"days, and only the Archbishop’s remark-
able vitality enabled him to teract
his extieme weskness. The final collapse
occurred about six o’clock, and he was
unconscious towards thc end. The pri-
mate died of old sge, in his 82ud year.
The pathetic scene in Westminaster Abbey
at the coronation of King Edward was
one of the earliest indications nf his fail-
ipg strength. - Then came the -collapse in
the House of Lords at the conclusion of s
vigorous apeech in support of the Educa.
tion bill. He had not left his bed since.
He will be buried at Canterbury. The
Bishop of Winchester is considered likely
to be his successor.

Nowadsys—especially 'in
tegard to weekly ocountry papers—the
editor is expected to deal with all mutters
sffecting the community’s interest with
ability and discretion, bringing to his
work an equipment of education and
special experience, greater than is neces-
sary in some of the so called learned pro-
iessions; but he must also not only
prepare all the matter for his paper as
both editor and reporter, be accountant
und bookkeeper, mail clerk and collector,
but he must—if he would exist at all—gp
about soliciting support for his enterprise,
too frequeutly getting none from even
those who are bemng most benefitted hy
his work.

Everybody in the community who does
anythitg at all in the line of praise-
worthiness expects the editor to kuow
and tell the public all about it, at bis
own expense. Kverything the churches
do or ace going to doiu which the free
advertising exacted is & pars of the suc-
cess achieved or expected, must reseive
similar publicity ; other organizations
must have the same treatment, but how
few there are who seem to realise how
little in the way of adequate returns for all

A fab horse
will sell much better than one out of condi-
tion. If the horses are to be broken it
must be seen to when they come to be
ehipped they are in good ocondition, as this
may easily mean a difference of $30 per
bead. In handllag a bunch of herses it is
necessary, in order to keep down expenmses
and to prevent loss of condition, to put them
on the market as quickly as possible from
the time they leave their pasture, as every
extra day means loss of money.

(2) What can the
West supply ? (3) What steps should be
takén by Western breeders to meet the
demand ?

WHAT THE EASTERN MARKET DEMANDS,

The cessation of breeding operations in
Ontario some nine or ten years ago caused a
rise in prices, snd te requirements of the
Army in South Africa ivcreased the demand.
General business prosperity has led to an
active enquiry for drivers and farm horses
in the country, and for all kinde of harness
horses, heavy draughte, express horses, and
ordinary streeters in the cities.

THE LUMBER BUSINEsS
being exceptionslly brisk, a large number of
heavy horses are required in the numercus
loggiog csmps. Heavy drsughte are samly
worth $400 a team ; these must be from
1500 lbs. up, and are wanted as heavy as
possible.
