MOSES H. PERLEY.

He Was a True Sonjof New
Brunswick.

An Interesting Sketeh of His Life and
Labors,

Written by His Son Henry F. Perley—A Valu-
able Record.

Mao~== TTenry Perley was born in the
p8i.A o Maugerville, county of Sun-
bu.y, New Brunswick, on the 31st De-
ceml_ i, 1994, He was, through his
mother, a grandson of Israel sPerley,
the leader of the party, which, cm-
igrating from Massachusetts, then an
English colony, settled on the river
St. John in 1762-63, in that part now
known as Maugerville; and,k he was
also of the 6th genration in desceat
from Allen Perley, or Ap. Perley, a
native of Wales, who arrived in Char-
lestown, near Boston, on the 12th July,
1630, amnd from whom the Perleys in
America are descended. .

Israel, Perley was accompanied 1o
New Brunswick by his brother Oliver,
and Moses, the son of the latter, mar-
ried Mary! (his cousin) the daughter
of the former, and had issue Charles,
who died in infancy, and Moses Henry,
the subject of this sketch, who was
a posthumous child, his father having
been accidentally killed ' before his
birth. For a few years he lived in
‘Maugerville, and then. with his mother
~—who was a woman of a very strong
and marked character—moved to” St.
John,  where he received a comm-\)n
school education. ~

Having adopted the profession of
law he was admitted an attorney of
the supreme court in 1828, and called
to the bar in 1830.

In September, 1829, he married Jane,
daughter of Isaac Ketchum, one of
the Loyalists, who in 1783 abandoned
their homes and property in the Unit-
ed States and made a new home for
themselves in New Brumswick. Mr.
Ketchum settled near Hampton Ferry.
By her he had eight children, all of
whom,. save the eldest—the. writer—
have passed away. ;

During 1835-37 my late father engaged
heavily in milling, lumbering and coal’
‘mining enterprises, which were attrac-
tive at that time, but he was not for-
tunate in his ventures, which turned
out disastrously, and he lost much
money by them.

In his early years he was fond of
the woods, and when but a ¥outh he
engaged in the purchase of furs, often
making long trips in a eanoe up the
St. John and its tributaries accom-

‘Motive power, i search of furs, which
he paid for in silver dollars; and he
has more than once told me that when
he left on such trips he often had
enough money to tempt a man to make
away with him, which could easily
have been dope, for the country was
then unsettled and the inhabitants
scarce. It was then he made the &c-
quaintance “of .the Milicetes, which
lasted until his death. i

For many vyears in after life : he
spent himholidays in fishing and shoot-
ing, and thus beéame acquainted and
familiar with the principal rivers,
streams and lakes of his native prov-
ince, and kept up and enlarged ‘his
friendship with the Indians who
fnade him their “white chief,” and he
for many years acted as intermediary
between them and the provincial gov-
ernment. T have his_, commission
as “Nunjeet Sachem' of the ‘whole
Micmac ndtion, dated Tth September,
1841, and there was a similar commis-
sion as “Chief Sachem” of the Mili-|
cete tribe of about the same date, but
1 have every reason to believe that it

was burned in the fire in St. John in -

.1877. 1 am personally aware that in
1839 he was a “chief,” and can well re-
member his appearance when clad ir
his dress, etc.,, which he wore on a
few occasions. I have in my posses-
sion a silver medal, three inches in
diameter, dated 1840, on the edge of
whicH is engrdved: ‘“From Her Most
Gracious  Majesty to M. H. Perley,
Chief Sachem of the Milicetes and
Wrnjeet Sagamore of the Micmac Na-
tion’ ;

About 1844 he was appointed immi-
gration agent at the port of St. John,
N. B.,, and held that office until 1857 or
B58.

In 1846, her majesty’s governmert
baving undertaken .an exploratory
survey to ascertain the practicability
of constructing, - through New Bruns-
wick,a railway from the eastern coast
of Nova Scotia to Quebee, Mr. Perley
was directed by the lieutenant gover-
nor of New Brunswick . . “to make
“certain inquiries in regard .to the
“resources of the coumtry traversed
“by the railway, and the means. it
“wculd be likely to afford of render-
‘“ipg them (sic) more e_x'tecusively
“ available, not only to the people of
‘“tbe province, but to those of the
“United Kingdom.” The report on
these inquiries is dated January, 1847,
and includes a report upon the sev-
eral counties in the province, with re-
fercnce to the trade, agriculture, fish-
eries, resources and capabilities, and
as an appendix a ‘report on the For-
est Trees of New Brunswick.”

In 1849, in accordance with instruc-
ticns from the lieutenant governor, my
father submitted a ‘“Report on the
“Sea and River Fisheries of New

"« Brunswick, within the Guif of St.

“ILawrence and Bay of Chaleur.” In
1861, he presented a further ‘Report
uron the Fisheries in the Bay of
Fundy,” and in that report submitted
a “Catalogue (in part) of the fishes of
“ New Brunswick and Nova Scotia.”
For many years my father took much
pa:n? in gathering information rela-
tive to trade and commerce, and this
led to his being actively engaged with
otkers in - the collection of statisticsof
trade between the United States and
the colonies (Canada), and in peifect-
ing those measures which ultimately

led t¢ the treaty of 1854, between Groat
Britain and the United States, known
as the “Reciprocity Treaty,” and =o
'ghly were his services’ appreciated
by Lord Elgin, then governor gereral
of Canada, and H. M. government,
that immediately on its ratification, he
waas, in 1855, appointed the commis-
sicner on behalf of the British gov-
ernment, to carry out its terms, Fe-
ing—it is' believed—the first instance
of any native born. colonist, without
imperial interest, or imperial connec-
tion, being appointed to an officz of
stch responsibility and distinciion.
Of the manmer in which he discharged
the importsnt, and at times dslicate
Gutles of his office, the continued con-
fiderice of her majesty’s government
umder suceeeding administrations i1s
tke best proof, and had he lived to
have completed his labors; he would
no doubt ‘have received a marked
prcof of approbation. 3

In 1836, as H. M. immigration officer
at St. John, N. B., he issued ia Eng-
ltnd, ‘A Hand-book of Information for
Emrigrants to New Brunswick,” de-
scribing  tersely the provines, its eli-
mate, population, resources, ficheries,
forests, agricnltural - facilities, mines
and minerals, ete.

His pen was never idle, and for
years; he contributed a.rt!gles to the
papers of the day, all of which are
now extinct—bearing on mattars poli-
tical, historical, and of general iiter-
est and importance; but he never
sought for political honors or place,
beingl content with rendering as:ist-
ance to those: whose political views
and opinions were endorsed by him.

At ‘the time of his death he was in
dischdrge of his imperial duties, and
was on board H. M. S. Desperate, that
vessel having been detailed for his use
by 'H. M. government.

About Ist August, 1862, he was seized
with gastric fever, and after some days
of illness apparently recovered, but a
relapse took pldee, and death ensued
on the 17th. His remains were in-
terred with naval honors in the Epis-
copalian burial ground at Forteau, on
