'The
storin centre was apparently just off
the eoast this forenooh, so that being
in the western gquadrant, New England
received the full benefit of a northwest
gale, 'which in some places attained a
velocity of more than 40 miles an hour.

Hon, Premier Tweedie held his in-
vestigation - here today of charges
‘made by temperince societies, through
C.. N. Vroom, against Police Magis-
trate Crilley and the town council for
irregularities in their metifod of en-
forcing the Canada Temperance Act.
C. N. Vroom appeared for the socle-
ties, and W C. H. Grimmer, K. C., for
Mr, Crilley and the town council. Mr.
Tweedie stated that his commission
only authorized him to investigate
charges that were made against the
police magistrate, who holds an ap-
pointment from the government, and
that the government had no authority
to Investigate the proceedings of the
town council, which is an independent
body. Mr, Vroom endorsed this posi-
tion.. The investigation being thus lim-
ited in its scope, was of brief dura-
tion.  Mr. Grimmer admitted that un-
der the statute passed in 1960 all fines
collected under the Canada Temper-
ance Act should be paid by the police
magistrate to the receiver general of
the province instead of the town trea-
surer, to be by him turned over to
the town for the purpose of enforcing
the ‘act. Mr. Crilley stated that he
was ignorant of this-requiremnt, but
was willing to comply with its pro-
visions.
