Immigration Department Is-
sues Circular Announcing
Rigid Application of Law Re-
garding Foreigners Coming
Here to Work,

Ottawa, July 20.—The immigration
department has issued a circular
4ng its intention to not only warn a'l
but agriculturists and domestic ser-
yvants against coming to Canada now,
but also to reject them if they
pen to come under any of the rie-
tive clauses of the immigration law.

The intention is to. apply the law
very rigidly so as to prevent the pres-
ent state of unemployment in the
country from becoming worse. If an
immigrant is liable to rejection for
any reason he will not be admitted
becsuse he has a promise of employ:
ment “because” the circular adds “if
he secures it, it is by taking a position
which otherwise might have bee
filled by some of our present unem-
ployed amongst whom every trade and
occupation is already represented.”

The immigration officials have ar-
ranged to take to Moutreal tomorrow
for deportation the first twenty-five of
the two score of foreigners who are|
being sent back to their own countries)
because they cannot find work,

Henrietta Cail-
laux, the wife of Joseph Caillaux, once
permier of France, and former minis-|
ter of finance, occupied the prisoner’s
enclosure in the asize court at the pal-
ace of justice today and recited in a
dramatic manner the circumstances
leading up to the shooting of Gasten
Calmetta, editor of the Figaro with
w]\do-se murder on March 16 she is char-
ge

Judgo Louis Albanel, acted as presi-
dent of the court; the procurator gen-
eral, Jules Herbaux, had charge of
the prosecution, and Fernand Labori,
the .noted advocate who was closely
. {identified with the Dreyfus case, was
chief counsel for the defense.

Mme. Caillaux held the attention ui
the crowded court room for three
hours. Slight, almost insignificant in
appearance, and. possessing none of
the outward characteristics of a figure
of romance, she spoke with great as-
surance, addressing herself in turn to
each part of thé room like a lecturer.
She told her story in short disconnect-
ed sentences, but showed remarkable
skill in marshalling her facts, so as to
represent them in the best light for
her cause,

Mme. Caillaux began to cry when
the court clerk, while reading the in-
dictment, reached the wordl Hwrdltul
murder.

She shook with hObS and placed a
handkerchief over her face from time
to time, looking round as though
searching for a friendly fage. The
clerk then called the list of witnesses
each of whom answered ‘‘present,
and then left the court, The prison-
er looked at each of the witnesses as

and, answered in

a firm voice and she watched him as
he left the court.

After Judge Albanel questioned the
prisoner she made a long
referring frequently to note
voice was steady. She turned
head occasionally from side to side
as though making a public speech,
and she showed much self-possession.

The judge You spoke at your ex-
amination of having vengeance for
outrages against your husband.”

Couldn’t Stand Slurs Against Her
Husband,

The prisoner—“The campaign of
the Figaro against my husband then
begaun. All the people in the salons
that I frequented, received me with

smiles that were intended to wound|'

me. One person said behind me that
my husband had taken money from
Germany to cede the Congo. These
slanderous rumors penetrated: every
part of societ I was no longer able
to go to the sittings of the Chamber
of Deputies, because I was the ob-
ject of unpleasant attention in the gal-
leries. One day there was a cry be-
hind me: ‘To Berlin, Caillaux, Congo.’
I was forced to leave.”

Mme, Caillaux added that painful
incidents were taking place all the,
time among her acquaintances when
she was shopping, and -even in her
home. She continued:

“The attacks of the Figaro were
implacable. They had nothing to do
with politcs. They were personal, I
suffered. I lost my head.”

Mme. Caillaux's volce sank, and she
seemed greatly moved.

The judge waited a moment, and
then asked, “why do you say that the
polemic of the Figaro had nothing to
do with politics.”

The prisoner raised her clenched
hands, and sald passionately, “I will
tell you w

Mme. Caillaux then gearched among
her notes, and began to read passages
from the Figaro articles.

“These,” she shouted, “are some
among the 138 articles published
against my husband. These criticisms
as you have heard, are not attacks up-
on his political policies, but on him.
No one could be mistaken.”

Mme. Caillaux then read all Cal-
mett’s articles against M. Maillaux,
and once, while she was doing 80, she
exclaimed with sudden emotion :“Oh,
my poor husband. He was recklessly
accused.”

The Stolen Letters

Regarding the “Thy Joe” letter as
one of three forming a sort of trilogy,
the prisoner sald that Mme. Gueydan
herself told her husband that she had
purloined these three letters, and that
she intended to make use of them
against him and against me, and even
to communicate them to my daughter
and to my family.”

She affirmed that she was in no way
connected, with the divorce of Caillaux
and his first wife.

Maru Today is Expected—
Thousand Men Ready to In-
vade the Ship.

Vancouve July 20.—Unless the
Hindus suffer a violent change of
mind during the night, they will show
a stubborn ance, and a bloody
fight may result whem officers and
soldiers try to board the Kamayata
Maru tomorrow.

Ottawa, Ont., July 20—The govern-
ment was advised this afternoon that
the two hundred men who are being
transferred from the Niobe at Halifax
to the Rainbow, had arrived at Van-
couver. The Rainbow will reach there
from Esquimalt on Tuesday afternoon
and if it i ill necessary to use dra
tic measures to bring the Hindus to
time, not only the two hundred men
from the Niobe, but as many of the
city police force and special consta-
bles as are considered necessary will
be taken on board when the Rainbow
steams alongside the Komagata Maru.
There will be no haste about the adop-
tion of these forcible steps if there
seems any likelihood of the Hindus re-
cognizing the situation and ceasing
their opposition. The government is
anxious to avoid violence and blood-
shed, and if this should result from
the continued resistance of the pass-
engers on the Komogata Maru, it will
be felt here that it was impossible to
prevent it. The government believes
that the law as it stands is in the in-
terest of the country and must be car-
ried out. It is hoped that the matter

may yet be peaceably settled, but the
events of the next day or two will be
awaited with considerable apprehen-
sion. In case the Hindus still refuse to
allow the Komagata Maru to sail away
again, it is the intention to board the
ship from the Rainbow, ovérpower, if
