The fauks is in the scarcity
of the right kind of servants.

“It is no esaggeration to say that the
great proportion of servants are incom-
petent and are paid more than they are
wonth., The old time servant received
lower wages and did much more work than
in this day of labor saving devices. - The
condition of modern houses from cellar
to attic is such that much of the old-
fashioned ‘drudgery is unknown and labor
is lightened in the kitchen and elsewhere.
What is needed now in a domestic is not
so much sheer strength as intelligence
and skill, apart from the consideration of
honesty and moral temperament. The
work is mot of the servile nature it for-
merly was and the domestic ought to be
more in the nature of an essistant than a
menial. Her position should be no less
respected than if she were an employe of
a store or any of the numerous places
where female labor is found.

“Everybody who is employed by an-
other has to serve’ that person and there
is no reason why domestic service should
not be as respectable as amy other. The
trouble in the past was thet the ranks of
domestics were largely recruited from: the
ranks of the ignorant, but as time goes
on and the occupation becomes one more
end more requiring intelligent and skilled
workers the standard must be proportion-
ately elevated. Just now it is in the
tramsition stage, but it cannot always re-
main so. The question naturally arises,
What is the best and most effective means
of bringing about a cnange?

“What do I think of the suggestion to
import colored help from the West In-
dies? Well, if one has never lived down
there it is all right in theory but I have
been in that part of the world off and
on and I am firmly impressed that they
would not make good domestics. Af one
time I thought seriously of bringing home
three or four of them with me, but I ob-
served them all closely and on the un-
{biased opinion of friends I refrained from
my incipient attempt to solve the knotity
problem.”

The idea of training schools for domes-
tics, just as there are training schools for
murses, has &ften been discussed privately
there, There are several such in existence
in the United States and the results ap-
pear to “be excellent. A girl, character
and reliability being _assured, is taught
either general household duties or special
lines of work. In due time when she has
shown herself competent she receives a
certificate which is a guarantee of her
efficiency and ensures her the best of
situations and wages, When a woman is
in need of a reliable helper in the house-
hold she has only to apply to one of these
training schools stating the kind of help
she prefers and a girl is sent to her. The
indtitution is' responsible for the effi-
ciency of the graduate and the girl who
has a certificate is much in the position
of a man who has learned a trade and is
entitled to respect as a skilled mechanic
or citizen. The idea is a good one in the
interests of employer and employed and,
judging by the complaints of houselkeep-
ers, such an institution would fill a long
felt want in the cities of the maritime
mrovinces. :

“The time is coming when the girls of
this country will give place to others of a
different ‘nationality unless there is a
great change all along the line,” said she
yesterday. ‘The question of importing
Ohiinese domestics has been discussed fre-
quently and one lady, I believe, has ex-

pressed her intention of trying the ex-

periment. Several families in Ottawa and
Monitreal employ them with, I am told,
excellent results, and when trained to our
Canadian ways, would probably make very
good servants. Personally though I would
prefer the- colored domestic, for when
they are good they are very good—and I
suppose with equal truth one might finish
by saying, and when they are bad they
are horrid.”

The American cities get the very cream
of provineial girls for, though it may be
said they work harder there than here,
they are paid much higher wages. The
Americans like to employ our girls for as
a rule they are strong and healthy and
trained to household duties before going
to the States. -

Last summer an American lady applied
here for a general servant and I told her
that it might be some time before I could
obtain the right person. She was greatly
surprised for, as she said, so many of the
provincial girls come to the United States
it was generslly thought there was a sur-
plus down here;and being right on the
spot there would be no difficulty exper-
ienced in getting a first class servant.

“The average wage here is $9 per month
and, after all, double that amount is a
great inducement to any girl to change
the scene of her daily labors. The de-
mand for good servants is overwhelming
and it really seems to me that the ques-
tion grows more complicated every year.

“] do mnot think that the standard of
those who engage in domestic service is
being raised in any way or that a better
class of girls is going ‘into service than
formerly, except that the majority have
at least the ability to read and write.

“We do not charge registration fees, but
we expect a girl to supply references, the
only exceptions being made in the case of
a counfry, girl who, as a rule, does not
think to provide for that contingency; in
which case we use our own judgment
about placing her on the list. A1l who ap-
ply, for situations are not entered on the
books. In the past six years we have
averaged 500 applicants a year and have
supplied many good domestics. The de-

| mand for good servamts has always been

greatly in excess of supply, though as I
said before, I can’t see that there is any
better class going into the work than
there was six years ago.

“More families are taking their meals at
redtaurants and hotels this year than ever
before and many assure me they enjoy the
sense of freedom. This of course can only
be temporary and the old home ways will
be resumed when a good servant is avail-
able.”

There is a suggestion in this problem
for some one of the numerous orgamiza-
tions of women to act upon. It would be
at least a practical work—this' attempt to
golve the problem of domestic service—
and one which would memorialize any or-
ganization finding a successful way out of
the difficulty. It is essentially a woman’s
work and a movement towards reform
would meet with the heartiest gratitude
from all whose comfort depends upon its
‘happy solution.

Fifty Thousand Tons So Far Harvested---

Prof. Emst. Von Halle, who, with Tjiard
Schwanttze, visited the United Stabtes to
study shipbuilding in behalf of the Ger-
man mamine ministry, writes to today’s
Woche advocating some sort of gover-
mental measure to prevent Americans
from acquiring German sbeamship lines.

Prof. Von Halle believes'it is theoretically
possible for Americans o buy a majonily
of the stock of German companies, elect
new boards of directors, and transfer the
general offices abroad. But, he says, Ger-
man, financiers do not believe the Morgan
group of capitalists possess such irresis-
tible capital as outsiders imagine and as-
serts that the seemimgly gigantic capital
of the United tSates is so strongly watered
that it might disappear in times of crisis.

Christian . science, promoted by Mrs.
Scals and some other American women,
has heen a lively press topic this week,
the city authorities having prohibited
meetings of the newly organized German
gociety in the city’s gymnasium, on the
general ground that psychiological treat-
ment of disease does mnot deserve the
municipalities’ endonsement. Christian
science has obtained a considerable follow-
ing in high social circles.

The reichstag tarff committee’s votes
this week amre regarded as making the
bill's fate more uncertain than ever. The
non-Agrarian supporters of the measure
says the Agrarian majonity has gravely
endangered its passage, through excessive
demands. The votes in favor of certifi-
cattess of origin, and the application of for-
egn customs, regulations and duties
against states treating Germany unfairly,
place the government in an extremely un-

t dilemma, after the solemn warn-
ings of the amperial secretary of state for
the interior. Much curiosity mow exists
regarding the government’s subsequent at-
titude. The opinion is generally expressed
thatt the govermment will finally accept
the objectional amendments, relying on
the bundesrath not ito enforce them.

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The Start of the Movement Told of, Inception of the Work Here

— Success Has Marked It, and Two Chyrches in <

St. John Result—The Life of Each.

It was somewhere between 1830 and 1840
that the first work was done in this city
by ithe Christian church. In various parts
of the United States, in England and in
northern Europe, men of Gcd had been
calling the attention of the religious world
to the terrible degeneracy of the churches
from the standard of the Bible. These
men represented many of the denomin-
ations, Revs. Richard McNemar, John
Thompson, John Dunlavy, Robert Mar-
shall and Barton Warren Stone, of the
Presbyterian church; Rev. James O'Kelly
and others of the Methodist church; and
Abner Jones of the Baptist church, had
all been led in various ways to feel the
need of a return to the simplicity of the
New Testament or Aposbolic church, and
were faithfully and earnestly searching the
scriptures to learn the way of the Lord
more perfectly. Revival services nwere
held in different sections, one of the most
remarkable being that conducted by Rev.
B. W. Stone, then a minister of the Pres-
byterian church. From 20,000 to 30,000
persons attended this revival. For six
or seven days and nights it continued,

neighborhood. '

In Pennsylvania were two Presbyterians
who were destined to exercise a very
powerful influence in the “restoration
movement of the 19th century¥—Rev. Dr.
Thomas Campbell and his son Alexander.
It was in 1809 that they, together with a
fow other of like mind, formed the “Chris-
tion Association of Washington,” amd in
the public statement then issued were in-
dicated the reasoms for organizdtion. This
gtatement was entitled A Declaration and
Address, and_said among other things b
is high time for us not only to think but
also to act for ourselves and to take all
our measures directly and indirectly from
the Divine standard.” The purpose of this
association wag declared to be ‘“to pro-
mote simple evangelical Christianity.”
Each member was to pay a specified sum
of money “to support a pure gospel min-
istry, that shall reduce to practice ‘that
whole form of doctrine, worship, discipline
and government, expressly revealed and
enjoined in the word of God; and also
to supply the poor with the Holy Scrip-
tures.”

This association did not consider itself
a church nor did it assume the powers
peculiar to such, but was rather a church
reformation society. It soon became ap-
parent, however, that the denominations
were not prepared to take the ground ad-
vocated. The union sentiment among the
churches was so weak as to be practically
unrecognizable, consequently it was not
long before those advocating the return to
apostolic Christianity (as the only hope |
of a united Ohristendom) found themselves

rompelled to organize into congregations
for the purpose of observing the Christian
ordinances and for instruction and em-
couragement. The firdt church so consti-
tuted was in 1811 in Pennsyivania. awoutb
25 years later ‘the first work by this peo-
ple was done in the maritime provinces,
and in 1839 there were reported about 80
members in this city and about 200 in
Nova Scotia, besides a.mumber in other
parts of New Brunswick. i

Early Work in St. John.

The first meeting of the disciples in this
city were held in a truly apostolic manner,
viz., from house to house, the little company
meeting each first day of the week 1o
partake of the Lord’s Supper according
to His command. The attendance increas-
ing, it was necessary to rent a hall and
then the need of a church building was
apparent. A lot of land on Duke street
was purchased and the church was built.
Great success attended the work for sev-
eral years. About this time George Gar-
rity came to care for the congregation
and under his ministration the attendance
taxed to the utmost the capacity of the
building. After the St. John fire, how-
ever, 'the work was discontinued, the build-
ing and land being sold fto the school

board and most of the members uniting |.

with what had then become the Coburg
streat Christian church.

In 1873 another congregatiom Was organ-
ized, meeting first in the hall formerly
occupied by the Y. M¢ C. iA. on Charlotte
gtreet. ‘Among the charter members were
Milton Barnes, J. T. Barnes, O. B.
Emery, J. E. Bames, J. Howe, Joseph
Brewing, Richard Phillips, J. B. Moore,
G. T. Purvis, James Ashley, R. M. Gib-
son, S. Brentnell, W. A. Barnes and D.
Tennant. It is worthy of mote that the
first business transacted after organiza-

tion was the passing of a resolution “that |

the deacons engage a coach to convey to
the services on the Lord’s day three or
four aged members who could not other-
wise attend.” Another resolution passed
before fthe congregation. had a regular
minister was that “a missionary collection
be taken the first Lord’s day in each
month” in order to help more needy
points.

On March 14, 1874, the' quarterly meet- |

ing of 'the disciples of Christ in Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick was held in
St. John.. At this meeting the following
preachers were present: W. 'W. Hayden,
W. F. Hughes, C. C. Foote and Harris
Greenlaw. It was not until December of
this year that a regular minister was em-
ployed in the person of Hiram Waliace.
At ‘the quarterly meeting held in March,
1875, there was 'the first large ingathering
of this: congregation, 21 being added.

The Church Building.

March 1, 1875, saw ‘the appointment of
the following as a building committee: J.
E. Barnes, M. Barnes, 0. B. Emery, J. B
Moore, S. Brentnell. The next year James
E. Barnes purchased and presented to the
congregation a lot of land on Coburg
street, upon which the church is now
standing. The first business meeting was
held in the new building on Feb. 19, 1877.
At first only the basement was finished,
but in 1881 James Emery and Geo. T.
Purvis were added to the building com-
mittee and the work of completing the
church was undertaken and carried
through successfully.

The work of this congregation has been
done quietly and faithfully with the re-
sult that many have been added to it8
membership. Early in 1891 T. H. Capp
resigned after a pastorate of nearly 1
years. He was succeeded by H. W. Stew-
art, who remained with the congregation
for eight years and a half, his poor health
compelling him to seek a warmer and drier
climate. During his pastorate Coburg street
church had its most prosperous exper
jences, the congregation becoming to0
large for the building, The organization
of & congregetion at Silver Falls and one
in the North End wae largely due to his

efforts and he is still very
affectionately remembered by a larg
circle of friends in this city. For about
two years the congregation had no settled
ministry, G. Nelson Stevenson accepted
the work in November last and the ser-
vices and work already show  improve-
ment.

Many eminent preachers have filled the
pulpit at different times, among Whom
may be mentioned B. B. Tyler, Bayard
Craig, A. MecLeau, R. B. Neal, Neil Mec-
Leod, Wm. Shaw, Ponald Crawford, etc.
Of the evangelistﬂ who have conducted
services, H. A. Northeutt and Ww. J.
Shanno were the most suceessful.

The Noth End Church.

Early in 1805 a mission Sunday school
was organized at the Temple of Honor
hall, Main street. It soon became tk}at
the bulding was too small and the Union
hall was engaged. Jan. 1, 1896, a congre-
gation was organized under the leadership
of R. W. Stevenson. .His labors were
very successful and the work was mov-
ing along with enthusiasm. But after a
few months his health failed and he 'was

obliged to resign. Mr. Murray supplied
the pulpit for a few weeks and then J.
Chss. B. Appel accepted a call, entering
into the work in November, 1896, and
has continued until the present.

The need of a church home was very
manifest, and at last the most desirable
lot for the purpose was purchased. At
first the iptemtion was to erect a brick’
structure, but later it was deemed better
to have a wooden building, in order .nat
it might be on a more modern and con-
venient plan. May 25, 1899, work was
begun on the excavations. It was also
the day of the Indiantown fire.. The
membership was severely tested, but work
was continued and 'slowly but surely the
building advanced until July, 1900, when
the front part was opened for public ser
vice. . The rear hall contains the Sunday
school class rooms and prayer meeting
room and is something which will soon
have to receive attention.

Evangelist J. A. L. Romig held serviees
with this church in 1900 and A. Martin,
of Muncie, Indiana, dedicated the new
building. At that time the following
preachers of the Christian church were
also present: Mr. Murray, U. B. Miller,
and Dr.'R. B. Ray. This congregation is
making steady progress and the present
outlook is favorable to the completion of
the building and the development of a
strong church.
