ness Connections, Declares it Will Be Fine Thing for
Absolutely Insane—Censerv-
Whe Oppesed Agreement, Not

Canada—Annexation Taik
ative Members in Oatario,
Likely to Be Renominated.

A careful student of economic conditions
and a man of wide business interests,
Janes J. Harpell, representative of the
Mine Products, Limited, who sailed vester-
day on the C. P. R. steamer Empress of
Britain on a selling trip to Europe, places
the hearty stamp of approval on the reci-
precity agreement and ieves as a Lib-
eral of the old school that its adoption
Wwill result in a great increase in the popu-
lanity of t e_paurler government.

Mr. H Il is the author of an excel-
lent treatise on the trade agreement and
capended much fime in the collection of
meterial for this work. He investigated
thoroughly the effect thdt reciprocity will
hive upon the various industries of the
dpmi’nion and in the course of an inte:-
view with a Telegraph reporter on board
the Fmpress vesterday, he touched on
tkese various Dhases of the tariff question.

“If anyone interested in ‘he exploitation
of the natural resources of Canada,whether
it be the mine, forest or farm, does not
tegard the reciprocity agreement as a step
In the right direction then he dees not
understand the conditions,” he said. “VWe
hive made very little progress in the de.
velopment of these resources within the
la.gt_twenty years.. Any increase in the
mining export is accounted for by fresh
d’ccoveries such as the Cobalt silver,whils
the trade in gold and many of the noa;
netallic ores n which 1 am particularly
interested has fallen off. We no jonger
€Xport manganese and the mining of
graphite has to a great extent ceased.

Government Gains Popularity in On-
tario,

“This reciprocity agreement is Wwarming
the hearts of many Ontario men to the
Laurier administration. Liberals will fight
to the last ditch in the great Tory strong-
holds of Ontario, as of old. As a matter
of fact)’the Liberal government has never
been in better favor than at present. In
Iny native country, Frontenac, the Conser-
vative member, Dr. Edwards, will prob-
ably not be renominated owing to his
stand against the agreement, and no anti-
reciprocity candidate can be elected in this
county at least. I am told that Mr.
Northrup, one of the opposition leaders,
tried in_ vain at three farmers’ meetings
to have resolutions adopted against reci-
procity, but failed.

“The straw votes taken by the Toronto
News and other partizan newspapers are
simply a farce. I know for certain that
the man engaged by one of these papers
after interviewing the people in a neigh-
borhood simply draws up the ballot to suit
the views of his paper.

“The feeling of the farmers is well indi-
cated by the story of a man near Brock-
ville who told me he had a barm full of

hay which he wintered for two years wait-
ing for better prices. ‘Reciprocity will
bring the price up $4 a ton,’ he said, ‘and
I' will wait for it. If I am able to make
a fair profit on this hay in Canada will
I not be more satisfied to stay here under
these conditions and think less of moving
across the line or of helping to erase that
line from the map? ”’

How It Works Out. \

“If prices are higher, as_you say, will
the cost of living in Canadian towns be in-
creased®” was asked Mr. Harpell.

“No. ' The conditions are somewhat pe-
culiar,” was the reply. ‘Hay is ome of
the few things from which the farmer re-
cerves directly an increase in the price.
While live hogs dre cheaper in Canada
‘than in the United States, pork products
ar2 much dearer. It is the same with cat-
tle on the hoof and prepared beef, Cana-
dian wheat and the milled flour. This
means not only that our cost of produc-
tion is greater, but that the middleman in
Caradareceives an inordinate profit. Reci-
procity will mean a cut in the difference
between the price of raw material and the
cost of the manufactured product. One
will be increased and the other lessened.”

An Insane ldea.

“What about the annexation bogie?” the
reporter asked. -

“Annexation to the United States is
about the most insane idea I ever heard
expressed,” he replied, “but [ will admit
that many honest and intelligent men be-
lieve in this danger, misled by the course
of such hitherto responsible papers as the
Montreal Star, but many of which are
now in thethands of party managers.’

Mr. Harpell’s firm markets such ores as
mica, feldspar and manganese in Europe,
drawing their supplies mostly from Can-
ada but in some cases ordering from other
covntries. He complained that the United
States . and Canada were
against by the transatlantic shipping com-
bine, which, imposed a tax of forty cents
per ton more on all goods carried to Eu-
rcpe from these countries than was pa.id

on shipments from other nations.

Asked if his firm, which has headquar-
ters at Toronto and branches at London
and other European cities, had been inter-
ested in any maritime province properties,
Mr Harpell said that there was an excel-
lent market for mica from Nova Scotia
and antimony and manganese from New
Brunswick in Kurope. It had been foun,
however, that with the present tariff the
high cost of machinery and the steamship
discrimination, vhat the development of
wines of this class was not very profitable.
