soint of defence. We can. certainly consider
it 8 remarkable piece of good fortune if
cholera does not effect a landing on the south-
ern coast. .

The disease is _extending in South America,
and- the probability of its reaching the United
States is strong enough to justify unusual
efforts to place all the cities in that condition
under which cholera is least likely to flourish.
We have no such thing as a National Health
Board to work for unity of action, and are de-
pendent on local boards and the aid they may
obtain from the Marine Hospital service.
Much depends on a proper condition of public
sentiment respecting ~appropriations and
sanitary work. - Uncertain- as -are many
of the propositions of sanitarianis, it is po
longer disputed_that filth is favorable to the
extension and violence ot cholera. Owing to
the rational steps taken in England, among
others the abolition of cesspools which con-
taminated some of the sources of water n&pply,
the cholera has in vain attempted to effect a
landing on English shores, although there is
more intercourse now between England and
infected countries than there was during form-
er epidemics. It is almost certain that with
reasonable precautions the disease can be pre-
vented from ravaging the United States,
