cake (uranium oxide) were
split when a truck carrying it in
metal drums collided with
three horses on a deserted
Colorado road and overturned,
rupturing the containers and
spewing the contents a foot
deep across the roed. (4) And
what of the hundred or more
million tons of radioactive tail-
ings stored above ground
which have “leaked into rivers
used for drinking water or
have simply blown away." (5)

Maritimers, Dr. Yaffe, do not
have to be toid that a nuclear
power plant is not a nuclear
bomb. But Maritimers do know
what both have in common:
the capability of spreading
radioactive products into the
biosphere where they will ac-
cumulate forever at ever in-
creasing levels, because
radioactivity doesn’t just "“go
away.”

Maritimers also know the
fourth fact which has been
amply demonstrated. You can
use the spent tuel of a nuclear
power plant, including the
Candu reoctor, to make atomic
bombs. But despite the over-
whelming evidence that this is
true, the nuclear industry hos
beer: exposed as guiity of con-
cealing, distorting, and
misrepresenting, and covering
up this fact along with so many
others.

The correspondence bet-
ween Dr. Gordon Edwards and
Premier Hatfield of New
Brunswick as published in
Southern New Brunswick
Nuclear News for January 1982
is eloquent in the extreme. Mr.
C.A. Mawson, formerly of
Atomic Energy of Canada
Limited, made G public state-
ment in Halifax in 1975 that
“Candu reactors do not pro-
duce any high level radioactive
wastes.”

This was clearly a deliberate
attempt to mislead the public.
Mr. Mawson knew that
although Candu reactors may
not produce high level liquid
waste they do produce high
level solid waste. (8)

Even Dr. Yaffe admits the
fitth fact, although he uses
very cloudy language, namely
-- that the problem of waste
disposal has not been solved.
We know, however, that some
of the best scientitsts in the
world have been working on
that problem for thirty years,
or, as Dr. Yaffe puts it,
“laboratories are working on
methods to stcre nuclear
waste which are safer than
methods used to store
chemicals for the last Fifty
years.”

We certainly hope so,
especially if Dr. Yaffe is think-
ing of the Love Canal, because
he is going 1o have to stora his
“chemicals” for hundreds of
millions of years.

No sane, logical mind
-capable of adding two and two
and making four is going to
compare the risk of dying as a
result of a nuclear power plant
emergency to the risk of dying
by lightning, hurricanes,
meteorites, and troffic ac-
cidents. They are simply not
things of the some dimension,
of the same scale. An accident
in @ coal mine, deplorable
though it is, occurs only at one
time ond in one place. A
nuclear accident involves the
entire future of all life on this
entire planet. its effects are
long term eifects. And that's
the fact of the matter.

i Dr. Yaffe did, as alieged,
make these comperisons, then
it is clear that he hos been
reading the notorious sum-
mary of the Rasmussen Report
of the Massachusetts Institute
of Technoiogy. The table of
“comparative risks” appecred
in Canada in a brochure entitl-
ed “Nuclear Reactor Safety”
presented to the Royal Com-
mission on Electric Power Plan-
ning by Atomic Energy of
Canada Limited.

This toble was discredited
when Dr. Pon, vice-president
of AECL, appeared before the
Royal Commission and admit-
ted that he had not applied
these American statistics to
the Candu reactor. (7)

This is whet Frank Von Hip-
pel wrote about this com-
parison table in an article call-
ed “Looking Back ai the
Rasmussen Report,” (Bulletin
of Atomic Scientists, February
1977):

“The numbers shown include
only those fatalities which
would occur within a few
weeks of the accident; they do
not include the hundreds of
delayed deaths from radiation-
induced cancers projected in
the Rasmussen Report for each
early death from a reactor ac-
cident. Thus, for example, we
can find in the body of the
report 7,000 cancer deaths
predicted as occurring with the
same probability as the ten
short-term fctalities shown in
the summary figures. Obvious-
ly the long term consequences
of a reactor accident that caus-
ed 10 early fataiities would be
considerably greater than the
likely long term consequences
of a meteor impact which cous-
ed 10 ecrly fatalities. To
equcte these two events as the
Rasmusser Report did is
therefore highly misleading.”
(8)

Again, if the main report is
read, it is found that “in addi-
tion to the 7,000 delayed
cancer deaths associated with
a reactor accident causing 10
2arly fatalities, a conservative
estimate of other conse-
quences would be 4,000
genetic effects, 6C,000 thyroid
tumors, and massive wcter
contamination.” (9)
