Injustice in system

. | write this letter because |
believe it deals with an impor-

‘tant matter that no doubt, con-

cerns cnd affects many
students. in the past, students
have written tc you about the
incredible frustration and
sense of injustice they have
telt in dealing with the univer-
sity system. Yet it seems that
no matter how much we all
complain and appeal, our
cases are ususclly not deait
with on a fair and individual
basis. Rather what often oc-
curs is that the student is plac-
ed under immediate susupi-
cion, harrassed under the urn-
brella of university regulations

(red tape) and never given the .

benefit of the doubt - and,
might | add, there is
sometimes o great deal of
doubt!

For instance there is my
case: In March of 1982 i bor-
rowed a book from the Harriet
Irving Library. This book, along
with some others that | had
borrowed ct the same time |
duly returned before the due
date. | thought no more of it
until a few davs later. | began
to receive persistent notes
from the library coutioning me
that unless | returned one of
the above mentioned bocks, |
would incur @ mecunting fine.
Finally | decided to go to the
librery and clear up the situa-
tion. | strongly felt that some
mistcke had clearly been
made by the library and that |
was not at fault. The librarion
told me that the library does
occasionally maoke mistakes
even though they cre extreme-
ly careful. She advised me to

wait and see whether the book
would turn up and said that |
ought to check the stack
myself for the book in ques-
tion. | did this and found no
book so | waited. Just when |
theught the matter had been
resolved and the book found, 1
received o letter from the
library in September of 1982. It
politely informed me that | ow-
ed the library thirty dollars to
pay for the cost of “processing”
a new book to replace the one
which they clledged | had lost.
They would oppreciate my
cooperation in the matier.
Besides being extremely in-
credulous and then rather
angry, | decided that the best
cure of action would be to see
circulation again before han-
ding over any incney. My
meeting with the librarian was
extremely disappeinting and
frustrating. She maintained
that | had to pay the fee
regardless since the bock was
nowhere to be found. The ex-
treme cost of the replacement
and “processing” it appears is
standard as | was toid when i
queried the cost.

Although | have absoiuteiy
no less regard for or criticism
of the library staff who dealt
with this unfortunate situation,
| do have a few questions o
ash: the first being, how can a
consciencious student with no
previous record of book loss,
prove that he or she has
‘returned @ boek, thereby relin-
quishing all responsibility for
it, without some kind of library
issued receipt to affirm the
fact. Secondly, if the matter is
reduced to the word of the stu-
dent versus the allegations of

the library, why shou!d the stu-
dent be made responsible for
lost property unless he has had
a previous record of book loss.
After all, as some librarians
have admittied, occasionally
mistokes are made by the
library. Thirdly, once the stu-
dent buckles under the
pressure to pay the fine upon
pain of academic penalty, why
shouldn't he receive ¢ com-
plete refund if the book is
subsequently found?

| sincerely hope that so-
meone will answer these ques-
tions. | still believe that | did
return the book in question
and | certainly could have used
that thirty dollars more pro-
fitably.
