HARRISBURG, (CUPD--
The LSD sun-blinding of six
college students was a hoax
perpetrated by a sick Penn-
sylvania state government
official, Governor R.P, Sha-
fer revealed January 18.

The official, Dr. Norman
Yoder, had prepared fictiti-
ous forms using material dr-
awn from real case histor-
ies to convince his superi-
ors, the governor and the
press that the students were
totally and permanently bli-
nded 18 months ago after
staring at the sun for six
to eight hours while on an
LSD trip.

Yoder has been firedfrom
his $20,000 a year job as
state commissioner of the
blind and will be commit-
ted to a mental institution,

Flemish students riot

Louvain, Belgium (Reu-
ters)--Several hundred Fl-
emish students clashed with
riot police in demonstrations
against plans to maintain
a French-speaking section
at the Catholic University
of Louvain.

Scores of students ran-
sacked the offices of the vi-
ce-rectors of Dboth the
French and the Flemish se-
ctions of the 500 year-old
university, setting fire to
furniture and smashing win-
dows.

The Association of Flem-
ish Professors said it fa-
vors a transfer of the Fr-
ench section to Wavre, on
the other side of the ling-
uistic border that divides
Belgium,

UBC vs senate secrecy

VANCOUVER (CUP)--Un-
iversity of British Columbia
students who want to end
senate secrecy will get a
hearing for their argume-
nts.

UBC’s student senators
prompted a student rally
January 9 in which 600 stu-
dents voted to stage a sit-
in at the Feb. 14 senate
meeting.

Student senator Gabor
Mate said, ‘The real issue
in this whole crisis is not
merely open senate meet-
ings, but the question of the
senate’s responsibility to its
academic constituents.’

Acting President Walter
Gage says a special meeting
will be called to study the
question. The date has not
yet been announced.

Western wants legal pot

LONDON, Ont. (CUP)--
The University of Western
Ontario student council pas-
sed a motion January 23
to urge the federal govern-
ment to legalize the poss-
ession and use of marijuana.

The council plans to lobby
for reclassification of the
drug from the Narcotic Con-
trol Act to the Federal Food
and Drug Act, Schedule H.

Under Schedule H, dist-
ribution of marijuana would
be illegal but possession of
it would not.

The marijuana commit-
tee’s report stresses the
drug is non-addictive and has
no lasting ill effects.

Dr. Murray Edwards, As-
sociate Director of the Cen-
tre, told Excalibur Monday
the seminars will be infor-
mal, unstructured and draw
very heavily on student par-
ticipation.

He said the seminars will
be more like a ‘happening’
than simply discussions be-
tweeen persons instrumental
in the phenomenal success
of Expo, and interested stu-
dents and the public,

There will be films from
the various pavilions running
hall, possibly including the
Ontario pavilion film, A
Place To Stand, plus closed
circuit TV and a TV hookup
with other rooms used for

,the seminars.

He said it is hoped to
create an atmosphere of in-
tellectual exploration in the
filed of communications.

Edwards hopes some of the
people who created and fos-
tered Expo will attend and
address the seminars.

Mayor Jean Drapeau of
Montreal has expressed in-
terest in the series, and
may be able to attend.

Colonel Churchill, the man
responsible for the building
of Expo and its islands, will
probably address at least one
session. The designer of Ha-
bitat is expected to attend
and the former head of vi-
sual public relations with
Expo has been hired to help
co-ordinate and lead some of
the discussions. Edwards
emphasized the weekends
are not to be a post-mortem
on Expo, but a discover of
how Expo managedto achieve
the success it did.

He hopes the student body
will not only come to learn,
but also to fight back against
speakers, challenge them,

and perhaps teach them what
Expo did for the average stu-
dent.

Edwards said the York

student body is being asked

to play host, in some ways,
and is welcome to offer any
ideas and suggestions thy
feel will help make the semi-
nars a total involvement,

Students will be able to
involve themselves in se-
veral of the technical as-
pects of the seminars, Ed-
wards said.

treated by Expo; and Imag-
es, Idiots and Idols--the ef-
fect of Expo as communica-
tions media itself.
