most/ You try to be like Aquaman /

Musically, the band is no better
or no worse than a zillion other
three chord keep-the-solos-short-
dude bands.

The band's two instrumental
offerings (“Nutro” and the “Jam”)
reveal limitations rather than abil-
ity and are strictly filler.
