The Baz Groove Patrol’s main
problem is that Club Cutz lacks the
power todrive clubbers onto the floor.

Over the elaborately slick produc-
tion, “Riv-Master,” the MC, gives
pseudo-Snap vocals that quickly irri-
tate. Hoarse like Hammer and as
egotistical as the early underground
rappers, he leaves you no alternative
but to stand on your roof and pro-
claim, “I hate TECHNO!”

The only things that saves Cozmic
Jam are the cover art and the final
track, “Theme of Quadrophenia,” an
ambient-instrumental reworking of
everything else on the album.
