The greatest steam locomotive In the world ha* 
been put Into service by the Baldwin Locomotive 
Works. It Is so gigantic, says the Popular Science 
Monthly for August, that Us -holler had to be made 
flexible at three different Joints so that the locomo« 
tive could tutra around a curve! It Is over one hun­
dred feet long, and weighs some tour hundred and - 
twenty tons. Twenty-four driving wheels, each 
standing as high as an average-sized man, afford It 
traction. The driving wheels are distributed along 
the length of the locomotive in sets of four pairs, the 
wheels of each set being coupled together and driven 
by two giant steam cylinders. Under full steam, the 
locomotive can exert an eighty-three ton pull on the 
cars behind It—which means that it can easily haul 
a freight train two miles long and twenty-three thous­
and tons in weight over an ordinarily good road-bed 
at an average rate of about fourteen miles an hour 
and possibly more. Bad roads will retard it only 
slightly.
