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1DOLATRY PunisHED. — Exodus 32 :
15-28

—The conduct of the Israelites
ws how very soon the effect of the
golemn transaction may pass
post the buman mind. Not six weeks
pefore they bad trembled at the thun-
derings of Sinai, and bad heard bim
sy iB dreadful voice, “ Thou shalt not
e to thyself any graven image,”
etc. They were still on the same spot,
“mnnd'od by reminders ot that sol-
emn 8cene. The holy mount was be-
fore them, and tbe cloud of the Divine
o6 rested on the top of it. They
seend Moses enter into that cloud,
kpew that he was there fulfilling
the very offize they bad asked him to
sssume, receiving the Divine revela-
sions which be was afterwards to com-
mupicate to them. And yet, while
miting for Moses to come down
out the mount, they formed the
P of holding an idolatrous festi-
val, and clamored to Aaron to allow
them to carry out this evil design.
Alss! for bumsn nature. We blame
the Israelites, but often do similar
things ourselves. Egypt follows us
even to the holy mount, and bhow oft-
e, after baving beard the voice of
God, and trembled on the Sabbath,
may we be found setting up an idol in
His place before the week 1s out.

The statement that tbey knew not
what had become of Moses was a mere
excuse. They knew with whom they
bad to deal in Aaron. Aaron’s con-
duct proceeded rather from weakness
than sinful intention; he was afraid to
resist tbeir clamorous requests, and
became an unwilling participator 1n
their sin, ve'y likely with the good,
though mistaken, intention of bolding
their proceedings somewhat in check
by keeping himuelf at the head. Baut
it was a fatal mistake, !

It was the second commandment
that the Israelites broke, rather than
the first. The calf, or young ox, was,
po doubt, an imitation of the Egypt-
ian god Apis, but they did not reully
intend to ascribe their deliverance to
the gods of Egypt instead of Jehovah.
It was as a symbol of Jebovah they
intended the calf, as it evident from
Aaron’s WOI’dI.—"Ol‘SO 5. A mistaken
impression is likely to be given to the
word gods (ver. 4, 8) in our version.
The word should have been trauslated
in the singular number, and their
meaning was, “ This shall represent
our God who brought us up out of the
land of Bgypt.” It wus a craving for
a visible object of worsbip. But that
lies at the root of all idulatry, and was
the tendency of human nature special-
ly condemned in the second command-
mens. Their sin mmvolved a poustuive
disobedience to a well-known ocom-
mand.

9.—Moses had been told by the
Lord what was going on in the camp,
so that he was not unprepared for the
sight that burst upon his view when
he reached the foot of the mountain,
The sight was such as to kindle she
holy indignation with which bis breast
was filled into a blaze—his * anger
wazed hot”—and its manifestation wus
the violence with which he flang down
the two tables of stone, breaking them
to pieces against the rocky ground.
It must not be supposed that this was
simply & rash act of 1mpetuous anger.
It was an intentional act, full of mean-
ing for the startled peeple who wit-
nessed it. They bad broken the cove-
nant, and what could the servant of
God do but break the sacred ratifica-
tion of it which b2 was bringing down
from the mount. The fragments of
stone strewed over the ground fitly re-
present>d the law already broken and
trampled under fout.

But Moses was not simply a mes—
senger of wrath on this occusion. He
migtt have been so, for the Lord had
declared his purpuse to destroy them,
and they were spared only in answer
to hus intercession. The influence of
the scene up in the mount, was still
upon him, and compassion blended
with and toned down his righteous an-

" ger. The rebellious people were not

to be allowed to go onn their sins,
and he must take the most prompt snd
stern measures te recall them to a
sense of their duty. And so we have
the grand spectacle of that heroic man
striding into the midet of that crowd
of revellers, rebuking Aarcn, demol-
ishing the idol, setting up the Lord’s
standard, and vnquiriag, * Who is on
the Lord’s side P”

3.—Three punishments seem to be
mentioned. 1, Moses made the peu-
sle drink of the water containing the
ust of the goldea ocalt. 2. L'bree
thousand people were slain by the
swords of the Levites.
plagued the people,—~verse 35.

A little careful discrimination will
reduce all these stutements te a con-
Dected and harmonious narrative. To
drink the water impregnated with the
dust of the golden calf amounted, ac-
cording to Mgyptian uotions, with
which the Isiaelites were familiar, to a
repudiation of it as an object of wor-
ship. It was thercfore imposed as a
test. These who refused to drink of it
were, no doutt, the men who were the
leaders in the «nterprise, and they were
Put to death Ly the Levites. -The
command, “ slay every man his bro-
the”” etc, eannot be understood as an
Injunction to .n indiscriminate mas-
8acee, lut must mean that none of
those who refused to subwit to the test
were to be sparcd on account of their
relativastip to the officers of  jastice.
Then, on the prineiple that sin has
many indirect-as well as direct conse-
Quences, he L .rd added other plagues

as chastisements even of those who
bhad repented.

4.—There were three seveial inter-
cessions of Moses in connection with
this sin of the Israelites.

In all these instances Moses’ power
in prayer is prominently exemplified ;
and in the two included in this lesson
his abnegation of self is a lt.ronglr
warked featare. The prospect beld
out to him that if the people were de-
stroyed for their sins, the Lord would
fulfil his promise in his personal des-
cendants, bad no tewptation for bim.
He pleaded for this stiff-necked people
in terms which could not be resisted :
and on the subsequent occasion, he
prayed that bis own name might be
blotted out if they were not forgiven,
—verse 32. There is a most striking

rallel in this passage to St. Paul’s
anguage (Rom. 9 : 3).—Sunday-School
Magasine.

Place upon a flat
board to dry.

Every careful farmer, says a recent
writer, will see that the compost heap
and other refuse stored as food for the
roots of grasses and vegetables are at
suoch a distance from the house and
well, as not tocontaminate the airand
water essential to the preservation of
health and life.

There is no doubst that serious iliness
results from ignorance of the great
danger attending a too long immersion
in the water. The Manchester City
Council bas bad tbe matter under con-
sideration, and bas deeided to issue
printed warnings ‘to the bathers fre-
quenting the free baths. Those in
charge of our free buths say that it is
a common thing for bathers to remain
in the water an hour at a time.

1t jellies are not eo firm after six or
eight honrs as you would have them,
set them in the sun with bits ef win-
dow-glass uver them to keep out dust
and inseots. Remove these at might
and wipe off the moisture esllested on
tbe under side. Repeat this every day

til the jelly shrinks into firmness,
ming up oae cup from another as need
requires. This metbod is better than
boiling down, which both injares the
flavor and darkens the jelly.

To whiten a straw hat, first wash it
to take any grease or dirt from it;
then cut a lemon in halves, nnq rgb
the bat well with the pieces. This will
whiten any kind of straw or leghorn.
Dry in tbe air. For stiffening is, dis-
solve a little gum arabie in water, and
wet the hat with it. When ready to
press it, lay a oloth betvyoen the hat
and an irou, and wet 1t. A t.ootl_:-
brush is good to use if the straw is

coarse.

Professor Ira Remsen, of the Jobns
Hopkins University, has been investi-
gnting the effect of cast iron atoves on
health—whetber the stoves do or do
not allow deleterious gases to.escape.
The verdict is in favour of the stoves.
Professor Remsen finds that carbonic
nxide—the gas alleged to be 80 deleter-
jous—does not pass through red-hot
cast-iron even of tbe thickness of the
eighth of an inch. Moreover, a careful
exuminativa did not in 2ny exe 1nstaLce
detect any deleterious gas given eut Ly
a well constructed furnace.
