Editor. Guide: The question of tIn­

formation of a third political party ap 
pears to be «-neitjng Considerable dis 
eiission, and I ha\ e read with interest

have appeared' in The Guide. Without 
a doubt this agitation is spreading and 
gaining new adherents, everywhere, and 
to those who are adyorating the forma 
t ion (rf tii is new party | would ask- 
What are to be its aims and definite 
policies ! Tov.leg.islato from the view 
point of 1 he grain growers alone ? But 
what if that policy would conflict with 
a great national interest ! The farmer 
is undoubtedly the most important far* 
tor in Cana dian prosperity today, but 
lie is not the only factor. Your third 
party must be a national part v, not see 
t ional.

With the opinion of your eorrespon 
dents who advocate trie running 0'f can 
didates whose resignations a ne to be 
held by a committee of the party, f am 
in hearty d isagreement. and all men 
who believe in dean government should 
fight sueh a proposal tooth and nail. It 
sounrls heroic, but what is it but the 
advocacy of caucus rule the basest 
form of tyranny? A man of principle 
an honest man would feel himself, dis 
honored in accepting membership under 
such conditions; On the other hand our 
degenerate politicians would flourish 
like the green bay tree. Would that be 
national gain ? What is it Mint dis 
tinguishes file statesman frorii the party 
hack but the courage and far sighted 
m-ss that dares to. fight for an unpopular 
cause? Everywhere we meet men who 
say that we need a third party. Po- 
si lily we do. Certainly we need to wipe 
out of existence the muck-raking, graft 
i.rig party politician of today. But let 
me urio* those who advocate this reform 
to study socialism; for what is that .we 
are fighting but the vested interests ? 
This agitation is but one phase of tin- 
great social upheaval that is shaking the 
whole wide world. We are all. in our 
own way. fighting a section of the corn 
munitv who have gained control of the 
earth ami the fruits of the earth. They 
have gained that, and they own all the 
rest, of us they own the means of life.

- ; i r i d lie who owns the means of a man’s 
work owns the man. Radicalism is help 
less and hopeless, ft is the rich man’s 
apology for his conscience, and the poor 
man’s apology for his ignorance. We 
have got to gain control of the means 
of life if we wish to.be free men :

That is the ideal I preach, that is the 

ideal nf socialism. Arid again J urge 
the advocates of a third party to study 
this question. They, in their agitation, 
are asking for honest men nothing 
more when you consider it and how 
can we expect to obtain them under a 
system of competitive capitalism where 
the plum- of success and power are at 
tained. best., . easiest attained, bv 
method - of bu.-iriess that a re mine parts 
i" ua very, and one" pa rt robbery ! Yes. I 
believe we r.• • • • d a new party, a party 
that will ab-i.ih nil other parties,, and 
who..will preac, and carry- into practice
