OF ToioNTo aforesaid, personally yon bo aii<l appear for the DEsPAcTH OF
BusINEss, to treat, do, act and conchnde upoii those things which in Our said
Provincial Parliament, by the Common Cinnil. of Our said Province, may by
the favor of God be ordained.

in Our said Province of Canada, this Fouau day of
JANAnuy, in the year of Our Lord, one thousand eight
hundred and fiftynine, and in the 'Twenty-seèond year of
Our Reign.
