OTTAWA, - July 6.—The. report of the 
government survey made during the 
past four years of the proposed Ottawa 
and Georgian Bay canal was presented 
to parliament today by the Minister 

-of Public W< 
of the report,as already forecasted in 
.these dispatches,. show that estimated 
time of . construction would be 
years, and the total cost $100,000,000. 
This estyr ate . is worked out in most 
complete and accurate detail as to in-' 
.dividual locks,, stretches of ’reproved 
channel, necessary aids t® navigation,' 
etc. The details ; of the cost have all 
been estimated oh the basis, of a 22 
foot waterway alto 
miles from the Georgian . Bay.tO; Mon­
treal. Taking Pert Arthur or Fort 
William as the starting point,, the dis­
tance to Montreal via the proposed, 
waterway is 934 miles, via Lake Erie 
and the Welland canal 1,216 miles, via 
Buffalo and the Erie canal to New 
York, ,1,358 miles, leaving a difference 
in favor of .the Ottawa river' route of 
282 miles as compared with the Saint 
Lawrence route- and of 424 miles as 
compared with the Buffalo arid New 
York route. .

■murder in the history of the province.
The only motive that, can be placed i 
for the deed Is that some time ago '
Ward received a beating at the hands 
of an elder brother of Case’s, arid the 
would-be. murderer took this means of 
getting satisfaction. Ward is still at 
large, but Sheriff Holden has strong 
posse out and he sent word to the 
City that he expected to have his man 
Captured this afternoon. The people of 
Oromocto and vicinity* are much ex- I 
cited over the affair and every effort 
is being made to find Ward. ' !

CHARLOTTETOWN, P; E, I., July 
3,—Dr. J. W. Robertson, principal of 
the Macdonald College, addressed the 
people of the six consolidated districts 
at ; the closing of the McDonald Con­
solidated School at Hillsbc rough yes­
terday,. This,'is,.the. last' of the three 
years during Which the school is to 
be maintained by the Macdonald fund. 
To assist the people In carrying out 
this school, Dr. Robertson stated that 
next year the Macdonald fund would 
contribute $1,400 and that if the par­
ents made up $400 in fees he would 
give $800 cut cf his own pocket to 
keep the school going. The annual 
expenditure Me estimated at,about $4,- 
400. To merit this, besides the above 
$2,600, the district would pay $876 and 
the’ government $1,015. The ‘ doctor 
made a powerful appeal on behalf of 
the educational movement he has So 

' much at heart. Addresses were* also 
given: in Sifpport of consolidation by 
PrPemler Haszrird, Dr. AriderSoifi 
Chief Superintendent of Education,
