to the shooting of Young Westwood, giv-
ing practically the same evidence as givea
at the inquest. The latter thought she saw
the prisoner on Jameson avenue the night
of the tragedy.

Detective Slemin was then put in the
box and testified to the arrest of the pris
oner. Hefound in her bedroom the suit
of male clothes, a 88-calibre revolver and
four cartridges. As she was handing him
the weapon she said:, “Oh, it's the West-
wood case. Ican prove where I was that
night. I was at the Toronto Opera House
and the play was ‘The Black Crook.'”
This statement was voluntary on her part.

Sergt. Reburn then took the stand. He
said: “‘The prisoner was brougnt into the
station about 4 o’clock in the afternoon of
last Tuesday. In the ‘detective office on
the desk were the clothes and revolver.
She was brought in and sat opposite me,
I told her she was suspected of a very
serious offence—the shooting of Frank
Westwood. I cautionedher. Shesaid she
was at the theatre on the night in question
with Flora McKay. I told her not to say
anything that was uutrue. She said that
after she left the theatre she went up
Yonge street. It was then ten minutes

t 11. She said she did not know Frank
estwood at all.

“Florence McKay was then brought
down and taken into the detective’s bed-
room and interviewed. Then I returned
to Clara Ford. The stories of Clara and
Flora did not agree, so I resolved to keep
Clara in custody. With regard to the
clothes she said they belonged to her. She
said she gave Mrs. Crozier the fedora, and
that is where Mrs. Crozier first came into
the case.

“I bhad still another interview with
COlara Ford. There was nobody else pre-
sent. I said, ‘Clara, I've got information
that you weren’t at the theatre ; that you
were at Mrs. Crozier's on that night.’ She
denied this, so I sent for Mrs, Crozier and
Flora McKay. Then she commenced to
abuse Mrs. Crozier for putting *the lie’ on
her. 1had another conversation with the
little girl and as a result went back to
Clara Ford. But before, in Clara’s pre-
sence, the little girl said that they were
not at the theatre, and that Clara had
told her to say she was if anybody had
asked her. Then Clara turned on the
little girl, but I stopped her and told her
to say nothing or it would be used against
her.”

“ Subsequently when the Croziers had
left I took her into the commissioners’
room and she remarked : ‘There’s no use
misleading you any longer in the matter.’
She was warned again not tosay anything.

“Then she said, ‘I shot Frank West
wood.”

“What was your reason?’ asked Re-
burn.

*“ About last July he tried to knock me
down at the foot of Jameson avenue and
assault me. He often teased me because
I was colored. I went along King street
to Dufferin and then down into a street,
where I took off this skirt and this jacket.
I put them under the crossing. I had the
male clothes on underneath my dress.

“I could not tell what time it was. I
saw Frank Westwood, and two more on
Jameson avenue. I went down to the
foot of Jameson avenue and stood in the
dark on the east side. Isaw Frank come
down and go in the house. I went through
the picket fence and into Mr. Westwood’s
premises. I got behind a tree and stood
there for fifteen or twenty minutes. Then
I went up and rang the door bell. There
was a dim light in the hall. Frank West-
wood came to the door and leaned out.
Then I shot at him, but I never dreamed
I was going to kill him. I only fired one
shot, then ran down to the boat house and
went back and got the clothes. Then at
the foot of Dufferin street I went under-
neath the wharf and along the waterfront
to the foot of Bathurst street. From
Bathurst-street I went to King street and
from there to my house on York street.
When I used to live up there I was teased
and tantalized by the boys. I think it was
all right to wear men’s clothes. I had six
cartridges. Ishot Frank Westwood with
one and at ducks with the other.”

Clara also told the witness that she did
not believe Frank Westwood recognized
her when she shot him. She thought she
was perfectly justified in shooting him,
although she was sorry she had done it.
Inspector Stark was then called in, and
she repeated the story to him.

The next morning Reburn saw her again,
when she remarked: ‘I guess my time's
short.”

Reburn suggested that she should geta
lawyer, but she said that she did not want
any. She said she was going to plead
guilty and tell the whole story to the
magistrate. Then she sent for Mr. Mur-
doch and he came.

‘While Reburn was relating this most
damning evidence the prisoner sat motion-
less in the dock with her gaze fixed
squarely on the magistrate. Her attitnde
seemed to be that of an injured woman
rather than anything else. Her lawyer
objected to the evidence as being irrele-
vant to the inquiry. ‘His objection was

noted.

Bank
note circulation is limited by the capital
of the banks, in round numbers £60,000,000,
so that Canada had: all this time a wide
leeway which was not used.”

WASHINGTON, Dec. 8.—Congress assem
bled to-day. Most important am&ng the
bills, fromm a political point of view, are
the four so-called **pog gun’ tariff bille
sent over from the House at the close of
last session and reported favorably to the
Senate on August 20, Mr. Jones, of Ar
kansas, and Mr. Harris, of the Finance
Committee, have said that they intendec
to call these bills up and especially the
sugar bill at the earliest possible moment,
but it is not likely that they will urge
them during the first week. As it now
stands on the Senate calendar the Houst
bill providing for free sugar was amended
by the Senate Finance Committee by im
posing a duty of 40 per cent. on all sugars

_The House bill providing for free coa
was amended by the senate finance com
mittee by imposing a duty on bituminout
coal when imported from any country tha
levies a duty on American coal, this being
understood to be directed chiefly againsi
Canada. The House bill admitting iror
ore free was reported by the senate finance
committee without amendment, but the
fourth bill as to free barbed wire was re
ported by a substitute providing for the
free admission not only of barbed wire bu!
of the materials which might enter ints
its manufacture.

In view of the recent complications al
Blueflelds, Mr. Morgan will take the
earliest opportunity to bring to the atten
tion of the Senate his bill relating to the
construction of the Niceraguan canal. This
measure is bound to be the cause of muckt
discussion and will be championed by
Senators Morgan and Frye. There is
thought to be but little doubt that it wil
pass the Senate, but its fate in the House
is less certain.

The House bill to establish a uniforn
system of bankruptey, which was favor
ably reported to the Senate on the 31st o!

“The offer of Canada to pay the ex-
penses of an inquiry by veterinary swr
geons is made without qualification or
question as to the cost or the result. I
challenge the Board of Agriculture to
deny that. If any of the alleged cases
since 1890 had this pleuro-pneumonia, the
disease must hage appeared in many parts
of Canada before this, No case was dis-
covered before 1800 or since.”

Ag to Mr. Gardner's advice that Canada
henceforth gave notice of all ecases of
pleuro-pneumonia found within her bord-
ers, Sir Charles says: ‘“He evidently has
overlooked Canada’s Contagious Diseases
Act, which regulates such npotifications,
As pleuro-pneumonia has not existed in
Canada, no notification has been given.
The disease found among animals arriving
in England was unknown in Canada and
was due to the conditions-in transit.
Hence iv is called transit pneumonia.”

In conclusion, Sir Charles writes: *‘ The
Canadian Government feels aggrieved that
the representations already made in Lon-
don, and the information sent, proving
that Canada is free from pleuro-pneu-
monia, has not led to the removal of the
restrictions.”

Cass to be Tried for Maunslnughter.

GUELPH, Ont., Nov. 30.—The cotoner’s
jury who has been sitting on the Johnson
alleged murder case every night since last
Saturday, has brought in a verdict of man-
slaughter against Cass, and Keating is
held as an accessory. It will be remem-
bered that Johnson. who was under the
influence of liquor, struck Cass twice in
the face at Borsche’s hotel, when the latter
clinched with him and they fell heavily to
the floor, Cass on top. * In the evidence it
was shown that Cass struck the deceased
several times while the latter was down,
and that some onlookers who tried to pull

a8s off were stopped by Keating. The
affray lasted only about half a minute, but
Johnson was dying when picked up. Drs,
Caven of Toronto and Cormack of Guelph
held a post mortem. Death, they said,
was caused by a rup.ure of a blood vessel
in the brain, caused by violence,

Burned to Death in a Guard House,

CuarLortE, N.C., Dec. 1.—Three negroes
were burned to death in the guard house
at Polkton, N.C. All were accused of
stealing. Many citizens were aroused by
sereams from the guard house and hasten
ed to the place, but were too late to save
the prisoners. The building was all of
wood, small but very strong, and burned
rapidly. After the house burned down the
charred remains were taken from tae «m
bers. Kvidently the negroes tried to burn
their way out, and losing control of the
fire brought upon themselves their own
destruction.
