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Farmers’ Prices in Canada and 
the States.

From Hon. Thomas White's Speech in
Reply to Sir Richard Cartwright.

Now there is another question, 
and tjytt is the question of the 
prices^^ch are paid for products 
in the \ . countries. Mr. Wima-a,
as I have said before, did my con­
stituency the honor of visiting it on 
the 1st July last, and making his 
first speech there ~wn Oommercial 
Union in Canada. I regret very 
much that I was not able to be 
present, not for the purpose of re­
plying to him, but of joining with 
my constituents in extending to 
Mr. Wiman and the distinguished 
Americans who accompanied him a 
courteous welcome to the county. 
In that speech Mr. Wiman, speaking 
to the farmers, made some state­
ments, of which we have heard the 
like to night from the bon. member 
for South Oxford. He told the far­
mers of Cardwell that he knew a 
good many people in the city of 
New York, who life at the magnifi­
cent rate of millionaires and to 
whom the question of what they pay 
for the articles they put on their 
tables was a matter of no conse- 

.'.quence. For “broilers,” he said, a 
term which I find a good many 
people knew nothing about, for 
broilers they would pay three dol­
lars a pair, and for the finest class 
of butter 60 cents a pound, and so 
on with a number of articles, leav­
ing the impression upon the minds 
of the people he was addressing 
that if they had only Commercial 
Union, they would find themselves 
supplying broilers to the tables of 
millionaires and also supplying 
fancy articles of butter. (Laughter 
and cheers.) We have had state­
ments of that Kind to-night from 
the hon. member for South Ox­
ford. Were they fair statements? 
Did he take the trouble before 
making them, to examine the 
prices of ordinary articles of the 
farm in the towns of the United 
Slates and Canada and make a 
comparison? I do not think he 
did. Now what is the fact. After 
reading Mr. Wiman’s speech I had 
the curiosity to compare the mar­
kets on the first of July of Albany 
and Toronto with each other ; and 
curiously enough, as to the ma­
jority of these ordinary articles, ibo 
price was higher in Toronto, al­
though the farmers of Albany and 
the surrounding district were in 
much closer proximity to the 
wealthy millionaires upon whose 
tables broilers, etc., were used than 
were the farmers of Toronto.1 
(Cheers.) On the 9th of this month, 
taking the prices of ordinary ar­
ticles upon the market of Buffalo 
and Toronto, I find they compare 
as follows :—

Polled Aberdeen-Angus Cattle.

None of the so-called‘-beef breeds” 
of cattle have attained a more rapid 
or well-deserved popularity in this 
country than tho Aberdeen-Angus.
The breed is a very old one, and 
originated in the ancient Soottislf 
province of Angus, whieh is now the 
county Forfar. It is within the life­
time of men still young that animals 
of this breed were first brought to 
this country. Though their many 
good points were obvious at once, 
there was at first an absurd prejudice 
against their color. But this was 
soon dispelled, and the “doddies” 
now form a very important element 
in thé pure-bred cattle of the United 
States.

Their freedom from herns is an 
obvions advantage in feeding and 
transporting by rail. They are pro­
lific, mature early, aod fatten easily.
Well-bred “doddies” which “ruelle” 
the first two years, and are finished 
off with grain, weight from thirteen 
to-^xieen hundred pounds each, and 
when brought to a final tost of the 
butcher’s block, yield as high as 
sixty pounds or more of finely- 
marbled dressed beef for every hun­
dred pounds of live weight. For the 
purpose of securing purity of blood, 
the leading breeders of these cattle 
several years ago organized the 
American Aberdeen-Angus Breed­
er’s Association, and two volume» 
of this herd books have been publish­
ed, and the third is in course of 
preparation. The Association has 
a membership of nearly one hundred 
and forty, embracing many of the 
foremost live-stock breeders of the 
country.—American Agriculturist

ern and Western States and Terri­
tories. The syndicate that loan 
money at from 1 to 3 per cent, per 
montn are mainly made up of Scotch,
English and New England capital­
ists, who have their agents through­
out the South aud West. These 
mortgages are falling due, and soon 
an immense number ofSouthern and 
Western farms will be in the hands 
of foreign mortgagees. It is said 
that $200,000,000 has been loaned 
on farm mortgages in the southwest ;

St. John Letter.

St. John, March 20th, 1888.—Not a 
boom but an improvement ! Real estate 
is not doubling or trebling its value but it 
is daily growing more valuable. It is a 
sign of the times. You cannot say that 
business in St. John is being borne along 
on a flying Western boom, but its daily im­
provement for tho oast few months, at first 
unnoticeable in/ihany quarters, has bow 
become so apparent that some merchant 
has suddenly awakened, purchased real 
estate at a good figure and the property 
owners and citizens generally rejoice in 
the announcement that there is a decided 
improvement in real estate. No one can 
deny that there is lots of room for a boom 
in that quarter. There was a current say­
ing in this city a short time after tfte fire 
that the sight of an unmortgaged^ jïïtase 
was worth a dollar, but ihoughvthat is no 
longer the case, real estate depreciation 
caused many a property holder much un­
easiness and discouraged further building. 
One cause of this has been the emigration 
—if I may so term it—of St. John people 
to Portland. When rents advanced in 
this city hundreds of poor people decided 
to move across the civic line and enjoy 
cheaper ieaidences and pay less taxes. 
The result is that Portland’s population 
has increased at the expense of St. John, 
and the proportionate number of vacant flats 
in our sister city is much smaller than in 
our own. But this will all be remedied in 
the united and greater Saint John.

An energetic and experienced sea cap­
tain, W. A. Sleeves, has arrived in St. 
John with the avowed intention of forming 
a company and placing a line of steamers 
on the route befween St John and the 
West Indies. Captain Steeves has steam­
ed in every quarter ef the globe and 
probably knows what he is about. Of 
course lie wants the Dominion Govern­
ment’s subsidy, and a committee of the 
Board of Trade has recommended that he 
shall receive it. If the subsidy isf given 
the captain says a steamer will be put up­
on the route at once and work begun on 
another vessel to take her place as soon 

completed. With favorable 
weather he says that one vessel can make 
nine round trips in a year. If the amount 
of freight warrants more trips the steamers 
can be increased and the service made 
more complete. Each vessel will dis­
burse about $20,000 in St. John every 
year.

The enthusiasm of young couples who 
set out on a house furnishing expedition 
lasts a good deal longer than thetr cash. I 
was amused a few days ago in John 
White’s Charlotte Street furniture ware- 
rooms at the fluttering of a pair of dovqs 
who were there to pick and choose a lin­
ing for tbeir nest. Of course the woman 
did the talking—she always does o* such 
occasions—while her lord and master 
clasped his plethoric wallet for the last 
time and looked unhappy. She was un­
decided whether to choose a $20 or a $100 
bedroom set. The $30 set with the oak 
and walnut finish pleased her and she de­
cided that $50 worth of ash and veneered 
panels would be just the thing for the 
spare room. Dining chairs and tables 
she was not so particular about. She 
chose a number of $9 tables and twice as 
many chairs as she wanted at a $1 a 
piece. “They are so cheap, Harry,” she 
said appealingly. “Don’t you think this 
would be lovely for your smoking room," 
and she pointed to a $5 50 carpet patent 
rocker. “Mr. White says this used to 
cost $7. I think we had better take it 
and this dear little camp chair at $8.60. 
Why, what nice furniture coverings I All 
the way from 70 cents to $18 a yard! 
Harry how does this side board suit you? 
Only $16 or you can have this $30 walnnt 
one with the high back and glass. Oh, 
you’re a man all over ; you can’t select any­
thing. We’ll have the $80 one Mr. White. 
Now Tor the parlor. Anything from $45 
to $400. This $65 plush set is elegant 
but—well they are all so nice that I can’t 
decide to-day. I’ll come in again.” And 
as she led the way out the proprietor re­
marked that she had a mind of her own 
and remarkably good faste. “She will 
come again to-morrbw and perhaps every

In many 
land districts half of the settlers bor­
row money at high interest to pay 
the small price required by the Gov­
ernment for proving up. This is 
leading to widespread disaster. The 
object of the pre-emption law ia per­
verted. Eastern and foreign capi­
talists get the land with such im­
provements as the settler has put 
upon it. The settler loose all by 
reason of the exhorbitant interest he 
is compelled to pay.

The Secretary read tho report of 
the year’s work, from which we 
clip the following :—

“ Before taking the first step in 
the new year of our society, we 
would for a moment review tho 
pathway by which we have reached 
another milestone. It has been by 
no means a smooth, unmarked high­
way which we have trodden. There 
have been times when we could not 
choose our way, when our hearts 
stood still with fear. The moment 
when we knew the liquor .traffic— 
the enemy of our homes—was once 
more to seek legal protection in our 
midst, we longed and feared to pierce 
the uncertain future; but “what 
time wo were afraid we trusted in 
God,” and “ in His name we set up 
our banners.’’ “The Lord, oar God, 
in the midst of us was mighty.” He 
gave us the song of victory, which 
still lingers on our lips and echoes 
in our'hearts. Thank God, there 
are the sun-crowned mountain 
heights, as well as sunless valleys.
41 Life hath it hopes fulfilled:—Its 
glad fruitions, its blessed answered 
prayers.”

On looking over the “minutes” 
for the year, I observe that the first 
work is that among the poor, and 
also that a committee of six was ap­
pointed to investigate cases and con­
fer with overseers as to the practic­
ability of establishing a “Home** 
for these; also at same meeting is 
mention of Day of Prayer. Two 
sueb days have been observed—one 
in March and Nov. 12 and 13, as 
called for by World’s W. O. T. U. 
Both Sabbaths were observed by 
temperance sermons being preached 
by Presbyterian, Baptist and Metho­
dist ministers, who very readily and 
faithfully acceded to request of 
Union. Pledge was taken into Sab­
bath School, and was largely signed 
by the children. Three public meet­
ings bave been held during the year ; 
one addressed by Dr. Angwin, of 
Halifax, the other two by Mrs. J. 
K. Barney, of Providence, Rhode 
Island. Mrs. B. visited ns soon 
after Maritime Convention, and her 
addresses were greatly beneficial, 
not only to members of Union, but 
also as doing much to cultivate a 
public sentiment on temperance 
question.

Early in tho year, through the 
courtesy of the manager of Ohio- 
nkoto Posi^ a portion of a column 
in that paper has been placed at dis­
posal of W. O. T. U. The first 
column appeared in issue of May 26.

A reading room was opened in 
June. As far as possible, two mem­
bers of Union were present each 
evening. This has not realized the 
good that was hoped. The Salva­
tion Array has furnished a gather­
ing place for the unoccupied daring 
evening hours.

Two new Unions have been or 
ganized— one in Upper Sackville 
and one at Midgic, a few days since.

In the autumn we obtained leaf­
lets and distributed at exhibition.

But the focus of all lines of work 
is to be found in the Repeal Election. 
Tract distributing, personal appeals, 
quiet hoars of prayer, when in oar 
weakness we sought s'rengtb, and 
wisdom, and implored the Master’s 
blessing on oar Jfegble endeavors, 
hours of united prayer, when wo 
assembled with one strong desire 
rising from our hearts, realizing that 
power belongoth unto God. We 
trusted in Him, and He biased us 
above what we could ask or think in 
so wonderfully influencing the minds 
of the people, and also in 
ourselves.

A common peril, a common cause, 
and a common joy have brought us 
very near each other. A spirit of* 
consecration has rested upon our 
Union, and we have found that 
when actual work was to be done 
we have not lacked the workers.”
