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Westmorland County Court.

The June settings of the ‘West-
morland County Court comwenced
on Tuesday at the New Court House
in Dorchester. There was present
the usual array of Counsel, learned
in the law, prepared and eager for
the legal fights in prospect. They,
their clients and witnesses, were on
hand, and as soon as His Honor had
charged the Grand Jury, the usual
swarming of lawyers around the
Clerk’s table took place. On the
causes standing over from the last
Court being called, the urbane Clerk
politely intimated that the Jury fees,
84 in euch case must, under the Act
passed at the last Session of the
Legislature, be paid in each case,
before he entered it. “The Judge
was appealed to, and confirmed the
decision of the Clerk. Then was
exhibited a scene nevcr before wit-
nessed in the County, and which, in
all- probability, will never be seen
again. KEvery lawyer present was on
one side, each insisting that a cause
once entered for trial and standing
over till the next Court did not re-
quire a new entry, and these causes
having ' been entered before the
Act of the Legislature had passed,
the Act could have no restrospective
operation. The Judge, however,
was firm in his view of the law.
Then the bhurried whispered con-
sultation among Nestor, Solons and
Lycurguses of the Bar—lions and
lambs—all united as so many suck-
ing doves in solving the conundtum
of how they should manage to keep
the - demarnded fees, amounting in
the aggregate to some $300 in their
pockets. . Quick in resolve, and
ready in action, they united in pro-
testing against the decision of the
Judge, and as we believe offered as
a test case to enter one cause which,
being refused without the payment of
the fees, will be taken to the Supreme
Court on appeal to decide this im-
portant question, and in consequence
the large docket of Civil causes was
not entered, and but one cause, in
which the fecs were paid before the
question arose, was entcrcd for trial
and which is set down for trial on
Monday next.

Mr. Gladstone’s Resclutions,

HIS SPEECII.

This debate was'in many respects
the most important that has taken
place in the House of Commons for
years. 1t was known that a large
portion of the Opposition was pre-
pared to oppose the resolution, and
hence the great statesman was led to
omit the offensive  portion thereof.
This caused a storm, especially iuthe
Government benches, as Governmen?
supporters were, of course, anxious to
see asplit in the Upposition. It was
only after the enactment of many
scencs, generally supposed to be in-
consistent with the dignity of a Brit-
ish House of Commons, that Mr.
Gladstone was able to proceed. His
speech, at many’points, proved that
the spirit’of the old war horse was
but little abated, and Gladstone still
may rank as the prince of British
orators. We give some interesting
extracts. Referring to Lord Derby’s
despateh he says:

“ What did it demand? 1t demanded
reparation for the past and security for the
furture. But now twelve months bave
passed away, and, in fact, very little pro-
gress had been made in rebuilding villages
and other steps of reform indicated. “ The
men whom Lord Derby pcinted out for,
condign punishnient either roam about with |
impunity or have been actually rewarded.
There is everything to prove that these
massacres were originally designed by the
Turks. After the massacres, and when the
Turkieh government was perfectly well in-
formed about them, they proceeded not to
punish the malefactors, but to imprison and
hang more Bulgarians, and when a stir
began to be made, illusery inquiries were
set up, and from these illasory inquiries
there proceeded reports which I cannot
describe except as lying reports (cheers).
They were described as lying reports by the
United States Consul, aud in language ex-
actly equivalent, though-rather niore civil,
by Mr. Baring and by Sir tlenry Elliot as
untrustworthy reports.

Two Gr_ut Men Gone

On the 29th of May, Americans
were called to mourn the death-ef
two- countrymen, who, in seperate
departments of literary works, had
been eminently successful. The one,
in language grand and stirring, has
portrayed the picture of a brave and
determined people throwing off the
yoke of the most crushing tyranny
the world has ever seen,—the other
made it his life’s work to give to all
such a pure and elevating literature
as would tend to make men better.

JOHN LOTHIROP MOTLEY

was born in Massachussetts, in 1814,
He studied at Harvard where he
took his'degrec in 1831. He after-
wards spent several years' in
European universities returning to
Amwerica in 1837. He studied law,
but soon abandoned that profession
to enter upon that literary career
which has proved so brillant. After
writing several minor works he com-
menced a history of Holland, and in
1856, appeared, * The Rise of the
Dutch  Republic.” In 1860, he
publishied two volumns of his **History
of the Netherlands,” and in 1867,
the remaining volumns of the same
work. At the time of his death he
was engaged on what promised to
be the greatest work of Lis life, * The
History of the Thirty Years’ War.”
He in 1874, published an intro-
ductory volume stating the causes of
the war. Like those other historic
lights,  Prescott and Madaulay, he
died young, having only attained his
63rd year: and like them he died
lesving his, self-assigned work un-
tinished. It is to be hoped that this
work i3 in such an advanced state
that the world may profit by his last
five years’ labour.

FLETCHER HARPER,

the last and youngest of the great
publishing firm, was born in 1806,
on a farm in Long Island. He re-
ceived a good English education, and
in 1817, was apprenticed to bis
brothers, John and James, who had
started a printing establishment in
New York. In 1825, he was ad-
mitted to partnership as his brother
Wesley had been two years before.
In 1833, the firm assumed the style
of Harper & Brothers, by which they
were cver afier known. Their aim
has ever been to provide a literature
at once gratifying popular taste and
surpl_ving solid mental food: Several
¢ libraries” have issued from their
presses, the last of which, “ The
Library of Select Novels,” 2om
prisiug maay of the most valuable
of English and American works of
fiction, now numbers 470 volumes
.and is still receiving additions. The
Magazine was origicated in 1850,
and later the Weekly and Bazar.
In 1853, the firm sutfered the ouly
serious loss in its history. Their
publishing boeuse, with all its plates,
&c., was totally destroyed by fire.
With” a' determined spirit they at
once set about the work of repairing
their loss, and soon arose the great
building, still to be seen on Fraoklin
Square. Fletcher, received a better
educatjon thaun the other brothers,
and, though he made no pretentions
to literary skill, his judgment was
sound and to his commou-sense
ideas of the popular want was due,
in a great measure, the success of
the firm. At his suggestion the
Magazine was started, which in its
class is without a rival. A

Tlaving been for some time a
great sufferer, he at length breathed
his last, honoured alike for noble
characteristics of heart and mind.
