"R. H. Edwards, who was contem­
porary with racing in tlhe Provinces 
in those days, says that his recollec­
tion is that Crown Prince was sold for 
$20,000 and half his winnings on the 
Grand Circuit, which that year am­
ounted to $8.200. Crown Prince was 
bred in Maine, but he was foaled In 
New Brunswick in 1862.' „
