- THE ESKIMOS.

Mr. Peck’s Interesting Lecture in
Ascension Church.

On Monday evening the Rev. Mr, Peck,
missionary, from the Arctic regions, gave
an address on his work, in the school-
room of the Church of the Ascension. In
1876 he left London, Eng., in a Hudson
Bay Co’s. vessel, and, having reahced his
destination, he labored all along the east
coast of the bay and along the northern
coast of the Labrador peninsula, for. six
years, teaching the Eskimos the great
truths of Christianity. He returned to
England to be married, and brought his
wife out with him, and after many more
years spent in the work, his wife's
health being shattered, he returned with
her to England once more, and, leaving
her there, he sailed west again, accom-
panied by a fellowsworker, and this time
landed in Cumberland Sound, Baffin’s
Land. Here he spent the remainder of
his thirty years’' missionary life among
the Eskimos, The Eskimo tongue he
learned from an Eskimo boy when he
first went to his field of labor, and by
his help he was able to write an Eskimo
grammar, and translate the four Gospels
and the Acts of the Apostles into the
Eskimo language. Some 600 of the peo-
ple were led to embrace the faith of
Christ, and over 200 can now read for
themselves the truths of the Gospel. Mr.
Peck left behind him a number of native
teache and hopes when he returns
there next summer to give to the people
the whole of the New ‘lestament in their

| own tongue.

As example of the difficulty of
mastering the ianguage, here is one of
their words:
Tekkokapreakonashnaugneakpa.

It means, “Probably he will try io
him soon

Mr. Peck believes that the Eskimo are

a Mongolian people, and thatsthey ori-
ginally came from the northern part of
Japan. He believes this because of the
great similarity in the appearance of the
two peoples, in their language, and reli-
gion, and occupation. They crossed the
Behring Straits and spread themselves
for 4,000 miles along the northern coast
of North America. They believe in a
plurality of gods, every locality having
its own deity. Mr. Peck has the names
of some 270 of these gods. The medicine
n;'-n have great influence among the peo-
ple.
I'e missionary described the making
and appearance of the snow huts in
which they live for eight months of the
year, their peculiar dress, their methods
of travel and of hunting, and of how
and what they eat.

There being no wood of any kind, and
no vegetation except mosses in Baffin’s
Land, Mr. Peck had to take with him to
that desert all the fuel and food that he
needed.

reaching England in a 60-tons’ burden
ship across 3,000 miles of stormy sea.

He is at present making arrangements
to charter a vessel in St. John's Nfld.,
and in this he intends sailing north with
his son and another young man, to Hud-
son Straits, where he will establish
post and continue his work.

This improvement is almost entirely due to
tavorable developments in the mometary
situation. The premium on currency has
finally disappeared and rates for time money
are steadily declining. Along with move-
ment there has been a corresponding drop
in rates for commercial paper, the demand
for which has much improved.- The de-
rangement in credit is gradually passing
away: liquidation has been severe and has
bad the effect of releasing large sums prev-
jously iocked up in high-priced securities.
The return movement of funds from the in-
terfor bas fairly begun and will now com-
tinue for some time to come. There is an
abundsnce of currency in the interior and a
relative scarcity in New York
There can be no question about the stim-
ulating effect which the change in the money
market has had upon securities. The pros-
pects of the latter, however, are also in-
fluenced by other considerations. There has
been no important investment buying
this season for reasons well uncerstood. and
much of the recent advance was, as might
be expected, assisted by manipulation.
Arother favorable factor was the reduction
of the French Bank rate from 4 to 3% per
cent. Following the recent reduction in the
Bank of England rate, this emphasizes im-
proved conditions abroad. Sufficient facts
have been cited above to show that recuper-
ation is now well under way: that sound
reasors exist for greater hopefulness, and
tha! with occasional intermissions the ten-
dency of values in better class securities
should be towards further improvement.
