CLEWS’ REPORT.
New York.—Many of those who usual­

In other words, 
the hope seems justaified that we are 
about to enter a period of more rational 
treatment of the great economic and fin­
ancial problems of the day.

It can now be taken for granted that no 
radical changes will I*» enforced. The 
tariff, it might as well he admitted, is 
in the hands of its friends; and while 
more or less time and temper may be ex­
pended before agreement is reached, the 
best information confirms the belief that 
the coming changes will be romnerative- 
lv slight.

Brantford Bakers Redace Weight 
of Leef.

(Special Despatch to the Time».)
Brantford, March 17.—True bill» on 

two indictment» were returned here yes 
terday afternoon by the grand jury 
against Joseph McGuire, a former Grand 
Trunk yard man, charged with neglect 
of duty, resulting in injuries to Fireman 
Lewis, and with criminal negligence, re­
sulting in the death of Engineer Frank 
iralick, London. The charge arises out 
of McGuire’s alleged failure to protect 
the return of a yard engine which he 
despatched out of the city to Mt. Ver­
non on October 6 last. The engine was 
not protected, with the result that an­
other train went out and crashed into 
it, killing three train men and injuring 
two others. The Coroner’s jury exoner­
ated McGuire on the ground that he was 
overworked, but Crown Attorney 
Wilkes pressed the charge against him. 
The jury in the case will likely be em­
panelled to-day. Justice MacMahon is 
presiding Judge. N. F. Davidson, K. C., 
Toronto, is Crown prosecutor, and W. 
P. Brewster is defending the prisoner.

OTHER CASES.
Several actions were settled out of 

court. Fireman Lewis, for injuries in 
the Mt. Vernon wreck, received $1,000 
from the railway. Wm. Me Means se­
cured $500 from the Warren Paving 
Company for injuries sustained by a fall 
into an excavation made by the com­
pany. The Cataract Power Company 
offered to pay Richard Whiting $1.000 
for having his hand burnt off by a live 
wire at Mohawk, also to provide Whit­
ing with a job but the case is not set­
tled.

RIGID INSPECTION.
The grand jurors in their presentment 

dealt with undesirable immigration, 
suggesting that the Dominion Govern-_ 
ment make very rigid inspection of all 
ports of entry, so that all persons of 
criminal record or in any way unsound 
in body or mind should be prevented 
from entering. Mr. Justice MacMahon 
pointed out in his opening remarks the 
increase in the number of lunatics in the 
public asylums, and the increase in the 
number of new comers who had to be 
placed under Governmental control. He 
thanked the jury for the finding, and 
stated a copy of it would be sent to 
the Ottawa and Toronto authorities.

WAS IDENTIFIED.
The young man killed by a T., II. <i 

B. train in charge of Engineer Mac- 
Namara and Conductor lies at noon 
yesterday, bound for Hamilton, was 
identified as George Howard, formerly 
agent of the Union Insurance Company 
in this city. He resided on Terrace Hill, 
some three miles from where he worked. 
He had been working with E. Hopkins, 
near the Brantford locks, and was on 
his way to work when the train struck 
him. He leaves a wife and two chil-

RAVE CUT THE LOAF.
Local bakers have agreed here to cut 

the weight of a loaf to one and one- 
quarter pounds on account of the in­
crease in the price of flour. By selling 
loaves of such weight, if the same are 
ordinary bread, the act of the Legisla­
ture is violated, but the bakers claim 
the loaves are fancy bread, and thus 
override the requirements as to weight. 
It has been stated locally that there is 
no difference in the bread, and the act 
of the bakers is illegal. The chief of 
police ha-s been asked to investigate, 
and there may be something doing in 
the matter.
