Millions of dollars ai;o invested in this busi­
ness in the United States, as immense quanti­
ties of these berries are shipped yearly to 
Europe. We would direct the attention of 
the public to the lact that there are thousands 
of acres of cranberry bogs within 3 or 4 
miles of the Intercolonial Railway between 
Moncton and Bathurst, the country being 
there generally level and marshy.

Heavy Loss.

pletely destroyed by fire (which caught from 
Uie boiler) about 12 o’clock Thursday night. 
The. loss will reach 30,006. The insurance is 
as follows: Queen, $5,000-, Liverpool and 
London and Globe, $3,000; Lancashire, $2,000 
—$14,000 in all. ^Snowball’s mill adjoining 
waa.saved by hard exertions. About 120 
men'nrc thrown out of work. The mill will 
be-retuilt immediately.—Neics

This is indeed a heavy loss, and not only to 
Chatham but to the Province. But it is im­
possible to estimate the consequent, loss, be­
cause hundreds of men will be thrown ont of 
employment, and Mr. Muirhead will find him- 
self unable to fill the contracts he had made 
vflth the vessels which may be in the harbor 
and claim damages. It is to be hoped this 
Mill will soon be running again; and a gen­
tleman from Chatham informs us it will like­
ly he up in two months or perhaps six 
weeks. Mr. Muirhead’s loss we deeply re- 
gret^-it is a heavy loss, and far-reaching in 
its consequences. •. '

—The only readable article in the latest 
perpetration of the Windsor Mail is a recital 
Of the June Bug Story, “There’s a light in the 
window for me.” The Mail is a dreadfully 
stupid paper. .

The South West Miramichi stands 
peerless in this province as a fishing 
resort, both for its excellence for fish­
ing purposes, and its convenience for 
fishing parties. It can J>e reached 
by stage from Fredericton three times 
a week, or as the road is very good to 
the head of the Campbell Settlement, a 
drive of 46 miles from that city will 
bring the sportsman to it. Here good 
log canoes can be had, the change for 
It man and canoe is about $1.25 per 
day, but the sportsman must bring his 
tent,cooking utensils and food with nim ; 
since commencing 8 miles above Boies- 
town, where the Miramichi road strikes 
the South West, the river to its head 
is without settlers, and instead of 
farms is bordered by the ancient forests 
alone. There arc several houses at the 
Campbell Settlement, where one can 
be accommodated for the night with 
food and lodgings, but if the sportsman 
have his tent with him, and the weather 
be fine, he can find plenty of places in 
which to pitch it and make himself 
comfortably indépendant.

The Campbell Settlement is a very 
pretty spot—standing at the door of 
the Messrs. Stickney’e house on the 
left ascending side of the river yon see 
beneath yon the beautiful stream wind­
ing in many a silvery bedd among 
green meadows fringed by petriarchial 
elms. Nearly opposite the house is an 
island, about half a mile long covered 
by the primal growth of Maples and 
birch. In the top of one of the latter 
a wood dnek for many years built its 
nests and could be seen morning.and 
evening going to and coding fro rat he 
thick embowered home of its callow 
young.

On the evening of your arrival 
if you have not telegraphed to R.

-ef Fredorieteif a week bc- 
jore to do it for you, you can make ar­
rangements for your canoes and men 
which can always be had unless it be 
during the time Of planting or harvest­
ing, when some difficulty may be ex­
perienced.

The men whom you will hire are 
generally good fishermen and know 
the best spotsior sport.

You need not expect much game un­
til you get four miles or so along the 
settlement; here. Trout Brook empties 
itself into tho South West, and if 
yon have time and take the trouble to 
walk up this brook for half a mile yon 
will be gratified with the view of that 
most splendid fall of more than 100 
feet in two pitches of 50 feet each. The 
water leaps through a very narrow 
gorge in the hills and falls with a thun­
dering sound into the narrow chasm 
below ; but “prima via ardua est” and 
we would not recommend it to travellers 
without heavy boots. At the mouth of 
Tront Brook beneath a high overhang, 
ing rock there is a dark deep pool 
where in the hot July days the fish love 
to hide themselves from the noontide 
heat, and whence they can be tempted 
by the proper fly to take their place in 
your as yet empty basket. We need 
say little more about the good fishing 
grounds of this river, your guide knows 
them all. Bnt we would recommend 
your spending some time at the mouth 
of the Clearwater which is a charming 
stream, the water clear and bright : ana 
there are plenty of chances Ibr camping 
ing on either bank. Grilse and tront 
often salmon, are frequently abundant 
here.

The river as seen in early morn or 
dewy eve from your tent door looks 
clear as crystal and the lofty hills by 
which yon are surrounded on all sides 
give variety to the scenery. Our friend 
Gate informs ns that this was a favorite 
abode of the Aborigines in former 
days ; that they had here an arrow head 
manufactory ; indeed the truth of his 
story is confirmed by the splinters of 
flint and other stones which have been 
clipped off by these Aboriginal manu­
factures and are here scattered about in 
one or two places. The last time 
Gabe visited the spot he found an old 
Indian Mill stone, which was to have 
been brought to Fredericton, but was 
unfortunately forgotten at Boiestown. 
He says before the whites came to New 
Brunswick all thé mêlai used by the In­
dians was ground by hand by the 
squaws. You will notice also cellars 
on the Nortb^de of the stream, out of 
which largetreeaaregrowing: whether 
these were dug by Indians or French 
no one knov^s, -H you are anything of 
an antiquarian however, there will be 
a chance for you to distinguish your­
self.

At the proper season the sea trout 
run up Clear Water in great quantities 
andean be canght a few miles from the 
month. Forty miles above the Camp­
bell Ssttlement yen reach the Forks 
whore the South and North branches 
meet—a short distance from this there 
is a settlement from which there is a 
road to St. John river, distant a little 
more than twenty miles. The North 
branch which is much the larger stream 
and on which are no settlements, dari 
bo ascended by canoes easily, ten or 
15 miles. One of its branches, Bedell 
Brook, is famous as a place of resort 
for the sea trout.

We have said nothing about the op­
portunities for catching salmon in the 
Southwest, They are however good : 
the mouth of Burnt Hill stream is the 
favorite place for Salmon fishermen;to 
congregate: 1,000 acres of land were 
bought here some years ago by R. Orr 
and others, and they have erected a 
log but or camp, which is an excellent 
retreat for the Proprietors when the 
weather is hot and flies are abundant. 
We would advise our St. John friends 
to try the South-West for trout. Thére 
is no wading through tangled alders,no 
hooking your, fly in the top of a huge 
birch or fir instead of in a two pound­
er’s mouth, as you either fish from your 
canoe, or—if yon do not feel bold en­
ough for that—from the top of some of 
the granite boulders which are found 
scattered up and down the bank, and 
glisten down upon the silent river.

DISCOVERY OF IRON ORE.

A large bed of Iron Ore baa been discovered 
in Carleton County, 3 miles South of the 
New Brunswick Railway in the vicinity of 
East Florenceville. One of these beds also 
contains much manganese. Would it not be 
well to have a careful exploration made of the 
Iron Ore beds of the County of Carleton ?

Persons who are acquainted with this mat­
ter inform us that there are very extensive 
beds of red Hematite occurring all through 
Carleton, that they cross districts under the 
road-bed of the New Brunswick Railway, op­
posite Flannigan Hill not far from Chikiti- 
liawk. Indeed any one looking out of the 
cars at this hill can notice the bright red 
slates indicating the proximity of ore beds.

The ores of Carleton are said to contain a
large percentage of phosphorus, which has 
hitherto rendered the iron of that district all 
bnt valueless. A means of getting rid of this 
has been lately discovered and is being exten­
sively applied in Europe. This feet if we re­
member aright was noticed by Sir léonard 
Tilley in one of his speeches in Parliament, 
and he forecasted that the time was not far 
when the iron industry would become an im­
portant one among our people, because a 
method of de-phosphorizfng iron had just 
been discovered. His was. the first mention we 
read of it, but lately our attention has been 
directed to facte in the Min­
ing Journal, which show how 
correct Sir Leonard’s predictions 
were. In England, Bolckow Vaugnan & Co., 
at Middlesberough-on-Tees are adopting the 
Thomas-Sueley-Biley process for getting rid 
of phosphorues (and they will turn out 200,- 
000 tons of Bessemer Steel per year. Other 
parties in the Cleveland District where there 
is as muchphosphorOs in the iron as there is 
in that of Woodstock in this Province, are 
about getting licenses. Brown, Bayley, and 
Dixon of Sheffield are also at work making 
Bessemer under the above patent. It is being 
adopted atLonguey and at Creesot in France, 
and 260,000 tons of eteel will be tamed out 
under It from that country this year—Ger­
many, Belgium, Austria and Russia have also 
adopted the process and a late leading Amer­
ican Scientific Journal states that “whatever 
it costs, the Bessemer industry in America 
must have this new inprovement or endure a 
competition which to many of the works 
would prove fatal.

OUR INDUSTRIES.
A Stab representative yesterday 

looked in an t»ur local Pottery manu­
factory on lrG6orgc Street. There was 
a business like appearance through the 
bttildjag, and the proprietor, Mr. Ham- 
mondftinformed the representative that 
he* wall as Whs y as could be filling 
orders.- “The local trade,” said he, 
“keeps me busy at present, but I am in­
creasing my facilities each day for Hil­
ling outside orders. Come ont into 
the yard,” he said, “till I show yon 
what I have from the first baking and 
there sure enough were piled np along 
(he floor and on several rows of shelves 
milk pans, cream crocks, flower pots, 
jugs, pitchers, basins, batter crocks, 
of several sizes, and different makes, 
plain and fancy ; also a large selection 
of very excellent enpadbrs. “This is 
not a very extensive place yet,” said 
Mr. Hammond, “but then yon know
Îreat oaks from little acorns grow, and 

can’t expect to reach at what I aim 
at once. Tho National Policy that 
some people so cry down, has given 
me life, and I can simply as good ar­
ticles, at as Tow a flgtfre as when the 
Americans had control.”

BURNS’ BEAN FACTORY.

That time'is past how­
ever, and|ouricommunities now can have 
Factories of their own.

Onr reporter looked in on Mr. Burns 
and asked him how his business was 
improving. Mr. Burns said; Last, 
mouth I did a very fair business, this 
month my orders have so increased 
that I will have to put up a thousand 
cans more than last month. - We are 
gradually weaning the people from the 
American article, and educating them 
np to using our own. I sell my beans 
cheaper than the Americans put theirs 
in the market for and the article is not 
inferior. I intend commencing the 
canning of Tomatoes, pease, string 
beans, &c., in short,

upon the Fredericton Leather Company 
of which Mr. I. W. Simmons is Mana­
ger. This Company., have added to 
their factory the manufacture of Sweat 
Sole Leather. They have erected a 
Sweat House aud Hide Mill, and have 
in course of construction a Rolling 
Machine. They expect to have their 
Sole Leather in the market about mid­
dle of August. We arc told sweat Lea­
ther is much superior to that made with 
lime. The company are also now oc- 
cuping the tannery on the bank of the 
river, head of Queen street.

SILK AND COTTON FACTORY.

here. They would employ from 50 to 
75 hands in the factory they propose to 
establish. His worship wrote back 
that the city would grant them or any 
such company an exemption from 
taxes for ten years.

Notes from Bathurst,

Everyone knows the history of. the 
discovery ef gotd In California. It may 
be remembered, says the Courier of 
Ban Francisco, that daring the first 
days of February 1848, the eon of one of 
Marshall’s emyloyes, working at Col­
ima on a dam in the river where the lat­
ter was building a saw mill, found a 
small piece of yellow metal of tho size 
of a walnut, which ho at first took for 
copper, bnt which was nothing else than 
a veritabl nugget of gold. ' The news 
of this discovery after having quickly 
made the circuit of the latter, at traced 
thither that immense foreign emigra­
tion which has peopled California.

Although the honor of the discovery 
of gold has been attributed to Marshall 
only, the name of the child who really 
found it first deserves to be mentioned, 
and|is John Wimmer. He is now forty 
years of age and resides we believe, in 
the enyirons of San Luis Obispo,

This famous nugget, became histori­
cal and was carried shortly after the 
discovery to Napa valley, by the father 
of young Wimmer, or rather by his 
mother, formerly employed as cook in 
the service of-tyaifball, and *to whom 
the laU6rb$SUiAdiit.a presents The 
Wimmer parents, after remaining up 
to 1868 on the Beale Ranch, in tho 
neighbourhood’ qf) Helen»; in the 
Valley of Napa, afterwards established 
themselves at Cambria, near San Lnis 
Obispqr, where they- lived upon their 
rents, ft is stated that they refused to 
sell their precious relic to tho Society 
of the Pioneer» of California* who had 
offereditbewior it two thousand dol­
lars, although ita. value in money was 
not more than from eight to ten dol­
lars. TUe.jittte town ot Colima, remains 
celebrated in the annals of California,

THE FORTUNE BAY MATTER.

Washing*}», June 4;
Representative :®ox, Sunder instruc­

tions from the Foreign Affairs -Commi- 
tee, is engaged in the preparation of a 
report upon the Fortune Bay fishing 
matter, to accompany the bill which the 
Committee have agreed te report fav­
orably to the House. The bill relates 
the circumetanoes leading up to the 
Treaty of Washington, under which the 
United States paid the British Govern­
ment $5,500,000 for the liberty of in­
shore fishing upon sea coasts and 
shores and in bays, harbors aud creeks 
of all Her Britannic Majesty's Domi­
nions in Canada, and the island of New­
foundland without restriction as to any 
distance from the shore. It farther re­
cites the failure of the British Govern­
ment carrying out the provisions of the 
Treaty of Washington and their refusal 
to make redress for the losses of the 
Americans who were forcibly driven 
away from the fishing grounds in For­
tune Bay in 1878, ana that the Govern­
ment of the United States and the Gov­
ernment of Great Britain are not in 
accord as to the interpretation ahd exe­
cution of the provisions of the Treaty 
of Washington.

It is anticipated in Constantinople 
that Goschen will have many difficulties 
to contend with, as .the Porte appears 
determined to offer great resistance to 
his mission.
