THE ESTIMATES.

TaE estimates for the year beginning
July 1st, 1834, and ending 30th June,
1885, were given in our Jast issue in detail.
They will in detail bé explained and de-
fended in the Finance Minister's Budget
speech, the date of ‘which is, not yet an-
nounced. The total is $29,811,639 ; as
compared with an actual expendivure in
the year ending 30th June, 1883, of $28,-
730,157.

The increases in the estimates are ob-
viously necessary and proper. The largest
item is that of $139,310 in the militia es-
timates, which is accounted for by the es-
tablishment of military schools and the
more generous treatment of the service

nerally. The increase of $54,000 in the

ounted Police service will lead to & de-
bate, but 1t will be sustained by all who
know the valuable service performed by
that body, Civil Government, of course,
demands its usual increase, which must
continué to grow as the country grows.
The same may be said of the administra-
tion of justice.  So long as our judges are
so poorly paid we need never listen to any
complaints as to the estimate of this ser-
vice.

Among the decreases will be noticed the
decrease of these items :

This is satisfactcry reading. Of course
the Public Works item is open to the
operation of supplementary estimates;

The
reduction of our expenditure  for Indians
is not less so. We will look with interest
for the official explanations of the Minister,
which we shall not further anticipate.

upon them to preserve the position that they
have hitherto felt to be incumbent, to re-
fuse to congent to the construction of lines
within the Province of Manitoba, connecting
it with railways to the south of the line. I
can give no batter evidence to the House or
country of the position to which the Canada
Paciflc railway has attained than in saying
that we feel it due to the people that we
shall no longer consider it incumbent upon us
to pursue the restrictive policy within the
Province of Manitoba that we have hitherto
maintained.”

Sir CrArRLES TUPPER’s speeches have
invariably been overwhelming in their
effect. - He crushed out Mr. MACKENZIE in

81, and that redoubtable son of ** Reform”
was afraid to allow the Minister the oppor-
tunity of replying to his criticisms of the
original bargain. We do not imagme thac
Sir Charles Tupper will be less successful
now. The country is ébviously of opinion
that the railway must go on, and that in
the contest between the Dominion and its
foreign rivals, all our public efforts must
be on the national side and in the national
interests.

THE REPORT OF THE MINISTER
OF EDUCATION.

ErsewHERE will be found a general
outline of the statistical results of the
year's work in our educational institutions.
Mr. Ross has brought his report down
early, and has dealt fairly by the press in
providing copies for immediate use. © We
shall endeavour here to point out some of
the most noticeable features in the report.
Before entering into other questions, how-
ever, we wish to call Mr. MEREDITH'S at-
tention to the report of Mr. P. MacLeax,
Inspector of Parry Sound and Algoma.
In that report we read as follows :

¢ Total Number of School Sections,—The
total number of school sections in the district
is seventy-four, namely :—Thirty-two on the
Great Manitoulin, twenty-five on the north
shore of Lake Huron and Georgian Bay, one
on Cockburn island, seven on dt, Joseph’s
1sland, and nine on the north shore of Lake
Superior, including Rat Portage.”
Obviously, if there is a school and a
teacher, there are families, and Mr.
Mowar’s pretence that he was not aware
of the necessity for opening a polling place

on Cockburn island is a vain one.

We next t to the report of the
Beparate School Thspector, Mr. Wairk,

whichhas at least the merit of brevity and
directness. From this report we learn:—
That an additional inspector is needed;
that about forty schools were not inspected
for want of time, and ““several” (how many
is not stated) have been ‘‘hurriedly
““inspected ;”’ that books are used which
have been long ago discarded from Public
schools, and that one set of books is very
necessary; that with the presentmultiplicity
of books, grading cannot be successfully
managed ; that toooften the school buildings
are unsightly without and uncomfortable
within, and consequently unhealthy ; that
listle attention is paid to physical training ;
that a manual of Separate school law is
badly needed ; that reading is badly
taught ; that spelling is indifferently
taught ; that in arithmetic the work is
often beyond the capacity of the pupils;
that the study of geography as conducted
is often productive of no real good ; that
literature is only sometimes taught with
commendable success ; and that ** in many
*¢ cases the teaching has not advanced be-
¢t yond the dull routine. of study and reci-
‘¢ tation, of teiling children to Yearn in-
¢ gtead of teaching them.” This isan
exact summing-up of the report in the
Inspector’s own language mainly. It is at
once pleasing and astonishing to learn, in
spite ot all this, however, that there has
been ‘‘ substantial progressinall the essen-
‘¢ tials of school work.” The evidence
would not lead us to that conclusion.

~——We next turn to the report of J. A.
MoLeruan, Esq., LLD., which s a docu-
ment marked mainly by verbosity, dogma-
tism, vanity, and top-loftiness. It is sup-

to be concerned with Collegiate In-
stitutes and High School inspection, but
is mainly concerned with the views of J.
A. MoLeuxax, Esq., LD, When Mr.
MoLELLAN last year stated that the work
of many candidates at the examinations
wan ~set  down ‘ without neainess and

** method,” he did not méean to be severe,
he expinins ; but he says :(—

** But, with all this, there is some room
for improvement in even the best schools,
and great room for improvement in the worst.
The first class need no stimulant, for their
tendency is always npward ; in the second,
the stream of upwar tendency has not yet
set 10 with visible power ; and, therefore,
with the hope of better things . before me, I
S&y again that the work of many candidates
is badly put down—that slovenly work and
ibaccurate expression, and muddle for me-
phod’. are decisive evidence of defective teach-
ing.”

The new Minister has obviously quite a
field of operations opening up before him.

~—Mr. MoLerrax does not speak en-
couragingly of the course of study in High
schools. He says :— T

' While somewhat greater degree of flexi-

bility in the school course was desirable, the
new curricnlum has conceded too much in
the way of options, and has not therefore met
with general approval. 1 notea few points:—

LR ) ln.ere are 8o many options and possible
substitutions that it is difficult to understand
the scheme—to know what subjects are
‘‘obligatory” in the several examinations,
what z}ddialqnal subjects are to be selected
from the options, and what relation the Inter-
mediate Examination bears to the Third-class
certificate examination, and the Third-class
to the Second-ciass, It has been geatly 1n-
sinuated that a strange ingenuity has been
shewn in devising a scheme which combines
a maximum of difficulty in working with a
minimum of utility ip results.”
On the subject gf drawing he is not
more flattering. ~ He says :

. **I believe that the ‘new programme’ was
intended to give some encouragement to the
teaching of industrial drawing in the schools.
Bgt, Owing to some ‘amendmernts,’ it has
failed to do this. It has not been given even
the dignity of a mark-earning option. It is
truethat a student may take drawing if he
wishes t0 do so; but he is obliged to make
the regular percentage on the paper that
may be set. This is a somewhat singular

way of encouraging the study and practice of
this usefui brauch.”

It is obvious that Mr. Ross is not going
to have a sinecure if he undertakes to do
anything except ‘‘keep the key to power at
“* Ottawa.” Knowledge is power ; and his

first duty is to look after the key to know-
ledge 1n Ontario.

Music has no power to soothe the
savage breast of Dr. McLELLAN ; for he ex-
plodes in this way:

** A few of the schools have made provision
for the teaching of vocal music, and, where
teachers of experience have been employed,
the scholars have shown great interest in the
subject. Is there any good reason why vocal
music should not be taught in every Public
school in the province? Is music one of the

humanities ’ in popular education, and is it
to have no place in the Public schools of On-
tario? The subject has had for MaLy years
a place on the programme of studies for the
Public schools, and is supposed to have been
taught to students in training in the Normal
schools. But in this matter the programme
has been almost a-dead letter, and the Nor-
mal school *training’ all but worthless.”

We venture to suggesc that Mr. HaroY be
emploved to teach comic singing in the
schools. It would suit him and us better
than making comic speeches 1n the Legis-
lature.

——Science is in as unsatisfactory a state
as music. We read :—

‘“While in some of the schools elementary
science (elements of chemistry, physics,

arked ‘ifgprovement ‘all along  the line.’
Dr. Ryersor’s School-law Improvement Act
of 1871 had for.one of its objects the intro-
duction of the elements of science into all
the public schools of the country. This pos-
sible and desirable object has not yet been ac-
complished. I would not hazard the state-
ment that it is taught in all the High schools
of the country.”

If after thirteen years of experiment Mr.
MCLELLAN cannot report any general im-
provement in the teaching of elementary
science, it is clear that Mr. Ross has
another great field of .activity opened be-
fore him.

—Libraries, even, afford no solace to
the inspector. He reports, and advises, as
follows :

¢ It is much to be regretted that the Edn-
cation Department no longer gives substan-
tial aid in the establishment and maintenance
of librarieﬁn the Public school. Notwith-
standing some defects in the management of
the school library plan, I have not a doubt
that they were of very great use in the work
of popular education, and I hope that the
department will soon return to its former
policy in regard to Public school libraries,
More than this,”
It remains to be seen if Mr. Ross will
accept Mr. McLELLAN'S valuable advice on
this head. It might enable the Minister
to do a good turn for some friendly Grit
bookseller, who would,'no doubt, not be
mean apout the necessary retaining fee.

Dr. McLrLLAN, like Mr. WHITE, is,
however, quite *‘proud ” of the schools
under his charge. We submit that the
evidence does not warrant the conclusion 5
and offer to the Minister our, quite disin-
terested, advice to try a few ** reforms ”

for the purpose of astonishing” his party.

We shall not proceed further this morning.
