The 
wharf will be a handsome addition to the 
river accommodations, and will supply a 
long felt want for loading and unloading 
purposes.

A CURIOSITY SHOP. Deaths.

A Sketch of a Nashwaaksle
Its Proprietor.

wasOn Monday last The Herald man 
attracted by a veritable curiosity shop situat­
ed on the Nashwaaksts road. It was a pecu­
liarly shaped cottage, built out of slabs, 
shingled and sheathed, and covered with a 
french roof. A motley collection of rustic 
seats and a summer house stood in the front 
garden. The house was built in spare odd 
hours by the proprietor who is a well known 
job painter. The building is evidently in­
tended for a fanciful advertisment by the 
owner, for efery three feet of the exterior 
is covered with paints exhibiting the varie­
gated colors of the rainbow. On each small 
oblong is painted the owner’s name, and the 
words “cheap store," “boys’ clothing," 
"paint and varnish,"’ “old junk taken," 
“cash store,” “goods exchanged," with fanci­
ful repetitions of the owner’s name. The 
painting is not very artistic but all the 
colors of the horizon at dawn are represent­
ed.

The interior is as fancifhl as the exterior. 
The rooms are painted and varnished in 
various imitations of fancy woods. The 
store is replete with every variety of article 
known in the junk business from a scrap 
of old iron down to a gold watch. The pro­
prietor is a character in his way, and many 
are the anecdotes related of his eccentricities. 
He is a tall spare man with a ruddy count­
enance, and possessed of great strength and 
endurance. Once while working in the 
lumber woods on the Nashwaak, he was 
seen without a hat, and the shirt he was 
working in was cotton. The subject of the 
shirt became quite a joke as the eccentric 
owner had to go bare on washing day in 
the camp. Nothing daunted, he procured 
a sack and making some improvised arms, 
invented a protector against the cold. For 
economy, tact, perseverance, and shrewd­
ness in holding tight to the almighty dollar 
the subject of our sketch is proverbial. He 
can tell a good joke also against himself, 
and his wood paihtltig is as exaggerated as 
the interior of his house. But for all that 
our painter is a good hearted man and al­
though a trifle canny has helped many a 
poor fellow on the road. Travellers to 
Nashwaaksis should inspect the house as 
they pass and will say that it is a veritable 
curiosity shop.

Police Intelligence.

Willard Standforth for disorderly con­
duct on the public streets was fined $5.

John Emmerson of this city was on 
Wednesday charged before police magistrate 
Marsh with disorderly conduct in front of 
the barracks and with creating a disturbance 
so that a crowd collected. He was fined $5, 
which was immediately paid.

On Monday William Hanlon of this city 
was charged before police magistrate 
Marsh with an assault upon the person of 
John Aitken by striking him in the face. 
His honor after Bearing tne evidence of the 
complainant fined the prisoner $7.50 or 
fifteen days goal.

Street Improvements.

The question of street improvements will 
be thoroughly discussed at the monthly 
meeting of the city council on Tuesday 
next. It is proposed to asphalt certain 
portions of the city thoroughfares, and to 
lay down the planks and crossings recom­
mended at a previous meeting. The plan 
of operations is as follows : To lay a plank 
sidewalk on Sunbury street from the Can­
ada Eastern station to Charlotte, and to 
asphalt the sidewalk from Wilson’s comer 
to Dr. Harrison’s residence on Waterloo 
Row. In Queen’s ward : To asphalt the 
sidewalk from Queen’s back to George on 
St. John street; also one .side of Regent 
from Brunswick to George; and to lay 
plank sidewalks along Cork alley and 
Chancery lane. In Carleton, sidewalks will 
be renewed from King to Queen on the 
lower side of" Carleton, and upper side of 
King to Brunswick, and to complete the 
sidewalk from Carleton to York street. In 
St. Anus, from York to Westmorland on 
King street will be asphalted; also three 
blocks on York street) and one block on 
Westmorland, both sides, from King to 
Quedn to be asphalted. In most of the 
wards asphalt crossings will be laid down. 
All the material necessary for the work is 
now stored in the city store shed, and it is 
contemplated to engage the services of an 
expert in order to teach a gang of men the 
art of asphalting.

The long walk of ten miles across 
the ice, the blinding snow and sun which 
has effected his eyesight, and a bad chill has 
completely incapacitated him, and he lies 
in a complete state of prostration at the 
residence of his parents.

$1 ; turnips, 60 cts ; oats, per bush, 55 to 66 
cts ; buckwheat, $1.75 to $2 ; straw, $5 ; hay, 
7 to $12 ; socks and mitts, 20 cts ; cordwood 
dry, $3.50 ; green $2 to $2.50.
