The most celebrated is the Capilla 
dtl Condestable, constructed in the 
floral style of the 15'h century, 
erected outside the absitb, one of its 
sides seeming to lose somewhat the 
totality of magnificence at its en­
trance behind the high altar. It 
was built to serve as a sepulchre to 
the illnstrions family of Yelaaoo. 
The principal tomb is that of the 
founder, the Constable of Castile, 
Don Pedro Hernandee de Velasco, 
who died In 1492, and his wife who 
died in 1600. The tomb is made of 
marble from the neighborhood of 
Bargoe, and the statnee have been 
chiselled ont of two blocks brought 
from Carrara in Italy.
