Great credit is due him for over­
coming serious transportation difficulties 
in order to reach the fair. James Bow­
man, of Guelph, Ont., had his- well- 
known Kuffolks on exhibition but they 
were forced to give wav in the competi­
tions to Geo. Allen of Paris, Ont., and 
Norman Jacques of lugleton, Alta. In 
the pure bred niutton sheep entries H. 
W. Watkins displayed a flock of sheep 
that have good blocking qualities and 
are of healthy constitution. Prof. Gris- 
dale remarked that the sheep were all of' 
a high standard and he was sorry that 
there was not better accommodation for 
them so that they might have been bet­
ter appreciated.

Swine Entries Weak.
Lew Hutchinson of Duhamel had five 

head of Bcrkshires at the fair and se­
cured as may firsts. Mr. Hutchinson 
has gone in for pure bred stock entire­
ly and counts on raising from 30 to 50 
head every year. His two-vear-old boar 
won third at the Winnipeg Industrial 
last year and was considered the best pig 
of his age in the class. B. H. Bull k Son 
showed a Berkshire sow and a litter of 
pigs which may be expected to be of su­
perior breeding. Glen Bros, of Didsbury 
have secured some Yorkshire hogs which 
represent the best strain in the York­
shire world. They are the output of 
Sannder Spenrer’s pens and of Lord 
Rosebery’s famous Scottish herd. The 
litters of the sows have been very large 
this 'year, the general run being 13 or 
If. H. M. Quebec ,of Clover Bar, and J. 
Rye of Duagh, were the only competi­
tors in the Tanrworths. Mr. Qvebec has 
raised this breed for about five years and 
has now 25 head in his pens. He pays 
considerable attention also to the bacon 
hog. Joseph R.ve had 311 head /.t the fair 
and has about tit) head in all. In addi­
tion to Tamworths he is branching out 
into Yorkshires.

milk, while the three best single yields 
were 1630 lbs. testing 3.2, 1750 lbs. test­
ing 3.5 and 1780 lbs. milk in the 30 days. 
The best herd average was from a lot 
oS 20 cows yielding 1281 lbs. milk, 3.4 
lest, 41 lbs. fat. Such animals must be 
a pleasure to handle, a source of pride 
and satisfaction, as well as of good cash 
profit. t

A good Ontario record for the same 
period- is at the Central Smith associa­
tion where a herd of 20 cows - averaged 
1036 lbs. milk, 3.2 test, 35 lbs. fat. The 
best row in that held gave 1465 lbs. milk 
testing 4.0, anc^ the lowest vield in the 
same herd wal 406 lhe. testing 3.2.

Toronto, July 7—It-is estimated, say# 
le l oivnci’’ Sun, that the Westsrt, 

1 Provinces have five and a half million
acres in wheat this year, upwards of 
half a million more than in 1907. With 
an average of twenty bushels to the 
acre, this acreage will ensure a crop of 
over laO.000,600 bushels. Present pros­
pects, however, point to rather better 
than this yield, and it is not improbable 
that the Western wheat crop of 1968 will 
lie little, if any, short of 120,000,000 
bushels.

In Ontario prospects are' equally en­
couraging. A vast amount of hay lias 
already been put in the barns in ex­
cellent condition ; with another week of 
fine weather the province will have the 
best lot of feed of this kind in store in its 
history. Grain crops are coming on well, 
and corn is making magnificent growth. 
The weak points are in dairying and 
hogs ; it now seems likely that the out­
put pf -cheese and butter niuv actually 
lie less than last years and it is quite 
certain that the hog output will be very 
light, (lost of production in both these 
lines promises, however, to be much less 
than in 1907.

DISCUSSION ON CHILLED MEAT 
INDUSTRY.

The large gathering of Alberta farm- 
■rs in Calgary last week offered- a good 
opportunity for a further discussion yf 
he chilled meat industry which has re- 
eived considerable prominence of late, 
lion. \\ . T. Finlay, minister of agricul­
ture, culled a meeting on Saturday aft­
ernoon when some new facte of the case 
yere dealt _ with and new light was 
thrown on the qpnclusions resulting 
(roiu^formcr meetings.

It was strongly set forth at Calgary 
'hat the principal advantage of the 
chilled meat industry is that it affoxds 
a .more profitable method of marketing 
the medium weight cattle than shipment 
alive. The advantage in favor of this

tion, ranges from $6 to $10 per head, al­
though there Were certain minor facts 
which were not then obtainable. These 
«ay cause a slight variation in the 
above estimates. The majority of the 
cattle owned by Alberta farmers and 
small ranchers are of the medium sort, 
consequently the chilled meat proposi­
tion should he very acceptable to them.

A very important point is that in tlia 
event of an outbreak of any contagiorw 
diseases in Alberta such as the foot and 
mouth disease, the result would be the 
entire exclusion of Canadian live cattle 
from British ports. This would neces­
sarily result in the destruction of the 
export meat trade but under the chilled 
tneat system the results of such embargo

tion in all Canada was never more pro­
mising than it is at the present time.

GREAT GROWTH OF THE CROPS.
Regina. July 7.—The season cf 

anxiety for the crop is pretty well 
over now, and the wheat is approach­
ing that stage when the yield is-as­
sured, and only a anatter of days in­
tervenes before maturity. With the 
wheat in the three inch head today, 
there should be cutting before lhe 
middle of August, that is, if the ordi­
nary summer weather comes.

HOME CONSUMPTION GREATER,

Dairy Commissioner Ruddiçk Speaks 
Expansion of This Industry,

Ottawa, July 8.—In an address be- 
Jore the agricultural committee of Par­
liament to-dajy.J. A. Ruddick, dairy 
commissioner’of Canada, gave some 
interesting figures in regard to the 
large increase of the dairy industry 
of Canada in the last ten years. The 
exports of dairy products have been 
actually less than they were, and in 
some quarters this has created, the 
impression that the industry was rath­
er on the decline., Mr. Ruddick. ex­
plained, however, that the shrinkage 
of exports is due to the enormous 
expansion of home consumption, due 
to the increase in population. The 
value of creamery butter ,cheese and 
condensed milk, manufactured in Can­
ada in 19Q0 was $29,000,000, exclusive 
of milk used for home consumption. 
In 1906 it was $33,250,000, and in 1907 
it was $35.450,000, so that in seven 
years there has been an increase of 
$5,750,000, ill these branches of the 
dairy industry.

The authorities estimated the 
manufacture of dairy butter at $22,- 
000,000, and the consumption of milk 
in Canada at $35.000,000, so that the 
total value of these dairy products 
last year was $94,000,000. This figure 
lie felt sure was well within mark. 
Ten- years ago there was no condensed 
milk manufactured in Canada, where­
as to-day there were ten factories with 
an output last year of $900,000. The 
importation of condensed milk into 
Canada has practically ceased, and 
the Canadian manufacturers arc al­
ready engaged in export business.

TO RAISE SHEEP HEREr-

Ne* Zealander Dissatisfied With High 
Taxation Will Ranch in Alberta.

Vancouver, July 8.—Alfred A. Jones, 
formerly of this city and now of Ed­
monton, returned on the Mamma from 
a trip to Australia.

“High taxation of sheep and cattle 
ranches has created great discontent 
in New Zealand and many of the 
prominent dwileis threaten to sell out 
and quit tihe country for good,” said 
Mr. Jones yesterday, at the Hotel 
Vancouver. “A fellow passenger on 
tlie voyage over was Mr. A. Pinckney, 
a wealthy sheep-raiser. He informed 
me that he intended to transfer Iris 
activities to Alberta owing, to ywl ex­
cessive taxation imposed by the flew 
Zealand Government. On reaching 
here he proceeded direct .to Calgary, 
where he will make his. headquarters 
while looking for a suitable location 
for a sheep ranch. He added that lie 
intended to quit New Zealand.

“A serious drought has been affect­
ing Victoria and New South Wales. 
This w>H probably lead to the impor­
tation of Canadian wheat and flour.”

THE C. P. R. CONCILIATOR.

Last Western Witness Was «Heard on 
Wednesday—Board Adjourns:

Winnipeg, July 8—Tlie last western 
witness was heard today before the C. 
P. R. conciliation 'board. There were 
no new developments. On behalf of 
the Company Grant Hall pointed out 
that an immense crop would he mov­
ing in six weeks and voiced tlie com­
pany’s anxiety for a speedy settle­
ment, and whatever the decision re­
garding termination of the schedules 
as regards western lines, the company 
was prepared to accept the hoard’s de­
cision. Counsel McVetty pressed for 
a settlement of all questions and that 
the inquiry continue here with the 
available witnesses, and later sit else­
where. Mr. Hall, however, said the. 
eastern lines would have no effect 
with him. Finally the board adjourn­
ed to discuss and report, arranging to 
notify the interested parties when 
ready to again meet them.

EXPENSES NOT TOO HIGH.

Hon. Mr. Brodeur Explains His Dis­
bursements on Visit to Paris.

I
 Ottawa. July 8.—Hon. L. P. Brod- 
ur, minister of marine and fisheries, 
vas examined in the public accounts 
Committee to-day, with reference to 
the presentation of a service of plate 

to the battleship Dominion and also 
with reference to his expenses in 
Europe.

The Opposition could not under­
stand why the item for plate should 
have, been charged in the accounts 
closing June, 1906, when the corres­
pondence showed the article was not 
ordered till the following October. 
■Hon. Mr. Brodeur explains that some 
time before -the purchase was made 
there was talk of a presentation to 
the ship in recognition of the bringing 
ever of the remains of the late Mr, 
-Frelon taine. There was an appropria­
tion for the obsequies of the-late mil}-* 
ister and by an agreement between 
the auditor and the deputy minister, 
the silver was paid for out of this 
account. It cost $800.

Afterwards, Mr. Brodeur was ques­
tioned about his expenses to the col­
onial in Paris, in connection with the 
French treaty. The minister said 
that he got an advance of $2,000, and 
for the rest of his expenses he used 
his own money, being euhseqyently 
reimbursed. In connection with the 
latter, he received $2,500 when in Par­
is, and $4,00(1 from the finance de­
partment when he came hack. In all 
lie received $8,500, and made a refund 
of $680. The amount was for liis own 
personal expenses and not for others. 
He was in London about three months 
aud afterwards was in Paris in con­
nection with the French treaty and 
to the B/iitie.
