For the first time in the history of
the place the people of Barron Island
have been fishing all the winter when
fine weather prevailed. About 50 dor-
ies were at. work, .and each, crew
stowed away from 20 to 50 qtls.

A Chapter of Aeccidents.

The wind at the time was blowing
a hurricane. A chapter of accidenis
began immediately. The balloon col- |
lided  with telegraph wires, almost
overturning the basket. It then dash-
t d-info. the roof of a fieighbouring fac-
tory, destroying the smokestack.
With the basket swaying wildly and
half of its ropes gone the balloon
soared to a greater altitude and dis-
azppeared in the clouds at terrific
speed. The crowds of onlookers, in-
c¢lvding a detachment of military
which had assisted in the ascent, ran
along the roads, expecting the basket
to break away. The balloon, how-
ever, was not seen again until it
reached Swine Mindle, 66 miles north-
west of Stetty, over which it passed
at a height of 6,000 feet, in the direc-
tion of the sea.

Rescue Work Difticult.
