AMERICAN SCHR. WRECKED.

LONDON, Feb. 10.

The American four-masted schooner
Maria Q. Teel, which sailed from Phil-
adelphia on Dec. 29th, for Porte Rico,
has been lost at sea. A despatch from
Rio Janeiro to-day said that the Brit-
ish steamer Rio Colorado had arrived
there, having on board her shipwreck-
ed crew. (1,126 tons registered. Be-
longed to Boston.)

WILHELMINA’S CARGO SEIZED.

LONDON, Feb. 11.

The British Foreign Office, after an
enquiry, has decided that the cargo
of the American steamship Wilhel-
mina, must go through a Prize Court,
though the ship may depart from Fal-
mouth as soon as the cargo is dis-
charged. It is - officially g confirmed
that the Wilhelmina was neither con-
voyed nor ordered into Falmouth, but
was compelled fo make that port be-
cause of damage suffered in storms
while crossing the Atlamtic.

U'nquestbnamy the fighting was wag-
ed -with the utmost ferocity by the
Germans and the Russians alike. The
scene of the fighting was at Baligrad,
which is 30 miles south of Sanok, Ga-
licia. German troops were presesit in
very considerable numbers. Claims,
which are semi-official, by the Rus-
sian Staff, say that the Hungarian
forces in the Carpathians were aug-
mented by 300,000 Germans, and that
German officers are now defiditely di-
recting the Carpathian movement.

The German plan, in so far as it
can be observed here, now seems to
be to abandon gradudlly their aggres-
sive on the Bzura and in the Vistula
reégions;: to transfer their troops to
peints where there is greater oppor-
tunity of piercing the Russian defen-
siye. The fighting in_the Carpathians
‘would appear to be part of this pro-
cedure. ~Conecentrating their forees
on the night of Feb. 7, the Germans,
early on the following morning, be-
gan what doubtless rapidly developed
inte ‘one of the fiercest attacks in the
history of the Carpathian campaign.
With their first line almost totally
annihflated, the Germans pushed for-
ward their second limd, under support
of heavy artillery, and were success-
ful in gaining a strategic elevation,
but from this pesition they were al-
most immediately drivem back by a
Rus#ian bayonet charge. Attack and
counter-attack followed each other in
rapid® succession. Towards evening
the Germans in great numbers seemed
to be in permanent possessicn of the
heights. Then a general counter at-
tack by the Russians resulted in two
hours hard hand-to-hand fighting,
which' left the snow-clad hillsides
strewn with dead. After a most stub-
born resistance the (lerman regiments
finally and definitely were driven out.
A Russian officer claims personally
to have counted upwards of 1,000 Ger-
man dead before the Russian positions
on this hjll. He described shis’ en-
gagement as. typical of battles which
are occurring daily in ~“the Carpa-
thians.
