At 11.30 p.m. yesterday there passed 
away, at his late residence, Masonic 
Temple, a well known and- highly es­
teemed citizen in the person of Adam 
Johnston. The deceased was-born at 
Moffat, Dunfrieshire, Scotland, on 
Nov' 3rd, 1839, and came to Newfound­
land at the age of 16 to the firm of 
Baine Johnston & Co., where he w'as 
employed for upwards of forty years. 
He was a prominent figure in Masonic 
circles, having been the- official in 
charge of the Masonic Temple since 
its erèction after the fire of 1892, He 
was initiated into St. John’s Lodge 
over fifty years ago, and on the 
occasion of hi* Jubilee last year was 
made an honorary member. For up­
wards of forty years he had been Sec­
retary of the Lodge. He was ever true

Aeroplanes Direct Fire.
Landing parties are preparing for 

extensive operations against the 65,- 
000 Turks massed upon both sides of 
the Dardanelles east of Fort Nagura 
(a work that is still in action against 
the fleetj These forces, including 
French and British marines and ar­
tillery have been landed on both the 
Asiatic and European sides of the 
waterway.

High in the sky, above the smoke- 
shrouded ships and the flaming forts, 
French and British aeroplanes have 
hovered, dropping bombs upon the 
Turkish works or directing the fire 
of the ships. Despite the efforts of 
the Turkish authorities to keep se­
cret the success of the Allies, it has 
become known in Constantinople, 
and panic is reported to reign there.
