BRAZIL TURNING A(MUVST GER-

RIO JANEIRO, To-day.

The Brazilian Government has no-
tified the German Legation, it has or-
dered an inquiry inte the sinking of
the Brazilian steamer, Rio Branco, in
order to be able to act with certainty
for the defence of its neutral rights.
The official telegrams received here
announce that the Rio Branco was
torpedoed. Newspapers are greatly
aroused and unanimously demand en-
ergetic sintervention by the Brazilian
Government. The Gazette De Noticias
says Emperor William’s General Staff
has declared war on humanity. To
combat the infamous Prussianism is
the duty of every nation. The Opais
says Brazil sees in this world war no
place for mneutrals. ‘Whoever re-
mains neutral would be vanquished.
Germany deserves no longer from our
Government the consideration which
has been shown it against the gener-
al sentiment of the country. All
Brazil looks to President Braz and is
confident he will measure up to the
destinies of Brazil.

T(DRI’I'IIN)HD'()NH HUNDRED AND
FIFTY MILES FROM LAND.

LONDON, To-day.

The sinking of a French fishing
vessel 150 miles from land by a sub-
marine is told in the official com-
munication ‘issued last evening. The
communication- says the French fish-
ing steamer Berhadette was sunk in
the Atlantice by an enemy submarine
on May 1, when 150 miles from the
nearest land. The crew of 34 escaped
im boats; eight of the crew picked up;
26 are still adrift.

CAPTURED DRIFTING STEAMER.

LONDON, To-day.

A Lloyds despatch from - Teneriffe
says the German steamer Telde drift-
ed seaward during a gale and was
captured by a cruiser which towed her
northward. The German steamer
Telde is a vessel of 2073 tons gross,
290 fecth long, and was built in 1914
and owned in Oldenburg.

KINGS MESSAGE TO THE FORCES
IN IRELAND.
4 LLONDON, To-day.

King George has sent the following
despatch to Lieut. General Maxwell,
Military Commander of the forces in
Irleand: “Now that the recent la“
mentable outbreak has finally been
queiled, I wish to express to my gal-
lant troops in Ireland, to the Royal
Irish Constahulary, and to the Dublin
Metropolitan Police my deep sense-of
their whole-hearted devotion to duty
and the spirit of self-sacrifice with
whieh ‘they acted throughout.”

FLOATED. STEAMER.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

Ambassador Page has forwarded to
the States Department to-day a note
from the British Government stating
they found it necessary to extend the
eastern limit of the danger area of the
British- mine field in the North Sea off
the Belgian coast, as prescribed in
October, 1914, to a point seven miles
nearer the Netherlands coast. The
danger area is now from longtitude
one degréde 5 minutes east.

ARTILLERY ACTIVITY.

LONDON, To-day.

The. British official last night says:
Last’ night there was again activity
on different parts of the line. Artil-
lerv on both sides were active about
Maricourt. Near Homchy the enemy,
after a' heavy bombardment, raided
our trenches-and caused some casual-
ties. At Neuville the enemy blew up
two mines. ‘At Double - Crassier wé
followed a mine explosion by a small
raid which was successfvel. Hostiie
dugouts were bombed .and casualties
inflicted. . About Hooge we sprang a
mine which damaged the enemy’s un-
derground workings. There was con-
siderable bombardment on both sides
on this sector. To-day there was no
special incident beyond artillery -ac-
tivity which was most marked oppos-
jte Angres and about Hooge and Pil-
kelm. At the latter place the French

The official copy
of the note hardly will reach Wash-
ington before to-morrow night, but the
document was given to the press in
Berlin last night. The unofficial text
is expected to reach the United Statés
early this morning.

COMPULSION BILL READ SECOND
TIME.

- LONDON, To-day.
Thé Commons last night passed the
second reading of the Military Ser-
vice Bill for an immediate and general
nuh"lrv compulsion. The motion by
Richard D. Holt, Radical, to reject

’the Bill was previously defeated by

326 to 56. The debate on the Bill de-
veloped no important mnew  points.
David Lloyd George presented strong
arguments in its favour. Sir John
Simon, former Home Secretary, * op-
posing the Bill reiterated it was not
alone a question for the Military to
decide. There was no evidence. he
said, that the Bill would really add to
Britain’s national force and strength.
It would create a maximum amount of
hardship with minimum cresults. No
body who had heard Lloyd George to-
day, he commented,would suppose that
he was the same man who a year ago
emphasized the part England must,
play in economics of war. Arthur
Henderson, President of the Board of
Education, Leader of Laborites, wind-
ing up the debate for the Government
said that at the secret session, the
Government had convinced the major-
ity of the public that the military
situation required more men and the
Government had decided 200,000 was
the number that could be spared from
industry. The Government has not
allowed General Staff to override its
views. He was personally convinced

RIOTS AT BUDA: PEST.
LONDON, To-day.
Serious rioting took place in Buda
Pest on Saturday, according to a des-
patch from the Hague. A thousand
Socialists and women assembled in
front of Burgomasters shouting
“Make peace,” “Give us food.” Fif-
teen of the crowd were killed when the
garrison fired; 200 arrests were made.

WANT DISARMING.

LONDON, To-day.

The NatioBalists, according to the
Daily Mail, will press the Government
at an early date to disarm every man
in Ireland. The paper adds that the
Nationalists are “quite willing that
they be disarmed, provided that the
Government does likewise with the
Ulster Volunteers.” The demand, says
the Daily Mail, is likely te raise a
difficult issue in Irish politics.

Pittsburg, using $17, 000,000
worth of produce annually, has start-
ed a vacant lot gardenmg plan in: the
interest of = economic pleparedngss
Detroit, at the‘ moment, is raising
houses on this vacant property, but
most dwellings have a bit of land: in
the rear, many given to tin cans and
the garbage receptacle=—mosquitoes
and flies. Quite too many good-look-
ing—from the street—houses are in-
cluded under description “Queen Anne
front and Mary Ann back.” Even if
the land is not much more sizable
than a tablecloth it.can at least .be
made sightly by clearing out the rub-
bish and giving the grass, “sweet with
heaven's breath,” a chance to enter in
and possess it.

Even as limited an opportunity as
the back yard affords in the way of
gardening offers an advantage which
involves a much greater one, it can
be.made to raise a few vegetables and
a means of avoiding “the middle-aged
spread,” which Filson Young says is
“the disagreeable and menmble phe-
nomenon of post-meridian life.” We
surrender the vegetable as of little
worth as revenue if a value is put up-
on the gardeneér’s labor, but if he will
reckon the physical benefits of exer-
cise and perspiration as an offset to
his work the vegetables or flowers
will be all to the good. The man who
feels his waistbands too tight, thé wo-
man who is fcquiring a double chin,
would find in the back yard an outlet
for the pent-up stream that gees into
flabby fat if one persists in taking ex-
ercise in an automobile or. an easy
chair. Garden work, persistently con-
ducted, beats the method of the mes-
seur because of the outdoor air.
