W. T. Turn**, * »« «if?" '*
ïated Lusitania, disobeyed or­
ders, in 1915, with the result 
that the very danger—against 
which every precaution had 
apparently been taken,—occur­
red and torpedoes from a Ger­
man submarine sent the giant 
steamer to bottom carrying 
with it, eleven hundred and 
thirty-four valuable lives, a 
total greater than the losses of 
Nelson’s command at Copenha­
gen. The safety of the people 
on board the Lusitania on that 
fateful 7th of May, depended 
upon the absolute obedience of 
the master of the ship to the 
instructions wirelessed by the 
Admiralty, and the written or­
ders which were in possession 
of the captain. The latter, 
however, thought otherwise, 
and the result of his departure 
from orders astounded and 
affrighted the whole civilized 
world.

* * • * • •
There is a vast difference, 

however, between the disobedi­
ence of Nelson and that of 
Turner. In the case of the for­
mer a decisive victory meant 
the overthrow of vast forces 
arrayed against England, and 
until that victory was attained 
Nelson refused to accept orders 
from his superior. In his case 
daring and courage turned a 
possible defeat,—or at least an 
inglorious withdrawal — into 
splendid victory. With Turner, 
the lives of nearly two thous­
and people hung on his adher­
ence to instructions, but with 
that stubbornness which ship­
masters sometimes possess, and 
relying more on his own judg­
ment—if indeed his action 
could have been said to have 
been based on any judgment at 
al!—he chose to ignore orders 
for certain trivial reasons, for­
getting the great responsibility 
placed upon his shoulders,' 
which made him the custodian 
of every bit of humanity on his 
ship. There was no glory for 
him to jib at instructions. His 
orders were to do certain things, 
in order that all on board might 
be landed safely at their des­
tination. Whatever honour 
might have accrued to him 
would have been gained

fher might have set in and ren­
dered him in worse case. This 
was merely, on the face of it, a 
lame excuse for a competent 
shipmaster to put forward. 
Fogs and such like are being 
constantly met with by trans­
atlantic shipping, and no mar­
iner would make use of such a 
subterfuge to excuse himself 
for not obeying orders. There­
fore it must be assumed that 
Capt. Turner constituted him­
self as being above orders, and 
his stubbornness in refusing to 
obey them actually resulted in 
the torpedoing of -the big Ca­
narder with the resultant loss 
of life.

• * * * ' * *
The evidence developing at 

this enquiry showed that Capt. 
Turner had been instructed to 
keep in mid-channel, to steain 
at full speed, and to avoid head­
lands, because enemy submar­
ines were known to be opera­
ting off the most prominent 
points. He did not do so, and 
consequently by his non-regard 
for instructions furnished by 
experts, the Lusitania met her 
fate through the disobedience 
of wirelessed orders. No per­
son can envy Capt. Turner. 
By his own action, based upon 
nothing but his own ideas of the 
time of making port to suit his 
own convenience, the Lusitania 
horror has passed into the 
pages of history as the greatest 
of all marine disasters, brought 
about by disobeying orders.

MARINE TRAGEDY!
Three vessels left Seldom-Come- 

By on Friday morning last, 7th Inst, 
for Conception Bay. Un gava, Joseph 
Roche, master; Ruby, Isaac Dawe, 
master, and another (name unknown) 
with Capt. Abraham Parsons In 
charge. The Ungava and Ruby are 
owned by MacRae, of Hr. Grace, the 
latter having on board four fishing 
crews belonging to Coley’s Point, 
who embarked at Black Island. On 
the following morning (Saturday) the 
crew of the Ungava saw the Ruby 
with all her canvas hauled down, 
which they supposed was being reef­
ed or else had been carried away in 
the • gale which was blowing. Noth­
ing more was seen of the Ruby. Since 
then the Ungave has arrived at Hr. 
Grace and Capt Parsons’ vessel has 
returned to Seldom-Come-By, hut 
there Is nothing whatever of the 
Ruby, no word of her whereabouts 
having been ascertained, although the 
relatives of the people on board have 
telegraphed all offices along the 
ooast for Information. It Is quite 
possible that the craft managed to 
make a port somewhere out of reach 
of a telegraph office, and will doubt- 
lees turn up safely. For the sake of 
those on board and their anxious re­
latives and friends in Coley’s Point, 
we trust that news will soon be heard 
of the missing vessel.
