Guelph Board of Trade,

The Board of Trade met on Monday
night, the President in the chair. The
8 y read the mi Two circu-
laas were read from the London Board of
Trade. One was igsued in February last,
and it was proposed in it to open sub-
scription lists in every town and village
in Canada, the subscribers to engage to
contribute a specified sum in silver, in-
dividually. The London Bgnks will re-
ceive the subscriptions and make advan-
ces of 90 per cent. upon the amounts paid
in, and they will remit the silver to New
York free of any charges beyond those of
their disbursements. It was requested
that the names of those in any particular
district who would subscribe might be
ascertained as quickly as possible,together,
with the amounts, and sent to the Secre.
tary. The other circular merely request-
ed a consideration of the foregoing one,
and an active and immediate co-operation
frem the Board in the matter.

Moved by Mr. John A. Wood, second-
¢d by Mr. C. Davidson, that the follow-
ing members be a committee to draft a
memorial to the Postmaster Genéral,
stating the serious inconvenience result-
ing to buisness men and others by the
delay in the receipt of English mails, and
requesting him to make Guelph a dis-
tributing office for this section of the
country, namely, W. H. Peterson, John
McCrea, Esqgs., and the mover ; also that
they memoralize the Postmaster General
to delay the hour of closing until the
evening Toronto mail has been distribut-
ed, and also that hereafter the post office
be not closed on any but legal holidays.
Carried.

Some remarks were passed by the
members of the Board present with re-
gard to the illegibility almost always of
the Guelph post mark. It is sometimes
of great importance that the date of the
arrival of letters should be plainly mark-
ed, and it was complained that this is
scarcely ever the case.

The Emperor replied thanking the Mayor,
the municipality, and the people for their
warm- demonstrations of affection, He
expressed the hope that no untoward
event wovld occur to disturb the peacefnl
progress of trade and agriculture, and
concluded with the invocation, “ God pre-
tect France.” The Emperor’s speech w1s
received with prolonged cheers, and re-
peated cries of “ Vive 'Empereur.”

London, Aug. 10.—Accounts received
daily from Spain represent that the die-
turbed condition of the country is leading
to disastrous results. The latest adices
from Madrid say a financial crisis is an-
ticipated there. Lieut. Gen. Juan Pase-
quia has been appointed Captain General
of the Province of Catalonia.

The Portland Convention.

This conveniion came {oa close on the
second day of its sitting. In the moin-
ing Hon, Ecastus Brooks, of New York,
addressed the members. He piaised the
energy of Creat Dritain in the shipping
interest, and thought that the fact of fiity
steamships ply’'rg between America and
and Evrope under the Dritish flag, while
not one sailed uader the flag of America
should be mortirying to Awericans. He
deprecaled the appearance of armed ves-
sels on the lakes, and hoped that a'l ap-
peatance of anfagonism would soon pass
away. The committee on reciprocity
repoited, and after referring to the main
objections which had been urged on both
sides of tbe line against the renewal of
reciprocal relations, then went on to
remark “the objections coming, or sup=
posed to come, from Canads, growing
out of the mistaken supposition that the
treaty was abolished upon the idea that
commercial interests of the Provinces
would thereby be compelled to favor an-
nexation, requires the explicit declara-
tion that there is no party or set of men
in the United States who demand or
would consent to annex the Canadas
against the will of the people of that
Dominion, Political questions are not
to be regarded in this di jon, Am-
erica has not and will not invest money
for political reasons in the valley of the
8t. Lawrence, and will probably continue
to laugh at those who do ; but this is no
reason why our intercourse, found to
to be benefical, should not be rcnewed.”
