Care of Immigrants 

Here

Chief Agent Craig and Asa.a.ant
Chief Hunt, of the Dbminion immigra­
tion office, are busy with preparations 
to move from the historic old "shed" 
into the new office building provided 
for them at the corner of First street 
east and Tenth avenue. The new build­
ing with all its modem improvements, 
will be occupied by the immigration 
officials not later than June 1st.

One of the peculiar features attend­
ant upon the removal of the immigra­
tion headquarters is the fact that, de­
spite the increased room given the of­
ficials for the benefit of immigrants, 
less room Is being actually taken up 
at present by the guests of the govern­
ment than at any time in the past 
few years. The old "shed,” with quar­
ters for about thirty lodgers, is rarely 
more than half filled. The new quar­
ters can accommodate 100 persons.

“The steadily diminishing number of 
immigrants who stay in Calgary the 
limit of seven days as guests of the 
government is a tribute to the higher 
character of the men who are coming 
into the northwest," said Deputy Agent 
Hunt westerday. "Tear by year men 
of a higher grade are taking advantage 
of the opportunities of the northwest. 
Of course many of the people who stay 
in the government sheds while decid­
ing on locations are well supplied with 
meiMf, and stay here as the guests of 
the government simply as an economy. 
But the great majority put up at hotels 
and enjoy the best of comforts."

The same view ip entertained by the 
immigration officials of the C.P.Tt.

"Men with money are the men who 
are coming Into the northwest at the 
present time,” one official declared 
yesterday. “The old days of ai man 
rushing in here with only hie railroad 
fare are over, never to return. Our 
agents thoroughly investigate every 
mse with whom we do business at the 
present time, and select only those who 
shew themselves able to properly take 
csss of the land we sell them. We are 
weeding out the Inexperienced and the 
speculators, and doing business only 
with the solid men of affairs."

From 
tip to tip the cucumber measures 27 
inches, and its circumference is nine 
inches. The weight is five pounds, 
three ounces, and at the prevailing 
market price of 20 cents per pound, the 
vegetable is worth more than one 
dollar.

According to officials of the railroad, 
the cucumber Is just one of a gigantic 
crop raised in the Strathmore green 
houses this spring. Photographs ac­

ANIMALS AS DOCTORS
Both Wild and Domestic Animals 

Knew Hew to Treat Illness.

It is held that the simple remedies of 
nature generally suffice to cure beasts 
of their ^ilments, and that they are 
guided to them by instinct. A large 
number of species wash themselves 
and bathe—elephants, etagg, birds, 
ants, etc. Animals rid themselves of 
their parasites by using dust, mud and 
clay. Those suffering from fever re' 
srtrict their diet, keep quiet, seek dark­
ness and airy places, drlng much water 
and sometimes plunge into it from time 
to time. When a dog has lost its appe­
tite it eats that species of grass known 
as “dog’s grass.” Cats also eat grass 
and catnip when sick. Sheep and cows 
in the same circumstances seek out 
certain herbs. An animal suffering 
from chronic rheumatism invariably 
keps as much as possible in the sun. 
The warrior ants maintain regularly 
organised ambulances.

Other ante covered the wounded part 
with a transparent fluid from their 
mouth. If a chimpanzee is wounded 
it stops the flow of blood by placing 
its hand on the wound or dressing it 
with leaves and grass.

A terrier had an injured eye. It 
remained1 lying under a counter, avoid­
ing heat and light, although it had 
been its habit to keep close to the fire. 
It adopted a general treatment—rest 
and abstinence from food. The local 
treatment consisted in licking the up­
per surface of its paw, which it then 
applied to the wounded eye, again lick­
ing the paw when it became dry. Cats 
also when hurt treat themselves by 
this simple method.

Arriving on the early morning Soo 
train they stopped off here for a 
couple of hours and then went west 
conducted by C.P.R. Conductor J. J. 
Chamberlain to Banff, where they will 
spend the whole day today, leaving 
tomorrow for the coast.

On a Month's Tour
The party left Philadelphia on the 

morning of May 15 and went over to 
the convention at Detroit May 16, 17, 
and 18. Thence they came by Chicago, 
St. Paul and Portal to Calgary. Their 
route further is to Vancouver, by 
steamer to Seattle, a day In Portland, 
two days in San Francisco, three days 
at Los Angeles, a day at Grand Can­
yon. one at Denver and one at St. 
Louis. The trip will conclude at 
Philadelphia on June 14, and the men 
will be back home after just exactly 
a month’s absence.

All of the men, who have served long 
on the railways of the States, were in 
the best of form on their arrival here 
and expressed themselves as highly 
delighted with the trip as far as it had 
gone. Some of them did not think the 
early morning hour a good time to get 
up to see even the sights of Calgary 
and they preferred to stay on the spe­
cial car on which they are travelling.

Move Is Forerunner to Bring 
Down Prices of Vegetables 
in Local Markets—New Plots 
May Result in Other Sections 
Along Same Economic Ideas

A practical move to reduce the “high 
cost of living” in Calgary has been 
made by the land officials of the C.P.R., 
with a particular reference to the 
market garden situation. This move is 
said by the railway officials to be only 
a forerunner of what is to come in the 
near future along a much greater scale.

Six ready made truck farms have 
been established1 at Golden, B.C., de­
signed especially to supply the truck 
garden market of Calgary. The rail­
road officials have laid out the plots, 
which range from ten to twelve acres, 
in the irrigated district suppled by the 
waters of Hospital Creek. No farm 
is more than one mile from the depot, 
an dseveral of the plots are within half 
a mile of the shipping points.

Calgary the Market 
The buildings which are in course otf 

construction are of the highest char­
acter, and planned to make the entire 
plot, with its cottages and barns, re­
semble a summer resort. The cottages, 
of four rooms each, are being built in 
the rustic style, with a slab finish. 
They are to be finished in modern style, 
with bath rooms and all conveniences. 
The barns are of the regular frame 
variety, but built in tne most substan­
tial manner.

As soon as the farms are in a pro­
ductive state arrangements for mark­
eting the produce will be made. In all 
probability the co-operative plan will 
be adopted, with a general representa­
tive of the farmers in Calgary, and a 
central market established here. Gol­
den is 172 miles from Calgary, and the 
produce of the new farms will be sent 
exclusively to the local market.

“I think pure milk for babies is more 
necessary than cleaning up the yards. 
There are hundreds of babies dying 
every year in this city from bad milk,” 
said Mayor Slnnott when the com­
missioners were considering the re­
quest o fthe boaCrd of health for $1,200 
to fix up a milk dispensary in the Rohl 
block.

The commissioners had anticipated a 
smaller amount of money and Commis- 

I sioner Graves remarked on the rapidity 
! with which the estimates of the health 
department were mounting this year.

However, the mayor and the commis- 
: sioners approved of the request and Dr.
1 Maho-od may proceed at once with the 
establishment of a pure milk station.

The doctor has already advertised for 
tenders for certified milk supply, his 
specifications providing for a semi­
annual tuberculin test of the cows of 
the dairy, and a milk test which shows 
a standard of 12 to 13 per cent, of milk 
solids of which 3 1-2 per cent, is but­
ter fat. The herd must be inspected 
monthly by a veterinary, and the 
dairymen and milkmen monthly by a 
physician. The milk must not be pas­
teurized or sterilized and must be cool­
ed and kept at 45 degrees Fahrenheit, 
half an hour after milking until deliv­
ered.

The Canadian Northwest Laundry- 
men's association closed its annual 
convention in Calgary yesterday at 
noon. Officers for the coming year 
were selected and it was agreed to 
hold the gathering next year at Win­
nipeg. In the afternoon the party paid 
visits to the laundries of Calgary and 
expressed satisfaction with the work 
which was being done here. Among 
the laundries visited were the Ontario, 
Riverside, Ideal and Alberta.

It is something for the Scots Greys 
to say that they are the only regiment 
to supply to the Jockey club one of 
its members—a real soldier actively 
engaged in soldiering. His Royal 
Highness is a major in that regiment.

Other kings and princes that have 
been members of the Jockey club than 
those we have mentioned are the em­
peror of all the Russians, the King of 
the Belgians, the Grand Duke Michael, 
the Grand Duke Vladimir,, Prince 
Christian, the Duke of Cambridge, the 
Khedive, and the Duke of Saxe- 
Coburg.
