Roosevelt Makes Warm Attack
on World Proprietor.

SAYS THE U.S. WILL SUE HIM

For “Lying” and “Infamous” Asser-
tions in Connection With Panama
Canal Sale.

.  Washington, Dec. 15.—President

i Delevan Smith. The storles were
! scurrilous and libelous in character,
iand false in every essential particular.
| Mr. Smith shelters himself behind the
| excuse that he merely accepted the
 statements which had appeared in a
! paper published in New York, The
{ World, owned by Mr. Joseph Pulitzer.
| It is idle to say that the known char-
! acter of Mr. Pulitzer and his news-
| paper are such that the stateinents in
| that paper will be believed by nobody;
unfortunately, thousands of persons
"are ill-informed in this respect, and
! believe the statements they see in
i print, even though they appear in a
| newspaper published by Mr. Pulitzer.”
A Wicked Slander.

| Summarizing charges made in this
I connection, the President says:
E'Thcqe statements sometimes appeared
in the editorials, sometimes in the
news columns, sometimes in the shape
of contributions from individuals,
either unknown or known te be of bad
character, They are false in every
particular from beginning to end. The
wickedness of the slanders 1is only
surpassed by thelr fatulty. Se utter-
iy baseless are the storles, that ap-
parently they represent in part mere-
ly material collecteq for foreign pur-
(poses, and in part stories originally
concocted with a view of possible
blackmail. The inventor of the story
about Mr. Charles P. Taft, for in-
stance, evidently supposed that at
some period of the Panama purchase,
Mr. W. H. Taft was sacretary of war,
whereas In reality, Mr. W. H. Taft
never became secretary of war until
{long after the whole transaction in
question had been closed.
