Moran Says It Will Not Be Long.
Moran said: “It will be a tough fight 

while it lasts, but I do not think it will 
last long. I cannot figure that it is go­
ing to last twenty rounds. I am in the 
best condition I have ever been in during 
my career, and naturally do not expect 
to be the loser."

The Pittsburg fighter added that whe­
ther he won or lost, he expected to be 
battered. He said he intended to return 
to his training quarters at Meriel on the 
Oise for a quiet rest after the fight, and 
should he be the winner he will pay a 
visit to Rome..

Much interest is displayed in Moran’s 
style in the ring, which is not so well 
known as that of Johnson. The white 
fighter said his plan of battle would be 
a cautious effort to win and he did not 
expect to effect a knockout by a chance 
swing. He declared lie believed the 
longer he could draw out the fight the 
better his chances would be for getting 
in a decisive blow. Moran asserted that 
he felt the responsibility rested upon him. 
of representing the white race.

Paris, June 27.—French sportsmen and 

thousands of Americans and other for­
eign followers of boxing gathered in 
Paris, awaiting throughout today, in 
tense expectation, the beginning of the 
fight, to take place here tonight, for the 
heavyweight championship of the world. 
Frank Moran, of Pittsburg, and "Jack" 
Johnson, holder of the title since he de­
cisively defeated "Jim" Jeffries, on July 
4, 1910, at Reno, had been matched to 
meet in the ring at the great vetodrome 
d’Hiver, at .10:80 tonight, for twenty 
rounds, under Queensbury rules, and the 
result of the meeting was to decide who 
should be champion.

On every hand the question was dis­
cussed whether the white challenger was 
capable of wresting the title from Its 
colored holder.

Johnson a Big Favorite.
Each of the prospective combatants ex­

pressed strong confidence in his own 
chances of victory, but the betting odds 
on the event—3 to 1 in favor of Johnson 
—showed the great balance of the public 
to be in favor of the holder.

Johnson himself said today: “I was 
never more sure in my life than I am 
today. It is now a question of true 
sportsmanship. If Moran wins tonight, 
he will win by strength, skill and good 
generalship. If he wins I shall be the 
first to congratulate him from the bottom 
of my heart.”

Johnson has made plans for a tour of 
Europe in an automobile after the fight. 
The journey will Include visits to Lon­
don and to Moscow, and he says he will 
later on return to the United States.
