the battle of the 19th oecurred is ina
desert about five miles south from Met-
emneh. When Gen. Stewart reached
that point he found the enemy hoveri
about his little army on all sides an:
skirting it often in uncomfortably short
range. The rebels had evidently station-
od themselves in the vicinity to await his
arrival and give him battle. When they
began to surround and press upon him he
determined to abide the event and order—
ed his men to dismount and form a
zareeba. This was made mainly with
saddles and baggage, and during the con-
struction the rebel riflemen drew nearer
and maintained a hot fire from behind
ambushes and such hiding places as th:
could find among the bushes and hig
grass. This fie was very well directed
and was most disastrous in its effect upon
the British troops. Twelve men were
soon shot dead and 40 others wounded.
Among the first killed were Mr. Cam-—
eron, special correspondent of the Lon-
don Standard, and Mr. Herbert, special
oorT dent of the London Post. Gen.
Stewart was one of the very first to be
wounded. He was shot in the thigh.
When be was shot the work of making a
zareeba was about completed and the
army had been put in motion to form its
battle array. This was a hollow square.
As soon as completed the square advanced
undera steady ambush fire for a distance
of 2 miles. At this point the enemy be-
gan to move ou a square in two large
echelons. These were directed against
the British right aad front which stood
unmoved during the rebel charge. The
English troops forming the assailed front

In spite of the continuous fire
comparatively few British were wounded.
Gen. Stewert was wounded early in the
action, when several officers and men
were killed. Having strengthened our®
P al pul all attacks the
square was preserved. In the advance we
went over the slopes under a withering
fire, returning volleys very steadily.
Three times the rebels attempted to mnake
s charge, but were mowed down each
time. The rebels spiendidly sustained
our fire. At last the square reached the
river bank and fortified one of the vil-
Some of the men then returned
to bring in the wounded. The first part
of the march was orderly and quite steady.
The latter route lay through a dense jun-
le and groves of lemosa, where the con-
usion and uproar of native drivers de-
layed progress a couple of hours and put
the enemy on the alert. The rebels, con-
cealed in the tall grass, kept up a galling
fire, and the British were gradually worn
out by being exposed as targets and un-
able to strike back. Gen. Stewart's
wound delayed a counter attack of the
square until two in the afternoon. The
vebel riflemen possessed the heights
while their horsemen closed the roads
in our rear. As the square moved
slowly from the zareeba all felt their
