There are some improvements that a
town of 15,000 inhabitants can do with-
out, and there are others that it must
have. There are with communities -as
with individuals, luxuries. and neces-
saries.

For this reason they are desira-
ble. But people can get on without
them. They are not absolutely indis-
pensable to health or happiness. But
the necessaries they must have or suffer
the consequences of not possessing
them. They cannot afford to do with-
out them.. For instance, a man who
desires to bring up a family well must
be in a position to give them plenty of
wholesome food. The ‘health, the
proper development, and the future use-
fulness of his childrendepend npon hav-
ing their bodies well nourished. They
can do without carpets and curtains and
fine clothes, but they must have enough
to eat, and their food must be of good
quality.

In the same way he and his family
their work and perform
all  their duties to - ‘themselves
and to their fellow-citizens, if
they do not live in a fine house, have
horses and carriages, flower-gardens and
ornamental lawns, but the ground on
which their dwelling stands, be it ever
so humble, must be well drained.

But the pure, invigorat-
ing air gives strength and tone to their-
organization, and enables it to assimi-
late coarse and not too nutritious food.

Pure air is-a prime necessity of life.
No matter what luxuries and what com-
forts people have, if‘the air that they
constantly breathe is impure, they can-
not enjoy good health. Thé bad air en-
feebles the body, and does not allow it
to benefit by a plentiful supply of the
best and daintiest food. But air over

forms—cannot be pure. It takes up
noxious gases and absorbs unhealthy

filled with filthy water ; the very idea of
sucking such a sponge is to the last de-
gree disgusting. Bnt thousands take

inexpressible impurities without belng in
the slightest degree alarmed ar even
discomposed. But this filthy air does

' its bad work. Tt poisons the little chil-

dren, whose delicate organizations are
peculiarly susceptihle to its influ-
ence; it makes girls and women,
who necessarily  ‘spend much of
time in '}he tah;&d " ab-
mosphere delicate and sicklyyand it not
unfrequently takes from the strong man
his strength and cuts bim off in the
flower of his days. )

All this' is, well known now, What
does the emineut -London - physisiag,
whom we quoted a day or two ago, say !
““Our worst ®rial enemies,” he exclaims
‘‘are silent, unseen and inexorable.”
They are invisible and they have no pity.
The diseases which bad air engenders
are now called by the profession *‘filth
diseases,” and the poisons and disease
seeds which filth exhales are carried in-
to our bodies through the medium of
the air.

It is becausc this enymy is unseen
and does it deadly work silently, that
80 many people deny its existence.  But
it i nlwags presont where large bodies
of men ave congregited and their first
duty is > deive it away. This is ‘why
drainage is a necossity, The soil of a
city becomes impregnated with, filth.
Every one kuows how soon the water
in the wells of a large town beconses un-
fit to drink. It gets so bad that even
the lower animals refuse to drink it.Bat
the air is in closer contact with the im-
purities than the water. Unless every

" care is taken to remove impurities of all

kinds the air soon becomes unfit to be
breathed.

The only way to cleanse the soil and
to keep it clean is to drain it thoronghly.
Nothing else will do it. The surface
filth may be removed but that. which
soaks into the ground, if allowed to re-
main, in time is certain to breed disease.

Drainage is therefore an obvious and
