Vancouver, Sept. 12.—With the fire
‘hose in one hand and hammer in the
other, the people of New Westminster
are commencing to rebuil ltheir shatter-
.ed city, even while the smoke of its deso-
lation hangs heavy overthe ruins; and
the skeleton walls rise.like.monuments
from the blackened ground. The first
shock of the blow is past, and the in-

domitable pluck of the Westerner once
more asserts itself.

The business men who have lost their
all are ready now to face the crisis and
commence life again. This is the spirit
of enterprise that gives birth to cities,

.and the men who demonstrate the guali-

ties of self-reliance that those of West-
minster are showing now, go further
in the making of the city tl}an palaces
of brick and stone. Even while the coals
glow beneath, the ashes are being clear-
ed away and temporary_business prem-
ises are rising as though by magic on the
still-heated townsite, to be replaced as
.sgon as may be by more permanent edi-
fices.

Of course it is not to be expected that
these will for many years at least equal
in pretensions those that have fed the
fire, for built in the days of the boom
they were designed to form part of a
city of greater proportions than those to
which Westminster latterly has hoped to
-attain. The successors to these massive
structures will be less imposing, it is
true, but they will abundantly demon-
strate the determination of its chief in-

Indeed
80 bitter a feeling has been engendered
by the ill-advised paean over a fallen city
that as Mayor Ovens said to-day *“
would not envy Editor Nichol’'s feelings
if he came to New Westminster to-day.”

A SENSATIONAL REPQRT.

Early in the day the report.gained|,

circulation<"that the origin of the fire
was no longer.a mystery, nor yet was it
accidental, but-that two ex-prisoners who
had threatened vengeance upon the town
had deliberately fired the water front
warehouses at several points, . having an
hour pre;i‘tl)ﬁmly boisted a black flag
with a gk and cross-bones oyer the
public scheol. At first the matter was
regarded as an idle and senseless inven-
tion, but when it was learned that such
a flag had actually been raised over the
school an hour before the fire;ithat it had
floated there all through the Sunday,
and that, removed by Mayor Ovens’ or-
der, it had been placed in the custody of
City Clerk Glover pending investigation,
the matter seemed to grow more serious.

Mrs. Robert Wintermute with her sis-
ter, Mrs. Reid, saw two men in the act
of raising this flag, but paid no special
attention to them. Peter Peebles and
his wife a few moments later. also saw
the dark banner mounting skyward in
the night and asked why the flag was
half masted. *Is it only half mast”?

who tell of being urged by a couple of
white men of whom they give an accur-
ate description, to take them across to
South Westminster in a great hurry,
when the fire was assuming dangerous
proportions. The description given by
August Pere tallied with that Mrs. Win-
temute supplies of the men at the school
and one of the ex-convicts who is said
to have meditated revenge.

The matter was becoming decidedly
serious when Mr. Peebles supplied a
thread of information that/weakens the
entire chain previously constructed. He
did not see those who were rising the
flag with sufficient distinctness to rec-
ognize them, he says, but there were
seven or eight in the party, all young
fellows, and evidently bent on mischief.
Incidentally it is expalined that the
school has been overcrowded lately and
an agitation was in progress for the for-
mal removal of certain classes. On Fri-
day night the bell was tolled for half an
hour until Mr. Peebles and his friend
chased away the miscreants. The toll-
ing and the sombre flag are taken to have
been intended as signs that overcrowding
the sehools meant death for the schol-
ars. This is a reasonable explanation,
although as soon as possible a formal
investigation will be made, sed upon
the flag itself ‘which the city authorities
retain. .

It was a strange circumstance never-
theless that the tolling bell and the
dread black flag should have presaged
the city’s doom. Another remarkable
circumstance is that the fire stopped #l-
most at the door of the Catholic church,
a fact that has been carefully noted by
devout church folk, who feel that it
was the sign of the holy cross that
checked the further progress of the
flames. ¥

Yet, strange
to say, all three are living and will live,
while the tiny strangers so rudely intro-
duced to this mad world are lusty enough
to bear their part in the upbuilding of
the troubled city of their nativity.

The point with which Westminster is
most concerned just now is futnre des-
tiny. And on this point the feeling is
well knit and unanimous. Westmin-
ster does not expect or hope to rival

Vancouver, but confidently expects to|

remain a city of commercial importance
as the centre of a great farming and
fishing district, for the farms and the
river can neither burn or be moved away.

Westminster is in the ‘community of
cities to' remain as long as her sisters
of the Pacific provinee. s

FOUR MILLIONS. IN ALL.

Besides this lcss is that of the wharves,
damage to the electric telegraph and rail-
way systems and furniture destroyed in
houses. This list totals about $2,750,000,
wkich with furniture and other damage
and omissions will probably double that

‘“We went very carefully over every item
in the list this morning,” sald Mayor
Ovens to the Colonist, and our total was
$3,800,000. Afterwards we discovered that
we had missed out one block of a valua-
tion of $100,000. ,here are other omis-
sions also, no doubt, and the total loss may
therefore safely be set down at four mil-
Iion dollars. This, of course, includes busi-
n=g88 stocks and the contents of dwellings.

New Westminster, Sept. 12.—Thou-
sands continue to arrive to view the
smoking ruins of the Ancient Capital,
while messages of practical sympathy are
being received from various Canadian
cities and corporations. The C. P. R.
heads the list with $5,000. The distri-
bution of food and blankets is very op-
portune, meeting the present necessities.

Many merchants are already erecting
temporary premises,

It is impossible yet to accurately esti-
mate the loss on buildings and stock.
Many of the former were the elaborate
productions of boom times.

Many safes and vaults proved practi-
cally - fire-proof, and all the Provincial
and Dominion records were préserved.

The loss of the library and museum is
irreparable, Very few of the priceless
treasures were saved.

THE EXHIBITION.

The directors to-day decided that the
exhibition shall be held. Subscription
lists will be opened in Vancouver, Viec-
toria and’' Nanaimo for funds to replace
those subscribed on Westminster’s now
almost useless list, so that the exhibition
and celebration programme may be car-
ried out in its entirety. Such subserip-
tions, of course, will be separate from the
relief fund. ' The exhibition was to
have been of a provincial scope this year
more than ever. A, conference with
Hon. ¥. C. Cotton, minister of finance,
will be held to-morrow.

CHEMAINUS MILLS.
A Big Industry That Employs Many
Men and Putsg Money In Cir-
culation.

Victorians know that there is a lumber
mill at Chemainus for every now and
then they notice in thepress a brief note
of the ships sailing to ‘various parts of
the world with a cargo loaded there, but
there are comparatively few who are
cognizant of the extensive character of
the big mill, though Mr. E. J. Palmer,
the manager, is a familiar figure here.

. The Victoria Lumber and Manufactur-
ing Co., Limited, have their mill situated
very conveniently on Chemainus harbor
with large wharves and facilities for
ioading quickly and advantageously the
ships for foreign ports. Just at present
the fine British bark Gladys is loading
Iomber for Melbourne _and will carry
away a cargo of 1,150,000 feet, The
mill has a capacity of 8 hundred thous-
and feet a day and besides the ponder-
ous maphmery_for slicing up 'logs into
the ordinary sizes conyenient for ship-
ping, from great timbers to lath, there is
a plant for making boxes and salmon
