LEXINGTON CONFERENCE ENDS.

9Lexington, Ky., May 4.—The confer­
ence on Southern education, began the 
last d4y of it», sessions this morning by 
re-electing the old officers, including 
President Robert C- Ogden, of New 
York. Agricultural education was the 
general topic of consideration this fore­
noon. Dr. James W. Robertson, of the 
Macdonald college, told of the success 
of scientific agriculture in Canada, end 
Dr» S. A. Knapp, of the United States 
bureau of plant industry at Lake 
Charles, La., delivered an interesting 
address on his work in the South, espe­
cially in regard to the methods pursued 
in stamping out the boll weevil in 
Texas.

There were no sessions of "the confer­
ence this afternooh, the time being tak­
en up with receptions in 'honor of the 
delegates at * Kentucky State fcollege.

St. Petersburg, May 4.—Later de­
velopments increase the importance, of 
the Russian expedition to Mongolia 
under Col. Novitzky, 'which is to leave 
St. Petersburg the middle of May to 
survey the hitherto unexplored region 
between the Manchuria frontier and 
XJrga. It is now announced that the 
expedition will consist of not less than 
80 officers and that its first work will 
be to make further surveys for a rail­
road from Kiakhta to Kalgan, and 
another route from Urga to Mirin, by 
which the eastern portion of Mongolia 
will be thoroughly surveyed. In this 
connection despatches from Pekin re­
garding the possibilty of an Anglo- 
Russian understanding on 
of hands off for Great Britain in Thi­
bet and for Russia in Mongolia are 
read with interest. It is recalled here 
that the Russian expedition to Thibet 
which started the strife for Lhassa 
at first was announced, like this one, 
to be for purely scientific purposes.

London, May 3.—The reference in 
the foregoing despatch from 
Petersburg to an Anglo-Russian agree­
ment on the basis of Russian non-in­
terference in Thibet and British non­
interference in Mongolia is according 
to the statement made at the British 

•foreign office, founded on misinforma­
tion. Such an agreement is improb­
able, and Japan certainly would object.

Prince Paul Dologo Roukoff, who 

will be the first prime minister in case 
of complete victory of the party, was 
chosen president amid rousing cheers. 
In a brief speech, he urged the neces-

liament. There were two questions, hé 
asserted, upon which the party could 
nolf flinch—an immediate general am­
nesty for political offences and the 
abolition of the death penalty. There 
should also be a parliamentary in­
quiry into the administration for the 
purpose of punishing those guilty of 
abuse of power. He considered the 
downfall of the Wltte-Durnovo cab­
ine. to be proof that the court camar­
illa wanted to avoid a fight.

QRONfO, May 4.—Under the 
agreement signed by the inter­
national waterways commission 

at Buffalo,yesterday, Canpda wilt se­
cure 36,000 cubic feet of water, per 
second at Niagara -Falls, and the 
United States 18,600 per second. At 
Sault Ste. Marie, the water power 1» 
to be divided equally. The Canadian 
section recommends that this agree­
ment be limited to twenty-five years. 
The question of division of other wa­
ters, such as St. John river, has not 
been made the subject of any agree­
ment, although the Canadian .section 
lays down certain principles In regard 
to these. The United States commis­
sioners took the ground that it had 
not the power to deal with this latter 
phase of the question. A complete re­
port, which is a very bulky document, 
will be submitted to the governments 
of both countries for ratification as 
soon as possible. It is understood the 
United States commissioners will ask 
their country for power to deal with 
all questions recommended by the 
Canadian commissioners.

Premature Explosion of Bomb Kill» 
Russian In Paris.

Paris, May 3.—A bomb explosion 
occurred in the forest ot Vincénnes at 
2 o’clock this afternoon, killing a Rus­
sian named Striga an* dangerously 
wounding his companion, named Soko- 
loff. The two then Were proceeding 
through the woods, each carrying a 
bomb, with the evident purpose of 
hiding them for future use. While, so 
doing, the bomb which Striga carried 
exploded killing him Instantly. Soko- 
loff was struck by fragments of the 
bomb and fearfully lacerated. Strika 
and Sokol off were Çoth students of 
the school off mines and members of 
the Russian students’ union. They 
also belonged to the revolutionary so­
ciety. The residences of several 
hundred Russian revolutionists have 
been searched, leading to the discovery 
of alleged criminal documents. Two 
cousins of Sokolôff were arrested.

Government Organ Makes An Interest­
ing Announcement.

The Novea Vremya, which under the 

regime resumes its old relations 
with the government, prints this morn­
ing what purports to be an authpritative 
statement of the Goremykin ministry, 
coupled with an intimation that has been 
predicted by the Associated Press, that 
the official announcement may not be 
given out before the convocation of the 
national parliament. The ministry, 
however, which contains several unex­
pected names, is likely to find far ,’ess 
favor with the liberal majority in the 
popular branch of parliament than the 
Witte cabinet. The object of postpon­
ing the announcement of the new min­
istry is hard to fathom,

A rejnarkable feature of the slate is 
the selection of Count Ignatieff as pro­
curator instead of, as anticipated, M. 
Sbirinsky, M. iShakoatoff and M. StiSh- 
insky, an arch-reactionary and notorious 
aid to the late Minister of the Interior 
Plehve, as minister of agriculture. 
These two names alone are enough to 
put the ministry under the eternal ban 
with the liberals.

The additional names are: Goremy­
kin, who, like Count Witte, is to be pre­
mier without a portfolio; Stolypin Ga- 
latzin, minister of instruction ; Kokovsoff, 
minister of finance; Izvolsky, foreign 
minister; Sukloff, former aide to the 
Grand Duke Alexander Michaelovitch, 
trade and industry; Schwanebach, form­
er minister of agriculture, controller. 
Nemohaieff, who during his tenure of 
office ms kept his fingers out of politics, 
and BititzoE Rodiger and Fredericks, 
who are not responsible to the premier, 
retain their portfolios, according to the 
Novoe Vremya. L

newest, and largest "of the French line 
steamers, sailed today on her initial 
trip from New York to Havre. As the 
big steamship left her pier in the North 
river and steamed slowly down the bay 
she was saluted with cheers by thou­
sands of enthusiastic citizens land by 
whistles from every craft on the river. 
La Province is the largest steamship 
carrying the French Hug and ranks 
among the largest ever built. She has 
18,600 tons displacement and 30,000 
horse-power, and, being run in connec­
tion with a special train from Havre 
to Parle, will make the distance be­
tween New York and Piris less than 
six days. On her initial trip to New 
York she made a speed .which easily 
placed her in the greyhound class.

TURKEY RECEIVES

Great Britain Demands Immedi­
ate Withdrawal of Turks 

From Tabal.

MEDITERRANEAN FLEET SAILS
iThe Inevitable Naval Demon­

stration as Usual Precedes 
Porte’s Back-down.

OXDON, May 4.—The présenta,

ed to produce a speedy yielding on t!,o 
part of the Sultan and settlement by the 
withdrawal ot the small Turkish jjarvi- 
sou pending delimitation of the -real 
frontier claims in the Sinai peninsula. 
It is not thought likely that the Sul­
tan will hold out longer against Great 
Britain as he had no support of the etli- 
e- Powers.

The correspondent at Constantinople 
of the Times telegraphs as follows; 
"There is absolutely no evidence hove 
of any German intrigue. In fact, oa 
more than one occasion the Uerui-m 
ambassador has told the Grand Vizi-r 
that the only sensible thing for :Jie 
Turks to do was to evacuate Tafia li as 
speedily as possible.”

The Ultimatum Delivered.
The British ambassador at Constan­

tinople, Sir Nicholas R. O’Connor, ,-rs- 
terday presented a note to Turkey de­
manding the prompt withdrawal of the 
Turkish troops from Egyptian territory. 
Tire note is practically an ultimatum aid 
constitutes Great Britain’s last m ord en 
the encroachment of Turkey on the Sin- 
aitic peninsula.

The French and Russian amb ven­
dors at Constantinople are supporting 
the British contentions. Should the ul­
timatum fail to have the desired effer’, 
the British Mediterranean fleet will trkn 
the measure so often employed by the 
powers in rheent years, as the result of 
disputes with the Sultan, aud a naval 
demonstration it is anticipated will 
quickly bring about the evacuation of 
the Tabah territory.

Interesting Address Delivered Before 
Social Science Association.

distribu-New York, May 3—The 
tion of immigrants was the subject of 
the general meeting of the American 
Social Science association here today. 
Former Immigration Commissioner 
William Williams spoke on “The Sift­
ing of Immigrants.”’ He said there is 
need of a secret service attached to 
the immigration bureau for tbe pur­
pose ot getting accurate information 
for the exclusion of pauper immi­
grants.

Prescott *F. Hall, of Boston, author 
said the for-ot immlgratio ntreaties, 

eign bom population furnishes more 
than twice its normal proportion of 
inmates ot penal and charitable In­
stitutions of the country, and the alien 
population furnishes nearly ten times 
its normal proportion. Foreign whites 
are once and a half as criminal as the 
native whites of native parents, and 
the children of immigrants are three 
times as criminal as the immigrants 
themselves.
