Something about Horses, Cattle,
and Fancy Work.

A-Sgocessful Public Meeting.
' The Prizse Winners.

The _ Horee department attracted more
visitops to the Woodstock exhibition than all
ptherifieatures of the show. Three circum-
stancds conspired to got together the peopls
6} ia_horse flosh. (1) The govern-
‘ment prises for horses, bviog opan to ¢xhibi-
tors from all parts of the province, brought
together a large number of excellent animels.
(2) The borses imported by the yovernm~nt
last year were an importaut partion of the
show, .All the people in ths provines own
shares, and many of them thought this an ex-
cellent time to vigw heir property. (3) The
horse races promised well, and fallen bu-
‘manity is remarkably fond of a horse race.

The “government stalls were visited by
crowds, It was interesting to listen to the
different verdicta. Sowe thought these big
shart legs would not be suited to the deep
spows which are sumetimes known to prevail
in this neighborhood. Ochers sugzgested that
the horses needed here were those adapted
for botk driving and draught, and thought
a combinatioo of the Clydesdale and Harry
Wilkes might wurk well. The racer was
wuch stared at, and certainly showed off. 1o
‘great adveotage. The driviog park was used
for geveral exhibition purposss during Thurs-
dsy and Fridey forenoons. Eyerybody who
