A schedule’ would be made
out for the flrst portion, at the end of which
the champions would be declared. Then all
clubs|start out on even -terms for the second
tchedule, which gives tail-enders a chance to
brace up and every club a try for the second
pennant. Finally the two champions play
off. Itisa great idea and shows Collins is a
neditative individual.”

Eastern Owners Embarrassed—The Ameri-
can Turf's Headstrong Boys

So many race tracks will be in active gper-
ation this year between April 1 and Now. 1,
both in the east and the west, that ¢om-
petent jockeys will be in greater request
than ever before, says New York Truth, and
the supply is certain to fall far short of'the

demand: There'are po signs of any con- i}

siderable number of new riders coming . for-
ward to fill the gap, and the forces which
have been previously available on the princi-
pal courses of the east will be diminished
this season by the ban which has been placed

* upon the boys who have been riding in win-

ter races. .Owners who do not have a regu-
lar jockey under engagement will certainly
suffer serious embarrassment from inability
to secure riders in important stakes, and this
state of -affairs will limit the size of the
fields in the Futurity, the Junior Champion
Btakes,the Great-Eastern Handicap,theWhite
Plains and other valuable contests, in which
it has been customary to see big troops of
horses. Riders of experience and ability
who have been exiled from the saddle by
advancing years or excessive weight oughbt
now to find a profitable fleld for the exercise
of their skill in training lads of theright
sort in jockeyship. The Amierican turf sad-
Iy needs more McLaughling, Garrisons and
Tarals. Too many wearers of the silks and
satins of the turf are ignorant, obstinate,
headstrong boys, utterly unfitted for the
bandling of high-class horseflesh. tired
trainers-might also” employ themselves to
advantage in schooling lads to become skil-
ful jockeys. Even in the years before the
system of licensing jockeys was taken up,
end long before the decree of banishment to
the Siberia of winter racing was issued
against the jockeys who rode at the disrepu-
tuble tracks, owners often had much diffi-
culty in securing juckeys of sense and skill
to ride their horses in celebrated stakes.

An _appeal from
thjs decision was on Saturday made ‘at
Osgoode Hall on the ground that |the de-
fendany should pay only what the plaintiff
is entitled to after the taxation of his| bill of
costs. Counsel for the respondent held that
he (Ostram) had been retained as .a notary
and 1 ot as a solicitor and that therafore his
charges were not subject to taxatiop. The
appeal was allowed and Justice Roge’s ver-
dict set aside.

LENT AND THE I.’\'I"LUEI\'ZA/

A Papal Order Which Suspends the Re-
strictions of Fasting and Abstinence,
Some time ago Pope Leo XIIL issted an

edict, which most people thought4vas going
to modify the restrictions of Lent in
all parts of the world where the
influenza was prevalent. It has been in the
hands - of the archbishops and bishups of
Europe and America for some time, and was
so worded as to"leave the order inoperative
should the disease have disappeared’}
prior - to the beginning of Lent But
as the ‘“grip” is still prevalent in
most parts of Europe and America, the
order was réad in all the Catholic churches
of both.countries yesterday.

In the archdiocese of Teronto it came in
tha form of a letter from the archbishop,
which stated that owing to the pre-
valence of the influenza the Holy
J'ather had | decided to abolish the Lenten
rules for this year. Fridays, however, would
still remain strict fast .days, and Good
Friday would be a day of fasting and ab-
stinence.

There are two features of ‘the strict ob-
servance of Lent—fasting and abstinence.
By fasting is ~meant a reduction of
the usual quantity of food during the
period, and abstinence refers particularly
%o the use of meat. The order of the Pope
removes the restrictions as to both fea-
tures.

1t is not unusual for His Holiness to sus-
pend the Lenten rules in cases of great
emergency. When the sgrip’” was prevalent
before a similar order was issued. During
the prevalence of  cholera in Italy and
France the Lenten rules were entirely sus-
pended.

By this suspension it is intended to obviate
the possibility of too rigid fasting and
abstinence on the part of many persons
whose health demands the generous usa of
nourishing|focds, and yet who would have
regarded any departure from the rules as an
act of disobedience.
