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The Water Problem Getting Worse,

We are told that the damage done to
the conduit, pipe across the bay has been re-
paired As if to emphasize this fact, or some
other fact, the taps all over the city are
pouring forth an extremely -muddy liquid
of nauseous smell—a villainous compound.
A sample left in The World office on Satur-
day had every appearance of being taken

“om a sewage-polluted source. It was just
such water as one would expect to find in
the Yonge-street slip. ~ All who have taken
the trouble to examine our water lately are
convinced that the damage done to the
conduit has not been repaired as alleged.
There must be a big hole in it somewhere
allowing immense quantities of by water
to flow into it and thence into the well
and . mains. That this is  the
actual state of affairs is confirmed
by the Waterworks Engineer, who on
Saturday reported as follows: ‘‘There
must be something radically wrong with
the conduit, cwing to the scarcity of water
and the great amount of sand and gravel
found in all the pumpsin both houses,
which is causing a great deal of damage.”
We would not have this contession from
the Waterworks Department unless the
situation was most serious. The water to-
day 1s worse-than it was during the time
the repairs were being made, when we
knew for a certainty ‘that it came wholly
from the bay. A large part of our supply
apparently comes fromthe baystill. Why the
waterisworse to-day than itwas a few weeks
ago is easily explained. When the conduit
rose to the surface the bay was covered
wi\_ice. The water underneath was clear
and ifotionless, the sediment having settled
at the bottom. Now there is & change in
the conditions. The ice is breaking up.
The bay is agitated by violent winds. The
sediment at the bottom is shaken up.
Hence the vile compound we are drawing
from our taps. :

The situation then is more serious than
ever. “A week ago we imagined the conduit
was repaired. To-day we are told there is
something radically wrong with the pipe.
But just what or where the leak is.we are
not told. The Engineer himselt does not
know. We are not only getting bad water,
but we don't know what part of the con-
duit is defective. = We havea two-fold
difficulty before us—to find the leak or
leaks and to repair them. i
‘ The situation is still more serious by
reason of a probable visitation of the
terrible Asiatic scourge. Cholera is dissem-
inated more by means of water than through
any other agency. Should the epidemic
strike this city we would find ourselves in
a decidedly unfortunate situation, for
in such an event nothing in the world
could prevent the germs of the disease
from finding their way through the sewers
into the bay and back again into our water
pipes, and thence into our stomachs. his

our bodies forming the connecting link pe-
tween the Water pipes and the sewers,
forms a truly appalling spectre togthose
cursed with a vigorous imagination !~

The Cars Should Be Allowed to Run,
It is ‘reported in an evening -paper that
the citizens in the East End will proceed to
tear up the tracks ot the Grand Trunk and
Casadian Pacific if these two compahies
obstruct the trolley cars in crossing the
teacks at the Don. The- citizens who_live
over the classic Don are a law-abiding
class, 'and we do not believe they will do
anything of the kind, although they would
be justified in raisinga rumpus if the street
cars ar¢ interfered with.

If not charged
with electricity all this time it has cer-
tainly been in that state during many
weeks in winter, when the sweeper was
clearing the tracks in the King-street line,
Why didn’t the railways object to it then?

Let the cars run and the
dispute be settled later on. There is little

Those who
arein the business assert that any tarm
which has moderately pure water running
through it can rear fish quite easily and
more remuneratively than poultry, sheep,
cattle or any other animals., China is the
greatest ‘country for artificial fish culture
in the world. .The fish product of a small
artificial pond in that country is several
times more remunerative than the cereal
crop produced from ‘an equal area. It will
pay our farmers to investigate the merits of
this industry. The Provincial Government,
too, shounld give it some attention, the same
as many of the States of the Union are
doing.

The Behriog Sea Arbitration—The Franco-
Canadian Treaty,
OrTAWA, Ont,, April 1.—At 3 o’clock to-

Loxpox, April 1.—The St. Petersburg
correspondent, of The Times says: ““The
Raussian Goyernment has proposzed as a
temporary arrangement with Great Britain
in the Behriug Sea matter a ten-mile limit
off the mainland coast and 30 miles off the
Commander and Robin Islands, -The Rus-
sian authorities declare that the takings of
the captured British sealers comprised 92
per cent, females, three per cent. males and
five per cent. doubtful. Russia com-
plains that the dispute between Great
Britain and the United States. has driven
all the foreign sealers to the Russian
side of the Behring Sea, thus causing a de-
crease of the Russian Company’s catch from
30,000 in 1891 to 20,000 in 1892. The
negotiations between England and Raussia
on this question are most iriendly.- The
relations of the two Governments were
never more amicable.”

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CUMULATIVE VOTING.

There wasa large attendance ab th,
social problems meeting yesterday after-
noon, and much interest was manifested.
As is no'v usual a number of Indies were
present. The .subject of the day was
“Cumulative Voting,” introduced by Mr.
A. F. Jury.

Mr. Jury said that the conse; of opin-
ion of the three speakers who ha preceded
him on former Sundays was that semething
was wrong with our social arrangements.
When something was wrong it wag neces-
sary not only to look for a remedy but for
the means of putting that remedy in force.
The people were supposed to have such a

wer by means ot the representative
institutions of the country, but these
institutions were imperféct and did not
reflect all kinds of popular thought, espe-
cially progressive thought. The two great
political parties of ‘the country were the
only ones that were able to elect men to
represent their opinions. - Under our pre-
sent system no mattér how wisea man may
be, no matter how good his ideas, he could
vot possibly get elected to parliament or
the legislature unless he had so conformed
his life by negatives as not to offend any
particular class in the community or any
section of hisown party, becanseotherwise he
could not capture the rty convention,
Mr. Jury proceeded to enlarge upon this
theme and to quote from John Stuart Mill
regarding it, and regarding the remedy for
the evil, which was some system of pro-
portional representation. No doubt many
of his hearers were in favor of the more
v.horouih-going and. effective system pro-
posed by Thomas Hare and bearing his
name; but at our present stage of progress
the less radical system known as grouped
conslitnencies with - cumulative voting was
all that we could hope to attain, and it was
better to coufine our agitation to that. He
believed there was a fair chance of soon
getting at any rate such a measure of
this reform as would serve as a test
and an object lesson. Mr. Jury then
gave a rapid sketch of the system of
cumulative voting as now in force in the
election of school boards in England, where
it had beefi eminently snccessful since it
was-introduced by Mr. Gladstoné’s Govern-
ment in 1870. It had now been in opera-
tion for 23 years without any amendment
and, so far as he knew, without any fault.
The speaker'proceeded to explain the sys-
tem by describing its operation in the Eng-
lish town in ‘which he had formerly lived
There were nine members of the school
board there to be elected. Instead of being
voted on by wards, as in Toronto, the whole
town was one constituency and elected all
the nine membars. Each elector had nine
votes, or as many votes as thers were mem-
bers to be elected, and he had the
power of distributing thesé nine votes
amongst the various candidates just as he
chose, or of “‘cumulating” them on one or
more of the candidates. If he placed the
figure 9 opposite any name on his baliot
papér, it meant that the bearer of that
name got all his nine votes. The effect of
the system was that any section of the com-
munity that nambered not less than one:
ninth of the constituency could have a man
to represent them on the school board.
That was the proper plan on which to go in
electing aldermen nn«F in electing members
of the Provincial Legislature and of the Do-
minion Parliament.

Belfore the discussion opened the chair-
man announced that the committee had de-
cided to submit to a number of prominent
sohirces the question of how best to employ
tife unemployed, and that Prof. Hume of

ronto University had kindly promised to
dollate and tabulate the anawers and give
the result in a public meeting under the
auspices of the Social Problems Conference.

In the courae of the discussion that fol-
lowed several question were asked and
answered by Mr. Jury. One of the speak-
ers, Mr. Yeomans, expressed a. fear that
the cumulative voting system would lead
to increased power and influence of societies
and lodges, as they could get specially
represented in this way.

Mr. Jury said that would perhaps be so
in some cases, but he thought not more sgo
than under the present system, as it was
well known that a candidate for any elec!
tive position had to join a number of so-
cieties and make himself ‘‘solid” with the
members if he hoped for success.

Another speaker, Mr. Mills, referred to
the want of effective representation of the
temperance cause in the legislature and the
House. He thought that the cumulative
vote would remedy this, and he commend-
ed it to the earness advocacy of temperance
men and women,

Mr. Jury closed the discussion.
