D. J. O'Donoghue was disposed to ceusure
them, and Delegate Glockling replied with
equal force that the committes could not be
expected to report when they had nothing to
say.

A resolution was passed in opposition to
the proposal to celebrate Dominion Day on
Monday, July 3, instead of the previous Sat-
urday.
