Water Supply Ailnsl Meeting.

The adjourned annual meeliog of the
ale payers took place as announced, ou
the evening of the 13th instant, The
resolution deferred from the previvvs
meeting to anthorise the Commissioners to
apply to the legislature for permission to
boirow $5060, for the purpose of putting
a complete system of sewerage into the
town, was taken up avd discussed. An
amendment was offered that the sum
pames be expended in paying off the in-
debtedness already incorred op the water
and sewerage account, the balance to be
expended in sewcrage, a8 required, and as
ordered by a meeting of the town. Both
the resolution and the amendment were
rejected, A resolution was then offered
snd carried, that the Comm iasioners apply
to the Legislature for permission to borrow
the sum of $2000, said sum to be used in
paying the sum borrowed from E. Bent
and expended last summer in building
Middle Street sewer, the balance to be ex
pended on the water service, Nome ro-
marks were offered anent the advisability
of at ouce tursisg the brook from the
upper spring 10to the reservoir. A reso
lution was agreed (o instracting the Com-
missioners to attend to the matter with as
little delay as possible.

THE OPENING THIS AFTRERNOON,

At 3 o'clock Thursday afternoon, in the
Legislative Council Chamber, the Asscm-
bly and Council being gathered there,
Administrator~of-the-Government, Chief
Justice MacDooald opewned the third
Session of the 29th Parliament of Nova
Seotia with the following speech :

Mr. Prenident and Honourable Gentlemen of
the Legislative Council :

My, Speaker and Gentlemen ¢of the House of
Assembly :

1, I am sure that you share with me
the deepest regret that ill-bealth has
compelied the head of the Government to
leave the Province for a time, aod the
earnest bope that he may speedily be
restored to health and enabled to resume

the office of Lieutevant Governor,

3. I rejoice that I am able to congratu-
late you on the fair degree of progresd
made by the Province during the past
year, While in view of the limited
success of our fishermen and of other con-
siderations, we may not be able to record a
general prosperity, It is gratifying to know
that the resuits of the prosecutien of
mast of the industries in which our people
engage were sstisfactory. An abundant
harvest was gathered, notwithstanding
the unfavorable nature of the season for
some crops, trade and commerce im-
proved, miniog operations were vigorously
carried on, and a revival of the shipping
interests throughout the world contributed
malterially to an iocrease of the wealth of
our country,

3. Operations were carried oo during
the year on several rallways under con-
tract with the Provincial Gevernment
The Nova Scotia Central Railway Come
pany, while they were unable to comply
with the letter of the existing legislature
in relation to their rallway, prosecuted
their work very vigorounsly, baving now
laid about 35 miles of their track, The
present position of their enterprise justi-
fies the belief that the railway will be
brought to a satisfactory completion at an
early day. The Joggins Reilway, in the
Connty of Cumberland has beed dlmost
completed, and is carrying & large traffic ;
the railway between Spring Hitl and
Oxford, In the same County, is in an
advanced state and likely to be completed
during the coming season ; sud the Corn-
wallis Valley Railway Company, operating
io the County of Kings, have commeuced
work uonder circomstances which give
p(::‘nbo of a speedy coustruction of their
road.

4. The impoitant Act passed at your last
session, in relation to assessment, has been
put in operation, and, while the experi-
eoce gained will probably suggest some
useful amendments, It is gratitying to
know that the general purpose and prine
ciple of the Act have been received with
much favor,
